therefore there was no military
spirit in France and none could
be expected. Inatead of having the
world’s best mrmy, as has often
been sald, we probably had the
poarest,”

In mpeaking of the reaction of
the French people to the armistice,
Tixler described them as being
“punch-drunk”—too stunpned by the
ligthning spesd of Hitler's thrusta,
to realize fully what had happen-
ed.

The French colonies, which soon
after the armistice decided on
fighting with Britain, have Jost
faith with the British, sald Tixler.
