At our family reunion this 
year, my brothers and sisters dis-
cussed seeing if there is a fund that 
is used to take care of the cemetery 
and that we might consider donating 
to it, but we need to know that the 
quality of care would improve. We 
would appreciate very much if whom-
ever is in charge of this, would please 
let us know.

There are several sto-
ries printed for weeks leading up to 
the event. No information regarding 
the year's event has ever been 
brought to my office voluntarily by a 
board member. 

Many hours of research is put 
into publishing a special edition for 
the event. And the issue after the 
event is full of reports, rodeo results 
and pictures. None of this informa-
tion is ever brought in. I attend ev-
ery event that occurs during Old Set-
tlers, in order to give our readers a 
full report, in words and pictures. The 
rodeo results are never brought to 
our office, they are taken to the Spur 
paper and they share them with us, 
which I appreciate very much. I 
never receive one phone call from a 
board member asking if we would 
like to print them, although they are 
printed in this paper every year. 

The story about there not being 
a carnival booked was not intended 
to be negative, but to inform the pub-
lic, which I feel as a newspaper edi-
tor, is my job. 

I meant no harm in my column 
in the August 24th edition. I was only 
stating a fact, that I think most people 
of Motley and Dickens counties 
would agree - it would be a shame for 
the celebration to end. And, in my 
opinion, the gate charge has set the 
decline in attendance. 

I was born and raised in Roaring 
Springs and the Old Settlers Reunion 
is as important to me as it is to most 
everyone that lives here. 

I feel that this situation has been 
blown entirely out of proportion. I 
don't understand why there seems to 
be so many people upset.

I tried to disregard the negative 
Old Settlers article in the August 17th 
Tribune. Then the paper this week 
had the same criticisms; at least this 
time they came in an editorial, rather 
than a news story. 

No one was more disappointed 
about the carnival than the directors. 
In both items you failed to mention 
that a contract was signed with the 
carnival that had been here the last 
several years; about midwinter they 
broke the contract to go elsewhere 
for better money. Every effort was 
made to secure another one. The 
internet was searched for all carni-
vals available in Texas, and dozens 
of phone calls were made. Every time 
someone heard of an event where 
there would be, or even might be, a 
carnival, someone went to talk to 
them. If we saw one beside the road, 
we stopped and tried to set them to 
commit. (These phone calls and 
miles driven were all at personal ex-
pense). The carnival woman at the 
Floyd County Fair confirmed what 
we knew: most carnivals continue to 
return to the same place (if profit-
able) year after year. Many of the 
smaller ones have been bought up by 
the larger ones or play out-of-state 
because of increased insurance and 
stricter inspections in Texas the last 
several years. 

Old Settlers used to be the last 
county celebration in the area before 
Labor Day and the start of school. 
Now kids have been in school 3 
weeks, football scrimmages are go-
ing on, and even Tech is playing foot-
ball Saturday night. With a lack of 
attendance and participation, the di-
rectors can't afford to sponsor a 
young folks dance every night and go 
in the hole on it year after year. 

The purpose of the nominating 
committee is to select people for each 
empty position and see if they are 
willing to serve. During this process, 
prospective board members are 
made very aware of (before they are 
elected) what will be expected of 
them: At least 12 regular monthly 
meetings a year; possihly some 

called meetings; then the entire week 
of Old Settlers to be at the grounds 
to work (about 16 hours a day) get-
ting everything ready; Thursday, Fri-
day, and Saturday the days extend to 
about 20 hours. Truitt has donated 
cattle for use the last 7 years; he, 
other directors, and Vic do the haul-
ing in their own rigs. They draw no 
mileage for anything. 

What you referred to as disorga-
nization is basically a loss of popula-
tion in the 2 counties, plus more lim-
ited finances. Up until a few years 
ago, there were up to a dozen con-
cessions on the grounds each year; 
these all brought in a rental fee. Also 
the food concession stand is no 
longer as profitable because of addi-
tional competition. 

The speech that was printed Au-
gust 24 with the by-laws had abso-
lutely nothing to do with the current 
situation, except maybe to aggravate 
it. None of the present directors were 
involved during those years. The by-

In De-
cember, 1898 they moved on to Motley 
County, where they settled on Pete 
Chandler's place southeast of Roaring 
Springs for two years. No doubt that was 
later Chandler's Flat, because Roaring 
Springs, in 1898, was just a roaring 
springs up the river west. From Chand-
lers, the Kingerys moved across the river 
to the present home in Darden Canyon 
where they lived until they died. 

They raised a family of 11 children. 
Follow Farm to Market Road 684 east 
from Roaring Springs, past '011ie Scott's 
place' until the road makes a right turn 
toward the Stearns Place, and you are 
almost at the gate to the Kingery home 
which is still standing on the left. It was a 
gathering place for friends of Motley 
County. In those days, weekdays were 
work and Saturday and Sunday were for 
rest, community get-togethers and 
church attendance. Church was a place 
even a strict father would allow his daugh-
ters to go on dates. Saturdays, far into the 
night, were for merrymaking. Visitors 
were the Bird, Stearns, Willis, Hinson, 
Groves, Boyett and Dye families. The 
women were homemakers - cooking, sew-
ing, ironing, baking - getting ready for 
Sunday. There was little rest in the lives 
of the homemakers. 

The Kingery children were Ida (mar-
ried Joe Winters), Dona (m. Tom 
Kennedy), Elmo (m.

parts of the country to address local 
needs and increased the number of 
customer representatives, technical 
staff and support staff in the area to 
help meet grower needs. Addition-
ally, both 'fracer and Lorsban 9-E are 
being shipped to the area by the 
truckloads to help combat the large-
scale outbreak and pest mix. 

field," said Bill Hendrix, customer 
agronomist with Dow AgroSciences. 
"These natural predators play a vi-
tal role in keeping aphids below 
threshold." 

Extension personnel stress that 
two applications of pyrethroid 10 to 
14 days apart have been shown to 
promote a rapid increase in aphid 
numbers. Hendrix said a better alter-
native is Tracer. 

Spray coverage during late-sea-
son applications also is critical to 
achieving optimum control because 
the plant canopy becomes more 
dense. Increasing the spray pressure 
and using a methylated seed oil and 
organostlicon surfactant will in-
crease coverage and improve the 
consistency of performance. Timing 
is also essential for efficacy. 

Short supplies of some army-
worm insecticides have caused con-
cern for producers the last few 
weeks. Dow Agro-Sciences already is 
diverting supplies of Tracer and 
Lorsban-4E insecticide from other 

Plains. In a newsletter from the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Dr Jim Laser reminded grow-
ers that square, bloom and boll feed-
ing will exceed leaf feeding as August 
progresses. Growers should treat 
armyworm and bollworm infesta-
tions using a threshold of 10,000 
worms per acre, counting only the 
smaller worms. Leser noted that 
Tracer Naturalyte insect control 
works well in situations where boll-
worms and armyworms are the tar-
get pests. 

Leser advised growers to be cau-
tious in choosing products to control 
excessive worm populations because 
cotton aphids are currently being 
found in many fields. With some 
county reports showing aphids in 90 
percent of fields, making the proper 
insect control decision is key to keep-
ing the aphid population at a man-
ageable level. 

"If aphids are present but not at 
economic threshold levels, it is im-
portant growers select a product that 
will leave beneficial insects in the

Time Your Cotton 
Harvest to Maximize 

Bottom Line 

As West Texas cotton growers 
battle the region's worst outbreak of 
beet armyworms since 1980, they 
now must brace for a second wave of 
insects targeting their fields. Exten-
sion personnel are reporting high 
counts of cotton bollworm moths and 
egg masses, and expect bollworm 
counts to increase over the next two 
weeks. 

Moreover, they stress that care-
ful insecticide selection is vital to 
avoid the flaring of a third wave of 
pests — aphids. 

A phenomenal level of bollworm 
egg laying has been reported in 
Hockley and Cochran counties. And, 
in Lamb County, egg laying has 
ranged from 1,446 to 10,649 eggs per 
acre. Even though high tempera-
tures, low humidity and natural 
predators are accounting for some 
egg and small larvae mortality, many 
fields likely will see threshold num-
bers and require treatment.
