Mr. Copp gave the invoca-
tion. No one was present for
open forum.

During Mrs. Hicks Principal
report she stated that due to
conflicts in schedules no one
would be recognized this month.
Also in her report were the fol-
lowing:

— The site base committee
is looking at dress code changes
for the 2004-05 school year.

— Items are being gathered
that are no longer in use which
can be sold in order to make
more space in school. .

— Summer School is going
strong for kids in K-3rd grade.

— Attendance at the end of
the year was 96% with 153 stu-
dents.

Mr. Copp received the High
Qualified Staff Report, which
coincides with the “No Child
Left Behind” program. The re-
port states that 94.44% of the
staff at Motley County are
highly qualified to teach the
grade or subject they are teach-
ing. Motley County is way above
the state average of 76%.

During the reading of the
minutes from last month’s

meeting, Board member Smith
noted that the vote for the 2004-
05 audit was posted incorrectly.
The minutes stated that a 2 for/
4 against/ 1 abstained vote had
been cast concerning the school
auditor. Smith brought to the

board’s attention the fact that
the vote was inaccurately
posted and should have read 2
for/ 0 against/ 1 abstained, since
a “no” was never called for. The
board acknowledged this to be
true. Due to this, Mr. Copp felt
that Dianne Washington would
be the auditor for the 2004-05

school year. Mr. Copp will look
into the matter further.

Anyone
who certifies after July 15 will
be considered a late-file and be
assessed a late-file fee of $35 for
the first plot and $15 for each
additional plot. This assessment
is per farm, not per producer.

If you
have questions about your acre-
age a measurement service
may be to your advantage.

CRP Compliance Update

A recent clarification to Na-
tional Procedure will impact
many existing CRP contracts
and future CRP offers in Texas.
CRP acreage is considered out-
of-compliance if the field, or a
portion of the field, has a 10% or
greater canopy of undersirable
trees. Mesquite trees, salt ce-
dar, and shin oak are considered
undersirable trees. The size of
the trees DOES NOT MATTER.
Bottom line is: if the canopy
from the trees exceeds 10%, it
is out of compliance. ‘

In making canopy evalua-
tions FSA will look at the canopy
over an acre of land. For in-
stance if the farm has a 100 acre
field of CRP but 30 acres in the
SW corner has trees, the evalu-
ation would be made on the 30
acres and not over the éntire 100
acres. (If cost shares were ulti-
mately approved, the cost
shares would be limited to the
30 acres.) Ifit is determined that
acres need treatment, produc-
ers have two options:

(1) Use IPT (Individual Plant

Do Your Part To ....

cost-shares on trees and brush
on CRP acreage: -

* In order to be eligible, the
trees and brush-must be provid-
ing a 10% or greater canopy.

* Only contracts with at least
one year remaining are eligible.

* The cost share rate is 50%
not to exceed $50 per acre.

* The tree must be physically
removed from the CRP acreage
(no burning).

* Chemical spraying is not
eligible for cost share.

* COC approval must be ob-
tained prior to beginning the
treatment.

* Treatment cannot occur
during the primary nesting sea-
son ( March 1 through July 1 in
Texas).

* NRCS must revise the con-
servation plan to reflect the
planned practice prior to begin-
ning the treatment.

Producers should be aware
of two major things: (1) on ex-
isting CRP acreage trees must
be held at a level below 10%,
which is one of the purposes of
the $5 maintenance fee included
in the annual rental rate: (2)
land with a 10% or greater
canopy of undesirable trees is
not eligible for future CRP
signups.

FSA will begin 2004 CRP
compliance spot-checks later
this summer. Annual CRP
rental payments can be with-
held, as well as applicable re-
funds and penalties on previous
year’s payments, until acreage
is brought back into compliance.
Producers will be given 90 days
to bring land under compliance.
Additionally, land considered
out of compliance because of
excess undesirable trees WILL

NOT be eligible for future CRP

signups.

Cotton Exports
The U.S. is the largest sup-
plier of raw cotton in the world
market.

of this writing growers in north-
ern portions of Floyd County,
and in the adjacent counties of
Swisher and Briscoe, are pick-
ing up the pieces from the
season’s largest single hail
event. The storm, which rav-
aged the area June 21, is esti-
mated to have logged an esti-
mated 60,000 more acres into
the loss column.

The worst part of the story,
through, is that this same area
has now lost three promising
crons in a row to hail.

Despite the devastation of
the June 21 storm, the overall
outlook for the High Plains re-
gion remains positive. Of the
estimated 3.6 million acres

that this time of year any storm
can deliver good in the form of
rain and bad in the form of hail
and high wind that threatens old
and young cotton alike.

Growers who receive dam-
age and need to assess the situ-
ation have several good re-
sources available to them
through the Texas A&M Re-
search and Extension Center at
Lubbock.
