Motley County Treasurer,
Eva Barkley, has filed a lawsuit
against Motley County Commis-
sioners Court. The suit, which
was delivered to County Judge
Ed D. Smith on Tuesday, May 18,
by Sheriff Jim Meador, states
in part as follows:

To the Honorable Court:

Eva Barkley, the Plaintiff,
petitions the court pursuant to
the Declaratory Judgments Act,
Chapter 37 of thé Civil Practice
and Remedies Code of Texas,
for determination of 2003-2004
annual salary of the Motley
County Sheriff; and petitions the
Court to Texas Rules of Civil
Procedure for injunctive relief.
Plaintiff also petitions this Court
for cause of actions and grounds
for relief.

Plaintiff (Mrs. Barkley) sues
for equitable and injunctive re-
lief and for a writ of mandamus
to compel Defendant, (Motley
County Commissioners Court),
to make salary payments to the
Sheriff based on an annual sal-
ary of $21,440.00. A writ of man-
damus will issue to compel a

public official to perform a min--

isterial act. In the instant case,
Defendant (Motley County
Commissioners Court), acting
through its Commissioners, had
a clear legal duty to follow the
law as set out in the Local Gov-
ernment Code and the Texas
Attorney General Op. No. GA-
0162. If the writ of mandamus
does not issue compelling De-
fendant to make payment in ac-
cordance with the Local Gov-
ernment Code and the Tex. Att'y
Gen. Op. No GA-0162, then De-
fendant will have no adequate
alternative remedy.

The Plaintiff (Mrs. Barkley)
requests that the Court declare
that the annual salary of the
Motley County Sheriff be set at
$21,440 for the fiscal year 2003-
2004 in accordance with statu-
tory law and with the Attorney
General Opinion No. GA-0162.

Mrs. Barkley is also suing
tf»m' all court costs and attorney

ees.

NOTE: (As stated, the above so
printed is the Plaintiff’s law-
sutt, in part).

During the County Budget
workshop held in August 2003,
Motley County Commissioners
Court voted to raise Sheriff Jim
Meador’s salary from $21,440 to
$24,000. By law every elected
official’s salary must be pub-
lished in the local newspaper to
notify the public. County Judge
Ed D. Smith published notice of
a proposed increase of the an-
nual salary of elected officials in
the August 7, 2003, edition of the
Motley County Tribune. The
Sheritf’s proposed salary was
published at $24,000.

At the Public Budget Hear-
ing, held August 25,2003, where
Mrs. Barkley was present, Com-
missioners voted to raise the
Sheriff’s salary to $25,836, and
no one opposed the increase.

The budget was adopted at
$25,836.

Motley County Attorney,
Tempie Francis, and County
Treasurer, Eva Barkley, brought
the matter of the Shcyiff’s pro-
posed salary being published at
a different amount than the
adopted amount, to the Court’s
attention in September, and
Commissioners sought to cor-
rect the error at the
next regularly scheduled
Commissioner’s Court meeting
by amending the budget to the
published amount. Sheriff
Meador agreed as to try to avoid
conflict.

County Attorney Francis
brought to the Court’s attention
that the adjustment to the
$24,000 was voted on out of Bud-

et Session and thus the reason

or the Attorney General Opin-
ion. Mrs. Francis requested an
Attorney General opinion. The
Attorney General’s opinion,
dated March 12, 2004, states
that the Sheriff’s salary remain
at $21,440,

The Sheriff has been paid
for seven months based upon an
annual salary of $24,000.

For this 24-hour per day, 7
day per week job, with no insur-
ance or benefits, the Motley
County Sheriff’s salary is one of
the very lowest in the state of
Texas, even if it were at the
$25,836 amount.

= County Treasurer files lawsuit
-\ against Commissioners Court

After Commissioners dis-
cussed this matter at length, a
motion was made by Commis-
sioner Alexander and seconded
by Commissioner Davis to con-
tinue to pay the Sheriff’s salary
at $24,000 due to the fact that
there was no intent to make a
mistake by the Judge or Com-
missioners and the Sheriff
would be punished unduly. Mo-
tion passed.

In the Attorney General’s
opinion it is stated:

“Elected county officers’
salaries may be changed “only
once a year.” Tex. Att'y Gen. Op.
No JC-0147 (1999) at 1. Based on
section 152.013 (a)’s plain lan-
guage, the office “has repeat-
edly concluded” that a county
commissioners court may con-
sider and adopt elected county
officers’ salaries only during
“the regular, annual budget

hearing and adoption proceed-.

ings.” Tex. Att'y Gen. LO-95-018,
at 2; A county commissioners
court may not change elected
county officers’ salaries “at any
other time.”

Judge Smith drafted a Court

Order #2004-02 to this effect, as
follows:

“Background: During the
2003-2004 budget process, an
increase to $24,000 was pub-
lished in the newspaper for the
Sheriff’s salary.

The County Attorney re-
quested and received Attorney
General’s opinion GA-0162.
Their opinion is that the
Sheriff’s salary must remain at

The Treasurer asked for

The Sheriff has been paid
for seven months based upon an
annual salary of $24,000, which
was the original figure pub-
lished. No citizen opposed that
increase at the Public Budget
Hearing, and finally, that is the
figure at which the court still
wishes to compensate the Sher-
iff for 2003-2004.

To the Editor:

Many people - especially
teen-agers and young adults -
still do not take one of the sim-
plest and most effective steps te
stay safe: Buckling up. Accord-
ing to the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration
(NHTSA). 59 percent of the pas-
senger vehicle occupants killed
in crashes in 2002-03, 598 men,
woman and children - were not
wearing seat belts.

Teenagers and young adults
are particularly at risk. Motor
vehicle crashes are the leading
cause of death for teens and
young adults in the United
States from age 16 through 34,
according to the Centers for
Disease Control and Preven-
tion. Yet, 64 percent of 16 to 29
year old passenger vehicle oc-
cupants killed or seriously in-
jured in crashes in 2002 were not
wearing a safety belt, according
to NHTSA.

Sometimes the fear of get-
ting a traffic ticket is the only

reason that someone will wear
a safety belt. That is why State
and local law enforcement offic-
ers across the country are join-
ing the national Click It or
Ticket Operation ABC
(America Buckles up Children)
May 2004 Mobilization that runs
from May 24 through June 6,
2004. Officers across the coun-
try will aggressively ticket
unbelted drivers and passen-
gers. High visibility enforce-
ment has proven effective in in-
creasing safety belts.

A similar Mobilization held
this past year in May 2003
helped convert an unprec-
edented 17 percent of safety belt
non-users into users, increasing
the national belt use rate of 79
percent from 75 percent the
year before. The combination of
active law enforcement, high-
profile publicity, and the advo-
cacy and promotion by public
and private groups continues to
be an extremely effective means
for increasing safety belt use
and saving lives across the

Trees on CRP: Last week
we received word that trees are
no longer acceptable on CRP
This is different than what I
hdve recently told you because
itis different than what we have
been told. As of now, if I spot
check CRPfield and it has a tree
canopy of greater than 10 per-
cent, that acreage is out of com-
pliance. That would mean that
something would have to be
done immediately, or not Octo-
ber payment. Please do not
shoot the messenger!

CRP grazing and
spotchecks: CRP acreage may
not be grazed except when en-
rolled in managed haying and
grazing. Under this program,
grazing may be allowed for a
certain length of time once out
of three years for a reduction in
payment. The primary nesting
season in Motley County is from
March 1 to July 1. Under no cir-
cumstances may CRP be
grazed during this time.

A certain percentage of CRP
fields are checked each year. If
it is determined that a field is
being grazed, that farm shall be
considered out of compliance.
This may result in penalties
ranging from a reduction in pay-
ment to CRP being terminated
with the producer refunding all
previous payments, including
cost share payments, with inter-
est.

This is the
latest word in grazing losses
which will determine the NAP
payments for grazing crops in
2003.

CONTROL

As fire ant mounds continue
to pop uﬂ help is only two steps
away. The best way to control
the red imported fire ant is the
Texas Two Step method. This
plan follows an integrated pest
management approach that in-
volves minimal risk to people,
pets, and the overall environ-
ment. The first step is to broad-
cast bait. The bait should con-
tain a food source and an insec-
ticide. This is carried by the
worker ants to the rest of the
colony, where it becomes a
shared food source and kills the
entire colony. The second step
is to treat mounds individually.
Applying a mound drench will
provide immediate control but
should only be done in mounds
around a home’s foundation or
in high traffic areas.

CINNAMON SPICES
INSULIN SENSITIVITY
Cinnamon may become a

key ingredient in lowering blood
sugar levels. Compounds in cin-
namon called polyphonic poly-
mers, increases sugar metabo-
lism in fat cells twenty fold. This
compound increases insulin
sensitivity and also has antioxi-
dant effects. USDA researchers
reported less than half a tea-
spoon of cinnamon daily for 40
days reduced blood sugar by 20

percent in volunteers w1th 'I‘ype ‘

2 diabetes.

CHERRIES MAY HELP
ARTHRITIS

Fresh cherries may help
people with gout or other forms
of arthritis. Ten healthy women
ate a special breakfast of 45
fresh, pitted Bing cherries.
USDA researchers found that
levels of uric acid decreased sig-
nificantly in participants.
Uric acid is a compound in the
body which forms the painful
urate crystals during a gout at-
tack. The decrease in nitric ox-
ide and C reactive protein
weren't large enough to be sta-
tistically significant.
