will have as many civillan-owned

planes in the air as in the prewar
heyday of non-commercial flying

; —in spite of restricted flights, ra-

tioned gasoline and no new planes.

The Civil Aeronautic Associa-
{lon has been digging into the
administra-
tion slatistics, with these re-

suliing estimates: from a prewar

peak of 25,000 non-ajrline, non-
military planes, the number
- sagged to 8,000 in the summer
of 1943—but now has climbed
baék to 18,000 training, charter,
rental and private planes in op-
ation,

At the same time the number
of civilian landing facilities have
mounted from 1,800 less than a
year ago to 3,000 now.

The reasons given are relaxed
restrictions in some sections of
the country; a great increase in
.public interest in flying; the de-
sire of discharged pilots to get
back into the air; and the 3,000
surplus military -planes already
sold to civilians, The other 7,000
are planes that were laid up at
start of the war and since have
been made airworthy.

Brass Hats Plan War

Already scientific planners for
the next war had been working
secretly(dén such weird things as
bases on the moon from which
they could launch huge rocket
bombs on any natiop: plans which
would seem ludicrous and laugh-
able were it not for the deadly
achievermnents of science in other
direetions.

Already, Gen. William Donovan
and his Offlee of Strategic Sérv-
ices ‘had been planning a world-
wide esplonage network to oper-
ate in peacetime by which we
could spy on other countries.

Already Adm. Ernest King had
drawn plans for 73 warships not
to be completed until three or’ four
yvears after the war., which peace-
aspiring Jimmy Byrnes knocked
out of the budget because they
were not needed and obviously
were aimed at future use against
only one couniry—Russia.

Already the war department had
been spurring a ecampaign for
peacetime conscription, never be-
fore mdopted in the US.A.

It goes much deeper
than the United Nations, which,
though a start in the right diree-
tion, has very severe limitations
It gets down to education, to the
churches, and to earrying out the
basie rules of Christ’s sermon on
the mount.

How we can do it, 1 don't know,
but we must do it, or see civiliza-
tion vanish from the earth.
