Since his election as bishop and his 
appointment to the Oklahoma Area 
Conference in 1988, Solomon has dem-
onstrated a commitment to equal oppor-
tunity for women and minorities by ap-
pointing the first woman and the first 
ethnic minority person to the cabinet in 
Oklahoma and the first woman district 
superintendent to the Oklahoma Indian 
Missionary Conference. He has also been 
a leader in making appointments to ac-
commodate clergy couples. He has served 
his local community by working to cre-
ate nonviolent Shalom Zones in Okla-
homa City. 

Bishop Dan E. Solomon has been 
named one of two 1995 Distinguished 
Alum ini of Perkins School of Theology 
at Southern Methodist University. Solo-
mon is bishop of the Oklahoma Area 
Conference of the United Methodist 
Church and alsochairs the WorldDivision 
of thcGcneral Boardof Global Ministries. 
He is recognized for his efforts to provide 
opportunities for women and minorities 
in ministry, and his sensitivity to the 
plight of those in need around the world. 

Bishop Joel N. Martinez of the Ne-
braska Area Conference is the other 
award recipient. Both recipients will be 
honored at an awards presentation on 
Monday, Febrauary 6, at SMU. 

Solomon was born in the town of 
Matador and grew up on a farm near 
Tulia, both in Northwest Texas. His 
mother is Mabel Jenkins Soloman, for-
merly of Matador. He earned his bachle-
lor's degree from McMurry University, 
his Master of Divinity degree from Perk-
ins School of Theology and his Doctor of 
Ministry degree from United Theologi-
cal Seminary. He holds honoray doctor-
ates from McMurry University and Okla- 

Solomon currently serves as chair of 
the World Division of the General Board

DIABETES 
A CONCERN FOR ALL TEXANS 

For many Texans, factors influencing 
health arc personal lifestyle, diet, hered-
ity and environment. Poor lifestylechoices 
such as poor eating habits, insufficient 
exercise and lack of responsibility for 
individual health and safety result in two-
thirds of all illnesses and premature 
deaths. 

In 1986 through 1988 some 6,952 
Texans listed diabetes as one of the causes 
of death. Currently, more than 850,000 
Texans, one half of which are unaware 
that they have the disease, suffer from 
diabetes. 

In all, Texans suffering from thclong-
term disease will spend an estimated 
S1,275,000,000 per year in direct (medi-
cal care) and indirect (lost productivity) 
costs. 

Diet has been of critical importance in 
managing diabetes and embarking on 
educational programs such as that of the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
which will enable persons with diabetes 
to make positive changes and practice 
self-care diabetes management.Nthrition 
education planned by local county Ex-
tension agents in consumer and family 
sciences can help persons with diabetes 
control blood glucose levels and make 
certain lifestyle changes following the 
primary education by the physician and 
the dietitian. 

Extension educators continually or-
ganize educational programs such as low-
fat cooking, reducing fat, sugar and so-
dium in recipes, weight maintenance, etc. 
to meet the needs of many audiences and 
arc trusted for providing sound advice. 

Altough some S210,792,187 arc spent 
reaching 91,116 clients with diabetes by 
such agencies as the Texas Rehabilita- 

tion Comm ission. Texas Commission for 

the Blind, Texas Department of Health 
and the Department of Human Services, 
none of these focus their efforst solely on 
education. The American Diabetes Asso-
ciaton or TheAmerican Diabetes Asso-
ciation - Texas Affilate focus their efforts 
on association work to benefit clients 
with diabetes providing publications, 
meeting opportunties and professional 
development opportunities. The Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service is the only 
organization devoted solely to the goal of 
education. Diabetic programming efforts 
have been conducted as oneof many ar-
eas of Extension educaton. 

Today, more than ever before, nutri-
tion educaton is essential in the manage-
ment of diabetes and in reducing the risk 
of developing long-term complications. 
One goal of nutrition education also is to 
help people improve their lifestyle hab-
its. Dietary changes related to eating 
habits can occur when support and guid-
ance are consistent and realistic goals are 
set and a better way to know if the educa-
tion was successful. 

Progress is being made through Ex-
tension diabetes programming efforts. 
Persons with diabetes are makingchanges 
related to eating and nutrition, daily exer-
cise and glucose monitoring. This ulti-
mately leads to improved health. 

Diabetes is a major health problem in 
Texas. It is important to assess why some 
persons with diabetes are better able to 
control the symptoms than others. Also, 
education gives confidence in the ability 
to control and take charge of diabetes. 

Educational programs of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service are open 
to all citizens without regard to race, 
color, sex, disability, religion, age, or 
national origin.

To comply with the Worker Protec-
tion Standard (WPS), all ag workers and 
pesticide handlers must be trained in 
pesticide safety.

A 
card will be issued to the employees to 
verify that they have been trained. The 
card is valid for five (5) years. 

Ag worker is anyone employed for 
any type of compensation and performs 
tasks related to the production of agricul-
tural plants. This includes harvesting, 
weeding, and watering. Pesticide han-
dler is anyone hired for any type of

"Also fellow there arc fines that 
will have to be paid, plus the money you 
lose from work while in jail." 

The highway patrol carried both men 
to jail in their scenario. In Texas, nearly 

half of all traffic fatalities arc alcohol 
related. Throughout the U.S. a life is lost 
due to alcohol-related accidents every 29 
minutes. 

The new law in Texas is designed to 
overcome these tragic wrecks.
