PARENTS AGAIN the child must be deceased or disabled,
I've recently noticed the reality of or the grandchild must be legally

something I was previously aware of
only through statistical reports - a lot
of grandmas and grandpas are getting
asecond go-around at parenting young
children.

According to the U.S. Census Bu-
reau, more than 3 million of America's
70 million children now live with their
grandparents.

Social workers point 1o teen preg-
nancies, drug and alcohol abuse, and
other social ills as the main reasons for
the dramatic increase in grandparents
serving as parents over the lastdecade.

Whatever the reason, more and
more grandparents find themselves
assuming the role of parents. And when
this happens, it's helpful to know that
Social Security may be able to help
with the financial burden. If a parent is
deceased or drawing disability or re-
tirement benefits, the children may
qualify for benefits on that parent's
earnings record. If that's not the case,
then Social Security may recognize
the grandparent as the "parent” for
benefit purposes.

When the grandparent retires,
becomes disabled, or dies, the grand-
child may then be able to qualify for

adopted by the grandparent.

In addition, the grandchild must
have begun living with the grandpar-
ent before age 18 and received at least
one half of his or her support from the
grandparent for the year before the
month the grandparent became entitled
to retirement or disability insurance
benefits or died. Also, the natural
parent(s) of the child must not be
making regular contributions to his or
her support.

If the grandchild was born during
the one-year period, the grandparent
must have lived with and provided at
least one-half of the child's support for
substantially all of the period from the
date of birth to the month the grand-
parent became entitled to benefits.

The grandchild may qualify for
benefits under these circumstances,
even if he or she is a step-grandchild.
However, if the grandparents are al-
ready receiving benefits, they would
need to adopt the child for it to qualify
for benefits.
