When Rosa Aurora Spray first came 
to Whiteflat as a wide-eyed nine-year-
old on Feb. 17, 1917, it was a booming 
fanning community with a school 
enrollment of nearly 200. Of all the 
people residing in the area in that time, 
she was the only one who still lived 
there when she died on July 8, 1994, at 
age 86. 

Now her story of those sometimes 
hard and sometimes joyous 77 years is 
available in a book written by her and 
presented to the Motley County Li-
brary last Friday by her surviving 
descendants. 

Titled simply "My Family History," 
the 1070 page volume is a beautifully 
written narrative that often reads more 
like literature and documented history 
than a family journal. How Whiteflat 
boomed, declined and changed is 
chronicled in the book which describes 
not only events in her family but in the 
lives of many others who still live in 
Motley County. 

From her tale of first riding into 
Matador with family members on the 
"Doodle Bug" train at age nine to her 
accounts of killing rattlesnakes in the 
days she lived alone after the death of 
her husband, Agle Lee (Jack), in 1988, 
the book is a true and engrossing rec- 

Director Jerry Green gave an exciting 
presentation on the 1997 Shannon 
Davidson Pony Express Days ride 
plans, and encouraged everyone there 
to sign up to help with the three-day 
event planned for June 19-21.

Secretary Charles Keith then intro-
duced the keynote speaker, James R. 
"Pete" Laney, Texas Speaker of the 
House. Pete kept the audience on the 
edge of their seats with his emphasis 
on the many strengths of our fine rural 
community as well as his challenge to 
us on rural economic development in 
order to provide a "future" for our 
youth at home. He also stressed that 
the explosion of information technol-
ogy is near at hand, and encouraged us 
to look to ways to use the information 
highways to attract businesses to our 
County as well as to provide much 
needed jobs for our residents. Pete 
provided us with much food for thought 
as we strive to improve Motley County 

ord of times now gone and a place and 
people Rosa loved. 

After a fascinating review of her 
own Smith family history that goes 
back as far as 1819, the author tells of 
growing up on a Whiteflat cotton farm 
as one of seven living children of 

Edward Dixon and Sarah Elizabeth 
Smith; marrying Jack Spray; and rais-
ing her own family. As this central 
theme evolves, she writes also of the 
events and people that made the 
Whiteflat area what it was... and is. 

"In many ways, this book is nothing 
less than a work of art," says Geney 
Spray S tan, Ro sa Spray's oldest daugh-
ter who is an English instructor at San 
Juan College in Farmington, N.M. 
"Mother describes people, places, and 
events in a way that simply involves a 
reader, much as if he were reading a 
best selling novel. 

"When she tells of huddling with 
her young husband and two sons in 
their small two-room house on 'Black 
Sunday,' in 1935, you are there with 
them. You are in the Dust Bowl as she 
tells about having to light a kerosene 
lamp at noon when towering columns 
of dust turn the skies black. You feel 
the grit when she tells of crawling into 

' beds that can't be protected from the 
all-pervasive dust." 

One of the more poignant sections 
describes how Jack and Rosa juggle to 
survive and support their young fam-
ily on a total income of $5 dollars a 
month during the dark days of the-
Depression. A standing joke in that 
day when so many subsisted on pinto 
beans or 'black ,eye peas, she writes, 

was then whenever a Whiteflat resi-
dent had to go to a distant hospital and 
have a blood test made, the result was 
always the same: "All they found was 
black eye pea juice." 

Rosa's surviving sons and daugh-
ters knew she had been writing since 
1981 but they were surprised to learn 
the scope of her work after she died, 
said Norman Spray of Bedford, Texas, 

her eldest son. Geney, who was with 
her mother for most of the last month 
of Rosa's life, wrote a final chapter to 
"end" the work. Then son Billy Jack 

Spray, of Las Cruces, N.M., a retired 
White Sands, N.M. computer special-
ist, and his wife, Sylvia, took on the 
job of entering the work into a com-
puter and publishing the book. 

The second son of the Sprays was 
Melvin L. "Sleepy" Spray. He and his 
wife, Allie, were tragically killed in an 
auto accident in May of 1974. 

All four surviving children were 
present when the book was presented 
to the Library Friday. These include 
Norman ,B illy Jack, Geney, and Melba 
Ann Spray Rosser of The Colony, 
Texas. Also present were Sylvia, Billy 

Jack's wife; Jonah J. Stan, one of Jack 
and Rosa's grandsons; and Wilma Faye 
Smith Hare, a niece now living in 
Clovis, N.M.., and Cash Clifton her 
grandson. 

Rosa's surviving descendants pre-
sented a copy of the book to the Li-
brary in the belief that "it is too good 
not to share with the Motley County 
people who are a pan of it and who 
understand mother's love for this coun-
try," Melba Rosser explained. "For us, 
it is a priceless heirloom. For anyone, 
it's an interesting book." 

The book will be available for 
checkout or reading in the Library, 
said Suzanne Abbott, Librarian.

SETTING LIMITS 
FOR CHILDREN 

Parents set rules and limits for their 
child's behavior to show they love and 
care for their child. Limits are like 
guard rails on a bridge. They provide 
protection and security for the child, as 
well as teach him to take responsibility 
for himself. 

Setting limits requires being posi-
tive, firm, consistent and having real-
istic expectations. When parents set 
limits they: 

— Teach children to avoid danger 
— Help children to attain socially 

acceptable behavior (to have regard 
for others as well as for themselves) 

— Put a sense of organization into 
a child's world 

— Help themselves and their chil-
dren know what to expect of each 
other 

A few rules and limits that the child 
can understand are important to his 
security. While the two-year old can 
not be expected to stay away from the 
candy dish within reach, certain ap-
propriate limits can be set, such as 
"only Daddy can give you candy", or 
"you may have grapes instead." As the 
parent removes the candy away from 
the child or the child away from the 
candy, briefly explain why this is not 
the best thing for the child, and distract 
him with the grapes, toy or activity. 

Parents can deal with the toddler's 
natural defiance by making most deci-
sions themselves. Begin to help them 
learn to make choices on food or cloth-
ing -- "Do you want apple juice or 
grape juice?," (not "What do you want 
to drink?") or "Do you want to wear 
this red shirt or this blue shirt?" 

When setting rules or imposing 
limits, parents should try not to be-
come trapped in a battle of wills. They 
may win the battle at the expense of the 
child's curiosity, enthusiasm, and self-
esteem, or they may lose to a deter-
mined child's tantrums and negativ-
ism. When this new independence 
comes to the toddler, parents inevita-
bly worry about spoiling. An inde-
pendent one-year-old is not spoiled, 
but probably does not understand the 
rules or limits. Parents should select 
and impose as few limits as possible. 
These limits should be reasonable in 
relation to the child's age and ability, 
stated positively and imposed firmly 
and consistently. 

Insecurity about the tacks of par-
enting and parental guilt can cause 
parents to have low expectations of 
their ch ild. Children need well-defined 
and consistent limits. They forget eas-
ily and therefore need many repeti-
tions or answers from their parents. 
Parents may become unrealistically 
patient and hesitant when they need to 
be firm. When rules are being estab-
lished, the child's developmental level 
and his style need to be considered; the 
rules should be reasonable, protective, 
consistent and enforceable. Children 
will keep checking the limits until they 
are sure you really mean to keep them.
