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MACRONUTRIENT NEEDS
FOR THOSE 65 YEARS
AND OLDER

Now more than ever before, the
importance of nutritional needs of the
macronutrients - water, fiber, carbo-
hydrate, protein and fats - are of ut-
most importance.

Why worry about it now? By the
year 2000 there will be approximately
40 million people in the United States
over the age of 65. Many will remain
active and healthy. Others will suffer
from one or more chronic diseases,
live alone or have varied backgrounds
and current living situations. That's
why knowledge about the macronutri-
ent needs of this over 65 age group is
important.

Not to be forgotten is the nutrient
water. Theelderly are subject to inade-
quate water intake due to a decrease in
the antidiuretic hormone with aging
and more water loss through their urine.
Memory loss or physical incapacity
may prevent the ability to satisfy their
thirst or inability to express their need
for fluids. For whatever reason, dehy-
dration is a common problem for the
elerly. Dehydration can be prevented
by consuming approximately one and
one half to two liters of fluid per day,
or more if there is vomiting, diarrhea
or other increased fluid loss.

For a variety of reasons, fiber in our
diet is important for all of us. Water -
holding fibers, such as those found in
wheat bran, along with adequate water
intake, are helpful with reducing con-
stipation and in decreasing formation
of diverticula in the colon. Soluble
dietary fibers - those in oats, legumes
and fruits - have been reported to
improve control of blood sugar in
diabetes, lower total cholesterol, LDL
cholesterol (the "bad" cholesterol) and
triglycerides without changing HDL
cholesterol (the "good" cholesterol).
Both types of fibers are in fruits and
vegetables. However, be cautious of
more than two to four servings of fruits,

which can cause an increase in blood
sugar - especially in persons with dia-
betes.

High quality protein found in the
meats, poultry, fish, dry beans, eggs
and nuts group are of special interest
for this age group for maintaining fit-
ness since a wasting away of muscle
each decade after age 45 occurs. Pro-
tein requirements remain constant as
for other ages with the exception of
stress from an illness or infection, thus
requiring additional protein.

Energy intake needs to be enough
to maintain a normal weight and pre-
vent undesired weight loss. Overeat-
ing fats and carbohydrates results in
protein used for energy draining nec-
essary amino acids. Decreased muscle
mass and less physical acitvity reduce
the need for calories so fat intake is
usually decreased in the elderly to ap-
proximately 25-30 percent of total
calories. Protein (10-15 percent) and
carbohydrate (55-60 percent) intakes
are about the same as for the general
public.

Moderation in eating and changing
the diet such asreducing cholesterol to
reduce risk factors are good for any
age. Following a balanced meal plan-
such as the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture's Food Guide Pyramid, which
promotes good health without creat-
ing undue hardships or decreasing the
quality of life, is the type of dietary
recommendations being made by most
health organizations.

Emergency Farm Loan Applications Being Accepted

Applications for emergency farm-
loans for losses caused by flooding,
high winds and hail, which occurred
on June 4, 1995, are being accepted at
the Farm Service Agency Office, Ag
Credit Division, located in Spur, FSA
Farm Credit Specialist Larry Clements
said today.

Motley County is one of eight in
Texas recently named by Secretary of
Agriculture Dan Glickman eligible for
loans to cover part of actual produc-
tion losses resulting from the flood-
ing high winds and hail, which oc-
curred on June 4, 1995.

Larry Clements said farmers may
be eligible for loans of up to 80 percent
of their actual losses or the operating
loan needed to continue in business or
$500,000, whichever is less. For farm-
ers unable to obtain credit from private
comercial lenders, the interest is 3.75

percent.

"As a general rule, a farmer must
have suffered at least a 30 percent loss
of production to be eligible foran FSA
emergency loan,"” Clements said. Farm-
ers participating in the PIK or Federal
Crop Insurance program will have to
figure in proceeds from those pro-
grams in determining their loss.

"Applications for loans under this
emergency designation will be ac-
cepted until May 13, 1996 but farmers
should apply as soon as possible.
Delays in applying could create back-
logs in processing and possibly over
into the new farming season," Larry
Clements said.

A FAMILY'S STORY

Thisisastory abouta woman named
Betty Jane (not her real name), who
was born on August 14, 1935 - the
same day that President Franklin D,
Roosevelt signed the Social Security
Act. Betty Jane's parents, Tom and
Ethel, were too busy and too happy to
notice, or comment about, the Presi-
dent signing the new law that would
eventually play a big part in their lives
and in Betty Jane's life.

In December 1936, Betty Jane's
father got his Social Security card and
the next month his employer began
taking a small amount of money for
Social Security taxes from his weekly
wages. The employer matched the
amount and sent the money to the
Treasury Department. The country was
in the midst of the Great Depression at
the time and Tom was lucky to have a
job.
The family gave little thought to the
weekly Social Security contributions.
They knew that when Tom was ready
to retire, he would have a monthly
check from Social Security.

When Tom turned 65 in 1959, he
and Ethel decided it was time for him
toretire. During the years, they had put
some money away for retirement, SO
with their monthly Social Security
benefits, Tom's pension from his
employer, and their savings, their re-
tirement years look comfortable for
them. Ethel had never worked outside
the home, but she was eligible for
spouse's benefits.

By then Betty Jane was 24 and a
newlywed. Two years later, she and
her husband Jim were the proud par-
ents of twins. But tragedy struck when
the twins were 6 years old. Jim was
fatally injured in an automobile acci-
dent.

Where would Betty Jane turn for
help? Her parents were financially
comfortable in their retirement, but
did not have enough money to give her
much help. Fortunately, Social Secu-
rity could. Betty Jane and the children

began collecting monthly Social Se-
curity survivor benefits based on Jim's
earnings. Betty Jane's benefits stopped
whem'the twins reached age 18, but by
then she had a job. (Mother's benefits
now cease when the youngest child in
her care reaches age 16). When the
children’s benefits ceased, they en-
tered the workforce.

And now Betty Jane celebrates her
60th birthday on August 14 - the 60th
anniversary of Social Security. She
probably won't think about the historic
significance of the day, but she will
surely remember how much Social
Security hasmeantto herand her family-
over the years. Her parents are now
deceased and her children are raising
their own families. By the way, now
that Betty Jane is 60 years old, she is
eligible to collect widow's benefits if
she were ready to retire. Instead of
retiring, Betty Jane has decided tokeep
on working for a few years. As she
does, her additional earnings will in-
crease the amount of benefits she will
receive when she retires. If, for ex-
ample, Betty Jane retires at age 65, she

will be eligible for a 100 percent
widow's benefit or a benefit based on
her own earnings. She will receive the
higher of the two.

There are lots of Betty Jane stories
in this country. At present, 43 million
people receive monthly Social Secu-
rity benefits, including 12.4 million
children, spouses, widows and wid-
owers who receive benefits because a
worker in their family became dis-
abled or died.
