(Austin) — State Comptroller John 
Sharp today delivered a total of $135.4 
million in September sales tax rebates 
to 1,076 Texas cities and 111 counties, 
a 5.5 percent increase over payments 
of one year ago. 

Sharp said employment in Texas 
passed the eight million mark for the 
first time ever in July, as the state's job 
rr.arket continues to show impressive 
gains. Employment growth of 6.2 
percent in the Austin metropolitan area 
led the state's MSAs. The Dallas. El 
Paso, Fort Worth, Houston and Sap 
Antonio metropolitan areas each main-
tained employment growth of at least 
2.7 percent. 

According to Sharp, Texas cities 
received $122.4 million for their Sep-
tember sales tax payments, up 5.9 
percent from the $115.5 million for 
September 1994. Counties were sent 
$13 million, a 1.8 percent increase 
over last year's $12.8 million. Another 
$167.8 million in rebates went to the 
state's transit authorities, and $1.3 
million was sent to the state's 14 spe-
cial purpose districts. 

This month's payments include 
taxes collected on July sales and re- 
ported to the Comptroller in August by 
businesses filing monthly tax returns. 
The mass transit payments include 
sales taxes collected April through July 
and reported to the Comptroller June 
through August. 

The Comptroller's next sales tax 
allocastion is scheduled for Friday, 
October 13.

— If possible, allow yourself 
enough time to get ready without 
having a child ready at the same time. 

— Be sure to eat a quick, but nutri-
tious breakfast. Bagels, fruit, yogurt, 
frozen waffles, juice and cereal are 
good choices. 

— Have morning routine. Children 
feel a sense of control when they know 
what to expect each morning. 

— Allow extra "wake-up time" for 
the slow to wake- up child. Giving them 
the extra few minutes they need can 
reduce everyone's stress level. 

— Reduce distractions. Set rules 
about when television can be on and 
when it's O.K. to play with toys. 

— Designate a place for coats, keys, 
school work, lunches, etc. so there is 
only one place to check before going 
out the door. 

— Be sure to have an extra set of 
keys in a convenient place (just in case 
you can't find yours). 

— Allow children to do what they 
are able to do. Teach preschoolers how 
to dress themselves. Let them help 
"make breakfast" by keeping utensils 
and cereal at a level where they can 
reach them.

Such crea-
tivi ty, persistence, and resourcefulness 
is important for all children to adapt 
and use challenges as opportunities to 
grow. Evidence from community 
education and support programs sug-
gests that parents, teachers, and neigh-
bors can help children learn attitudes 
and skills to master life's challenges. 

To support parents, volunteers, and 
professionals in building capable chil-
dren and youth, the Cooperative Ex-
tension Service, USDA, has devel-
oped the National Network on Family 
Resiliency. County educators and state 
specialists are engaged in listing and 
using information and teaching tools 
on stress coping, conflict resolution, 
and decisions on drugs, sex, and crime. 

Materials developed throughout the 
country will be available electronic 
databases (accessed via Extension or 
CYFERNET) or printed copies, or-
dered from their state of origin. For 
more information on resiliency or the 
Network, contact the family and con-
sumer sciences county agent with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
in your area.

Rainbows, Lollipops and Opalescent Dreams 
by Shelby West 

It was the spring of 1953 when my 
dad's older brother returned to Texas 
from Oregon. He and his wife and four 
kids had left the cotton fields of Dick-
ens County in 1945. 

My uncle had pulled up stakes, 
folded the tent and began the journey 
to Oregon in an old pieced together 
Model T. 

It had taken them almost a month to 
make their trip from the cotton patch 
of Texas to rainbows in Oregon. 

Now they were back, after eight 
years of prosperity in Oregon, they 
had returned to Roaring Springs in a 
brand new Ford. 

My dad and his brother sat up long 
after everyone else had gone to bed. 
My uncle filled my Dad's head with 
visions of riches. 

In 1955 the end of the rainbow 
looked so very close, no longer could 
my Dad by happy living in Texas. We 
moved to Oregon when the gold laid 
on the streets, where everyone was 
rich and lived in mansions, where the 
rainbow touched the ground and where 
anyone who dared to dream could be 
happy. 

He had a nervous breakdown the 
next year. He was defeated for land 
office in 1843. He was defeated for 
Congress the next year. He was elected 
to Congress in 1846, defeated in 48. 
Defeated for the Senate in 1855, de-
feated for Vice-President in 56, and 
defeated for the Senate in 58. He was 
elected President of the United States 
in 1860. 

After all these failures and setbacks, 
after all these dream shattering trans-
versities, he has been recorded as one 
of the greatest Presidents in history. 
This man was Abraham Lincoln. 

Why didn't he give up, he had a 
dream that had to be fulfilled. 

What relationship has a lollipop 
with rainbow and opalescent dreams. 
Probably nothing, except some lolli-
pops look better than they really are. 
Or you could say that after you cat a 
lollipop all you have left is a stick. 

where people are real, and life isn't 
measured by shiny opalescent dreams 
that fade away at the first light of 
dawn. 

My dad lived out his life on this 
earth in Roaring Springs He never 
went in search of a rainbow again. Was 
he wrong that time in 1955? No, he 
wasn't wrong, for a person who fails to 
dream, often fails. 

Everyone should have a dream, 
maybe not of greatness or maybe not 
of riches, but a dream of betterment for 
the whole of humanity. 

In the 1800's there was a man who 
had been born for greatness, who had 
many failures in his lifetime. This man 
failed in a business one year, the next 
year he was defeated for the legisla-
ture. The very next year he failed in 
another business venture. He was 
elected to the legislature the next year, 
but his sweetheart died the next. 

Coronado had searched for Cibolo, 
he didn't explore quite far enough. For 
here in the northwest was Cibolo. 

Among the tall forrest of pine trees, 
not many miles from the shipping lanes 
of the Columbia River, which flowed 
through the city of Portland, here was 
Cibolo, here was the end of the rain-
bow in the thriving town of Woo-
dburn. 

My dad made more money than he 
had ever made. We lived in a bigger, 
better house than we had ever dreamed 
possible. 

There weren't any grassburrs in the 
yards, no mesquitocs nor flys. 

For about three months we lived 
in the lap of luxury. This was my Dad's 
dream come true. There was only one 
thing wrong admist all of this glory. 
This wasn't home, this wasn't Motley 
county, this wasn't RoaringSprings. 

In fact this wasn't really my Dad's 
dream, this was the result of too many 
stories that had come out of Oregon by 
way of his brother's coaxing. 

We returned to Texas, to the home 
that we had left, to the people who 
loved us for who we were, and not for 
what we had. We returned to the place

WHEN DISABILITY STRIKES 
Nobody likes to think about be-

coming disabled. But, the chances of 
your becoming disabled are probably 
greater than you realize. Studies show 
that one outof four young workers will 
become disabled during his or her life-
time. This means disability can strike 
any of us without any warning. An 
accident could result in multiple dis-
abling injuries. Unanticipated illnesses 
such as strokes, heart attacks, diabe-
tes, mental illness or arthritis can strike 
any of us and keep us out of the 
workforce for an extended period of 
time, or even permanently. Events like 
this happen to people we know, but we 
never think we could be the next vic-
tims. 

Most of us spend a great deal of 
time working to succeed in our jobs 
and careers; however, few of us give 
careful thought to insuring that we 
have a safetynet to fall back on should 
we become disabled. Most of us can't 
afford to. This is where Social Secu-
rity can help. 

Social Security pays disability 
benefits when a worker suffers a physi-
cal or mental condition so severe that 
it is expected to prevent him/her from 
working for a year or more or to result 
in death. Social Security does not pay 
for partial disability or for short-term 
disability. It is a program designed to 
provide for total, long term disability, 
an event more difficult for most work-, 
ers to provide for through insurance 
and other means. The benefits con-
tinue until you are able to work again 
on a regular basis, or your medical 
condition has improved to the point 
that you are not longer disabled. 

Benefits are paid not only to a dis-
abled worker, but to his or her depend-
ent children under 18, or 19 if still in 
school in grade 12 or below. Benefits 
for children disabled before age 22 
may continue as long as they are dis- 

abled. Benefits are also payable to 
disabled widows and widowers dis-
abled at age 50 or later. The average 
family disability benefit currently 
payable is about $1,110. 

Special rules permit beneficiaries 
who work in spite of their disabilty to 
continue to receive cash benefits and 
Medicare until they can work on a 
regular basis. 

To qualify for Social Security dis-
ability payments, an individual needs 
to have worked and paid Social Secu-
rity taxes for a specified period. The 
amount of work needed increases with 
age, and ranges from a year and a half 
out of the last three years for people 
who become disabled before age 24 to 
five years out of the last 10 years for 
workers who become disabled at age 
31 or later. 

At the end of calendar year 1994, 4 
million disabled workers were receiv-
ing Social Security disability benefits. 

People who arc found disabled but 
are unable to qualify for Social Secu-
rity disability benefits for other rea-
sons may qualify for disability pay-
ments under the Supplemental Secu-
rity Income program, also administered 
by the Social Security Administration. 
SSI disability payments arc made to 
financially needy adults or children 
under 18 from needy families. 

Disability benefits help people 
maintain their dignity and independ-
ence while coping with a dramatic 
change in their lives. Without these 
payments many people would be un-
able to maintain suitable living ar-
rangements or a normal standard of 
living. 

Contact your local Social Security 
office for more detailed information 
about the disability program and 
whether you qualify for benefits. You 
may also get more information 24 hours 
a day by calling Social Security's toll-
free number 1-800-772-1213. 

SPUR -- Cap Rock Telephone 
Cooperative hosted a meeting involv-
ing area school districts that it cur-
rently serves or will serve by 1996, 
regarding a new technology referred 
to as Interactive Video. 

This technology enables schools 
from different locations to share re-
sources via a telecommunications link 
provided by the telephone coopera-
tive. Currently, several districts within 
the state are taking advantage of this 
new technology and providing classes 
to students that otherwise would not 
be possible. The Texas legislature has 
appropriated grant money that will be 
available to school districts that pre-
pare a plan for the use of these funds 

and apply for available grant money. 

Cap Rock Telephone envisions this 
technology as a Rural Development 
issue that would maintain and enhance 
the current schools in their service 
area. With the funding available, this 
is an excellent time to get the area 
schools involved in working together 
toward a common goal. 

School districts attending the meet-
ing were Jayton-Girard, Motley 
County, Paducah, Patton Springs, and 
Spur. All districts present displayed a 
great deal of interest. Cap Rock would 
hope to include the school districts of 
Guthrie and Turkey-Quitaque as the 
planning process continues.

several important areas. 	e first is 
cost-sharing, mainly through the loan 
of government vehicles to be used on 
the Program. This year 49 vehicles are 
on loan from USDA and will be oper-
ating throughout the area. 

The second is through the opera-
tion of the Environmental Monitoring 
Plan. This plan helps ensure that the 
High Plains Program is as environ-
mentally friendly as possible. Soil, 
water and vegetation samples are taken 
throughout the control zone and sent 
to Gulfport, Mississippi for analysis at 
the National Research Analysis Labo-
ratory. 

"We look forward to taking this 
first step towards eliminating the boll 
weevil as an economically damaging 
pest to cotton on the High Plains," 
concludes Haldenby. "This is the first 
year of a three year plan to position the 
area for full-scale eradication. It will 
help us prevent the pitfalls and prob-
lems that have been encountered in 
other areas of the state. I firmly believe 
that the success of this program is vital 
to the future of cotton production on 
the High Plains."

• USDA is eliminating or improv-

ing over 80 percent of its regulations 
which appear in the U.S. Code of 
Federal Regulations. 

* USDA's National Finance Center 
replaced voluminous paper and mi-
crofiche reports and improved pro-
ductivity by providing end users with 
on-line access to information through 
its Optical Storage System. In one 
application, the system has reduced 
the amount of time necessary to pre-
pare a report from more than 400 hours 
to 11 hours. First-year savings alone 
are expected to exceed $500,000, 
completely covering the initial acqui-
sition and development costs of the 
system. 

* To help make the government's 
national forests and grasslands more 
accessible to Americans with disabili-
ties, USDA's Forest Service has 
scrapped detailed and convoluted 
design and engineering regulations in 
favor of an award-winning guidebook, 
"Universal Access to Outdoor Recrea-
tion." 

* The Field Servicing Office of 
USDA's Animal and Plant Health 
Inspection Service, locted in Minnea-
polis, empowered employees to rein-
vent administrative functions. One of 
the two self-directed teams stream-
lined the bid package for space acqui-
sition from as many as 82 pages to as 
few as 10. They also cut the time from 
request to occupancy for prospective 
tenants from GSA's average of 18 
months to 6. The other team changed 
its procedures and now completes more 
than 90 percent of its orders within 24 
hours. This streamlining will save 
customers more than $1 million this 
year. The cost per acquisition has 
decreased by 60 percent. 

* USDA is easing the paperwork 
load and reporting requirements for 
farmers and ranchers, resulting in a 
savings of 2.5 million hours annually 
of farmers' and ranchers' time in deal-
ing with farm program issues. 

* USDA's Economic Research 
Service added its situation and outlook 
reports to the agency Internet delivery 
system in 1995 and enhanced access to 
the agency electronic bulletin board 
system. 

USDA REORGANIZATION 
AND DOWNSIZING CONTINUE 

The U.S. eparunent of Agriculture's 
reorganization and reinvention efforts 
during the Clinton administration have 
been effective and beneficial accord-
ing to Secretary of Agriculture Dan 
Glickman. 

"We've been leading the federal 
government in its reorganization ef- 

forts," Glickman said. USDA took 
significant steps in the fall of 1994 to 
streamline its organizational structure 
by reducing the number of agencies 
from 43 to 29, in addition to staff 
reductions of 13,000 over the next five 
years. Administrative management 
functions were consolidated to reduce 
the overhead cost of running USDA 
programs. 

USDA is also in the process of 
closing or consolidating nearly 1,200 
of its 3,700 field locations and estab-
lishing 2,535 USDA service centers 
where USDA customers can receive 
one-step service. Twenty-five percent 
of the designated locations will have 
closed or moved by the end of Septem-
ber 1995. The timetable for closing or 
moving the remaining locations ex-
tends through fiscal year 1997. 

In addition to the overall reorgani-
zation of USDA and the restructuring 
of county-based field offices, USDA 
has reinvented a number of areas, 
including the following: 

* The biggest application of Elec-
tronic Benefits Transfer (EBT) gov-
emmentwide to date is in the food 
stamp program, administered by 
USDA's Food and Consumer Service. 
Ten states are already issuing food 
stamp benefits by way of an EBT debit 
card that enables customers to access 
their benefits at the supermarket cash 
register. Another 35 states are in vari-
ous stages of planning to do the same. 
In addition to eliminating the cost of 
printing and distributing food stamps, 
the system makes it easier to crack

Kicking off the 1995 Enhanced Boll 
Weevil Diapause Program Septem-
ber 26, Lubbock-based Plains Cotton 
Growers (PCG) is putting the final 
pieees in place to begin what should be 
the beginning of the end for the boll 
weevil on the Texas High Plains. 

Pilots and aircraft are reporting to 
their operational bases in Lamesa, 
Floydada, Seminole, Big Spring, and 
Post for final installation of monitor-
ing and guidance equipment to be used 
on the Program. 

All of the 31 aircraft being used on 
the Program will be equipped with the 
Satloc Global Positioning System 
(GPS) hardware and software. 

Preparations for the Program be-
gan early in the summer when cotton 
fields in 22 High Plains counties were 
located and plotted on maps to be used 
during the Program's treatment phase 
that begins on September 26. In all 
over 15,000 fields totaling approxi-
mately 2.4 million acres were mapped. 

Early season trapping helped the 
program get a feel for what type of boll 
weevil pressure could be expected by 
the time treatment operations began. 
At this time an extensive gridwork of 
traps are in place, or are being put out 
as rapidly as possible after some 
weather delays. 

Initial trapcatches and manual sur-
veys indicate that 1.5 to 1.6 million 
acres of cotton could be treated in the 
first application. This total would 
exceed the largest spray program ever 
completed in the 32 year history of the 
PCG Control Program. The 1965 pro-
gram treated 1.5 million acres. Up to 5 
million aggregate acres could be treated 
this year. 

"The significant increase in the size 
of this year's Program is the direct 
rezult of five mild winters in a row. 
The number of acres infested with boll 
weevil have dramatically increased 
during the 1995 crop year," says Roger 
Haldenby PCG Program Coordinator. 
"however, the foresight of High Plains 
cotton produces who recognized this 
building threat and overwhelmingly 
approved the formation of the High 
Plains Boll Weevil Eradication Zone 
will allow us to fight back against the 
pest." 

Haldenby adds that the 1995 Pro-
gram's "Control Zone" stretches some 
225 miles from north to south and 130 
miles from east to west. Carrying out
