program entitled "A Matador Cow-
boy's Long-Distance Romance". This 
program will be presented by Marisue 
Potts on Sunday, March 17, at 2:00 
p.m. in the Library in Matador. 

Based on the letters of D.C. Kieth 
(the original spelling) and Ella Cribbs, 
their poignant story is revealed in 
correspondence postmarked Teepee 
City, Dockum Ranch, Fort Spunky, 
Giles, Della Plains, and Fort Madison, 
Iowa and runs from 1886 to 1891. The 
Kieth and Cribbs letters provide a rare 
opoportunity to participate in the flow-
ering of a budding romance and the 
settling of cattle country on the ranges 
of the Espuela, Dockum, and Matador 
Ranches. 

Wild horse and cow hunts, night 
herding on trail drives, shipping beeves 
by rail to Chicago, burning of fire-
guards on the vast plains pasture of the 
Matadors, revelry at Teepee City, and 
standing watch at a lonely post at 
Christmas time are described by the 
Matador cowboy as he writes to a 
cotton farmer's daughter he has never 
seen. The lovely Miss Cribbs shares 
her life in the little settlement of the 
Brazos River valley. Self described as 
"hardier than looks might suppose," 
she brags of picking 6,000 lbs. of cot-
ton in the fail of 1888, but longs for the 
last bale to be picked before Christ-
mas, so she and her sister can have a 
"lively time". As the fever and chills 
hit her family, the young woman as-
sumes a grown-up role. 

On the afternoon of March 17, 
Marisue Potts will describe in detail 
this long-distance romance and will 
tell of the family that resulted in the 
marriage of these two letter-writers. 
Ms. Potts is a native of this region and 
is aptly suited to tell this fascinating 
story, which she presented at the 1995 
National Cowboy Symposium in 
Lubbock. In addition, Ms. Potts has 
written several books about the the 
people and history of Motley and Floyd 
Counties. These works include The  
Motley County Library Mural History  
Book,  Fssays on theTexan-Santa Fe  
Expedition of 1841,  and Motley 
County Roundup. Over One Hundred 
Years of Gathering. 

A former Library Board President 
and longtime supporter of the Library, 
Ms. Potts is currently a junior at Texas 
Tech where she is pursuing her inter-
est in regional history and writing.She 
is also an ardent supporter of theMot-
ley County Museum. The mother of

We Can't Afford to Just Say 'Whatever' 

S tudy after study confirms that American teenagers' 
attitudes toward drugs have changed since 1992 —
for the worse. 

Drug use among American teenagers is on the rise 
again after more than a decade of decline. Drug addiction 
in the general population is rising as well. Be it marijuana, 
hallucinogens, heroin, or more volatile drugs such as crack 
cocaine and methadrine, more Americans are using more 
drugs today than they have in years. 

Texas hasn't escaped. According to a report published 
by the Texas Commission on Alcohol and Drug Abuse in 
December, 1995, drug use is up across the board. "Cocaine 
continues to be the number one illicit drug problem in 
Texas. . .heroin use is reported to be more prevalent. . 
.admissions to publicly funded treatment programs are 
up." More Texans are using marijuana, methamphetami nes 
and crack than ever before — a sad picture of the Lone Star 
State. 

These trends reverse previous progress. Beginning in 
1979, thanks to a concerted effort, illicit drug use declined 
from a peak of around 25 million casual users to 11.4 
million in 1992. People — and young people in particular 

up." They just want to dodge bullets 
long enough to turn twenty. 

If young kids today have any he-
roes at all, they are apt to be animated 
toy acton figures. Or nearly naked 
radio shock jocks who dress like 
women, "write" best selling books and 
talk dirty. Rap singers who "sing" about 
killing cops command more respect 
that the cops being shot at. These 
"heroes" of today are leaving no last-
ing legacy. The only chance of today's 
heroes achieving immortality is to have 
a drug or alcohol rehab hospital named 
after them. 

Sadly, kids today can abandon their 
wistful, youthful ideas about idolizing 
their fathers. He split the scene a long 
time ago. It seems to me that this 
country would have a much brighter 
future if more grown-ups would live 
their lives as if someone was watch-
ing. Because someone is.

Children no longer want to grow up 

and be policemen, firemen, or cow-
boys. Probably because television has 
taught them that cops beat up black 
men, firemen start fires, and cowboys 
destroy the environment. 

Sports have always provided a 
steady stream of heroes in the past. But 
mat was before spoiled brats who 
couldn't hit a hanging curve were paid 
$7 million per year....except in those 
years they were on strike. It's hard to 
admire someone who complains about 
making more in one year than most 
folks make in a lifetime. Besides, we 
can't all be seven feet tall or have 
orange hair. 

Teachers and preachers? Don't be a 
sucker. The crack cocaine dealer on 
the corner makes more money and 
commands more respects Drives a 
better car, too. Ask inner-city kids 
today what they want to be when they 
grow up and they'll answer, "Grown 

— were getting the message. Hollywood and the music 
industry had responded by helping to debunk the 1960s-era 
notion that drug use was acceptable and harmless. 

Strangely, media reports ignored this progress and 
portrayed successful interdiction and education efforts as 
failures. While the country actually made significant 
progress in its war on drugs, the perception was created that 
nothing worked. 

As a result, we dropped the ball. And unfortunately, 
the Clinton administration seems to have distanced itself 
from the drug issue, demoting it as a national priority. 
Instead of hearing "Just say no," the message teenagers are 
receiving today is "Just say whatever." 

The message that drug use is both harmful and wrong 
is being lost on an emerging generation. Numerous studies 
have come to light in past months documenting the indis-
putable relationship of drug use to the increasing random-
ness of violent crime. 

Last month I was named to a congressional task force 
assigned to try to reverse these lamentable trends. One 
reason we formed this task force is the need to incorporate 
a moral message in our efforts to combat drug use at the 
same time we inform young people about the credible 
scientific data showing the harm drugs do. We know a 
single-note message will be ineffective, and these complex 
issues do not fall under any particular congressional 
committee's jurisdiction. We hope a task force wil have the 
flexibility needed to address societal problems, such as 
drugs, that call for multiple remedies. 

In addition to hearings, part of the task force's plan is 
to look beyond Washington for ideas on redefining our 
national drug strategies. We want grass-roots inspiration, 
and know there are many of you with concrete, construc-
tive suggestions for addressing this problem. If you have a 
local program that is working, please let me know about it. 

Only a few short years ago, we were winning the war 
on drugs. I have no doubt that we can do so again. This time, 
it must be a fight to the finish.

Dads Can Help Protect 
(NAPS)—An increasing num-

ber of fathers—and grandfa-
thers—are taking an active role in 
every aspect of child care. 

Because more fathers are 
tucking their babies safely in their 
cribs, it's important for men to 
learn everything they can about 
Sudden Infant Death Syndrome, 
or SIDS, and how to reduce the 
risk. 

Nearly 6,000 U.S. infants die of 
SIDS every year, making it the 
leading cause of death among 
infants from one month to one 
year. Fortunately, parents can do 
something to reduce the risk. 

Most SIDS deaths occur when 
a baby is between one and four 
months old. More boys than girls 
are victims and most deaths occur 
during the fall, winter and early 
spring months. Death is sudden 
and unpredictable; in most cases 
the baby seems healthy. Death 
occurs quickly, usually while the 
baby is sleeping. 

You can reduce the risk of SIDS 
by placing your healthy baby to 
sleep on his or her back or side. 
Babies should not be placed on 
their tummies, advises the U.S. 
Public Health Service, the Ameri-
can Academy of Pediatrics, the 
SIDS Alliance, and the Associ-
ation of SIDS Program Profession-
als, co-sponsors of the national 
"Back to Sleep" campaign. 

While sleeping on his or her back 
or side may help protect your baby 
from SIDS, there are other things 
fathers, grandfathers and other 
caretakers can do to help prevent 
SIDS: 

• Bedding—Make sure your baby

Fungicides, like 
all pesticides, are stric tly regulated for 
safety by FDA and EPA. Once pesti- 
cides are determined to be safe and are 
approved for use, EPA establishes 
"tolerance levels" for the negligible 
amounts of residues that can safely 
buffer of hundreds to thousands of 
times levels that might be harmful. 
The levels of fungicides that may 
remain are small and safe. 

The only concerns about eating 
produce treated with waxes are related 
to special dietary requirements, par-
ticularly kosher or vegetarian diets, 
because some wax coatings of animal 
origins are permitted for use. While 
this type of wax is rarely used, con-
cerned consumers should talk to their 
grocer for information. 

Commodities that may have coat-
ings applied include: apples, avoca-
dos, bell peppers, cantaloupes, cuc um-
bers, eggplants, grapefruits, lemons, 
limes, melons, oranges, parsnips, pas-
sion fruit, peaches, pineapples, pump-
ins, rutabagas, squash, sweet ptota-
toes, tomatoes, and turnips. However 
they are not always waxed. 

Federal law requires wax labeling 
by shippers and retailers, which pro-
vides consumers with the facts about 
wax coatings.

WAX ON PRODUCE 
Some consumers may wonder why 

fresh produce is covered with wax. 
Waxes are used to help retain the prod-
uct's moisture during shipping and 
marketing. 

Most produce is 80 to 95 percent 
moisture. Many fruits and vegetables 
manufacture their own natural waxy 
coating (called cuticle) to help retain 
moisture. However, after harvest, the 
natural wax substances are removed 
when the produce is washed before 
packing. Therefore, waxes are applied 
to some commodities to replace natu-
ral ones that are lost. 

Waxes arc also used to help inhibit 
mold growth, to protect fruits and 
vegetables from bruising and to pre-
vent other physical damage, disease, 
and pathogens. By protecting against 
moisture loss and fungus or bacterial 
contamination, wax coatings help fresh 
fruits and vegetables retain the whole-
some, healthy appearance that con-
sumers demand. Waxing does not 
improve the quality of any inferior 
fruits or vegetables, but it is a benefi-
cial adjunct to good handling. 

Waxes are used only in miuscule 
amounts. In fact, one pound of wax 
will cover an average of 160,000 pieces 
of fruits or vegetables. The waxes 
may be mixed with water and emulsi-
fying and wetting agents to ensure that 
a thin, continuous coating is applied to 
the product. 

The government (I-DA) approves 
and regulates waxes to ensure their 
safety. All coatings used on fruits and 
vegetables meet the food additives 
regularions of FDA. Extensive research 
has shown that approved waxes are 
completely cafe for human consump-
tion. Waxes are not digestible. They 
go through the body without breaking 
down or being absorbed. 

Waxes by themselves do not con-
trol decay; rather, combined with fun-
gicides. They can be important in re-

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(NAPS)—Here's a statistic that 
could help to put many drivers on 
the road to safety. Last year there 
were more than 2.7 million traffic 
accidents on two-lane roads, com-
pared to about 1.4 million accidents 
on roads with four or more lanes. 

This means that road improve-
ments such as upgrading two-lane 
roads to four lanes, adding a median, 
widening highways and widening 
and paving shoulders can play a sig-
nificant role in reducing traffic acci-
dents and fatalities. 

"While much of our nation is 
debating the effects of higher speed 
limits on traffic fatalities, this traf-
fic safety factor is being ignored," 
says William M. Wilkins, execu-
tive director of The Road Infor-
mation Program (TRIP), a non-
profit transportation research group. 
"Statistics show that making road 
improvements can help improve traf-
fic safety by reducing the number 
of fatalities and accidents." 

TRIP analyzed data on traffic 
fatalities and accidents in the just  

released Traffic Safety Facts 1994 
which was published by the 
National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHSTA). This is 
what TRIP found: 

• Roads that were upgraded 
from two lanes to four lanes with 
a median experienced a 71 per-
cent reduction in fatal accidents. 

• In 1994, 77 percent of fatal 
accidents occurred on two-lane 
roads that carried just 51 percent 
of total vehicle miles traveled. 

Widening a lane has been found 
to reduce fatalities by 21 percent. 

Another important traffic safety  

factor is the width of the road and 
shoulders. Wilkins said the nation-
ally recommended width for a lane 
to be considered safe is 12 feet. 
Excluding interstate highways 
(which have at least four lanes), 
TRIP estimates that about three-
quarters of the nation's 159,000 miles 
of major roads are two-lane, and 15 
percent are less than 12 feet. 

Wilkins said states considering 
an increase in their speed limits also 
should consider upgrading their 

roads and highways and bridges to 
help increase safety conditions,  
Wilkins also pointed out that the 
newly passed National Highway 

System provides some help, but not 
nearly enough. A new U.S. Depart-
ment of Transportation report esti-
mates that the United States is 
spending only about half of the 

money necessary to make needed 
road improvements that will sig-
nificantly improve safety and help 
reduce congestion.

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Americans Shouldn't 
Take Farmers For Granted 

Farm Credit District Reports 
Strong Financial Performance 

NOTE: The following article was 
written by Charlie Reese, distributed 
by King Features Syndicate, and pub-
lished in various newpapers nation-
wide on August 20, 1995. 

Probably one of the most important 
bills winding it's way through Con-
gress in terms of its impact on Ameri-
cans is the farm bill. It's ironic in a way 
because agriculture, for most Ameri-
cans, has become invisible. Less than 
2 percent of the population provides 
the food and fiber for itself and the 
other 98 percent. As America has 
become urbanized (about 70 percent 
of the population is in 130 metropoli-
tan areas) fewer and fewer of us have 
any direct contact with farming. 

We tend to take food for granted. 
Yet it is no exaggeration to say that the 
foundation of any nation, ours included, 

is a strong agricultural base. Before we 
are anything - citizens or participants, 
liberals or conservatives - we are ani-
mals who require food and water to 
sustain life. 

strong agrciultrual base for the short-
term benefits of a few cheap meals. 

Finally, urban guy that I am, I can 
state for you the central problem of 
American agriculture in one sentence: 
The price most farmers receive for 
most of their products does not cover 
their costs and provide a reasonable 
profit. That's why we have agricultural 
subsidies. That's why the government 
had to eat $7 billion in uncollectible 
farm loans. That's why fewer and fewer 
Americans are able to remain on farm. 
And that's the situation that Congress 
ought to take what steps it can to cor-
rect. 

The state of American agriculture, 
however, is such that we must no longer 
take food- and farmers - for granted. 
We had better become more informed 
while we still have time to head off any 
catastrophic problems. 

I won't try to explain in this column 
the intricacies of the farm bill (or farm 
bills) that is still before Congress, but 
there are some points to keep in mind. 

The farmer is in a unique position. 
He has a negative cash flow for the 
entire year except for the one day on 
which he sells his crop. In other words, 
364 days of the year he is spending 
money and only one day does he re-
ceive money. No other business that I 
know of operates that way. 

That's why there are special banks 
to handle farm loans. If you went to an 
ordinary bank with a business plan 
that showed a negative cash flow of 
364 days and .a positive cash flow-
provided everything goes right - on 
one day of the year, they would laugh 
you right out of the bank. Like a high 
roller, a farmer gambles it all on one 
crop. 

But the farmer, as businessman, is 
unique in another way, too. He has no 
leverage when he sells his crop. 

If you run a shoe store and you don't 
sell any shoes that week, the shoes 
won't go bad. They stay on the shelf 
and you can sell them next week. But 
for the farmer, especially those that 
grow fresh fruits and vegetables, once 
the crop is harvested there is a narrow 
window of time in which to sell it. 
Otherwise, it rots and he loses every-
thing. 

Well, buyers know that, and lever-
age is all on their side. That helps 
explain why the farmer gets about 4 
cents for grain in a $4 box of cereal. 
They can beat the farmer down on the 
price. That's also why it is also a mis-
take to allow too much foreign food 
imports, such as cheap tomatoes from 
Mexico. Cheap imports give the buy-
ers that much more leverage against 
the farmer. 

The short-term selfish view, com-
mon these days, is that no one cares as 
long as the consumer can buy cheap 

produce. But only idiots will agree to 
sacrifice the long-term benefits of a 

The big profits in food are made by 
the people and corporatons in between 
the farmer and the consumer. The farm-
ers doesn't make big profits, and the 
consumers don't get food as cheap as 
food ought to be. 

As the number of farmers has 
shrunk, so has their political voice 
been weakened. It's time for consum-
ers to realize that we need to form an 
alliance between our stomachs and the 
people who fill them.

Austin -- The Tenth Farm Credit 
District showed continued improve-
ment and growth in its loan portfolio in 
1995, according to year-end financial 
results released today. 

The agricultural lending coopera-
tive's loan volume of $3.8 billion at 
December 31, 1995, reflects an in-
crease of $104.7 million from a year 
earlier. Production lending grew by 6 
percent last year, while mortgage lend-
ing increased by 1.8 percent. 

The Tenth Farm Credit District 
includes the Austin-based Farm Credit 
Bank of Texas, 47 Federal Land Bank 
Associations (FLBAs) which make 
long-term land and rural housing loans 
in Alabama, Louisiana, Mississippi and 
Texas: and 17 Production Credit As-
sociations (PCAs) which make agri-
cultural production loans in Louisi-
ana, New Mexico andTexas. 

The growth was attributed to lower 
interest rates, a generally favorable 
economy and strong crop prices which 
led to higher demand for agricultural 
financing. "On the mortgage side, we 
found many customers turning to us 
for financing, as other lenders are 
becoming reluctant to renew agricul-
tural financing," said CEO Arnold R. 
Henson. "Production loans grew as 
borrowers took advantage of favor-
able crop prices to expand their opera-
tions or, alternately, to deal with crop 
losses resulting from the drought con-
ditions and insect problems in our 
region." 

Credit quality of the loan portfolio 
also improved in 1995. At year end, 
acceptable loan volume was 96.4 
percent, up from approximately 96.2 
percent at year-end 1994. Total high 

risk assets declined by 20.5 percent, 
ending the year at $19.6 million. The 
decrease was due primarily to declines 
in nonaccrual loans and other property 
owned. 

The district capital position contin-
ued to improve as well. At December 
31,1995, district capital totalled $854.1 
million, an increase of $13.9 million 
or 1.7 percent from year-end 1994. 

The growth in capital was primar-
ily attributable to $29.3 million in net 
income earned in 1995. Net interest 
income was up $12.6 million, or 8.6 
million, or 8.6 percent, ending the year 
at $159.8 million. Overall net income, 
however, declined last year by $36.3 
million as a result of two non-recur-
ring events. One was the loss of $27.6 
million recorded upon the early extin-
guishment of $264.5 million of debt. 
The debt retirement was part of the 
district's asset/liability strategy to 
maintain a stable net interest margin, 
and to replace higher cost debt in the 
portfolio with lower cost borrowings. 

Additionally, the district recorded 
a $16.2 million tax provision in antici-
pation of future capital distributions to 
be made to PCAs. Absent these two 
events, the district would have posted 
near-record earnings of $73.1 million. 
These earnings, in combination with 
past earnings, are allowing associa-
tions to rescue borrower stock require-
ments as well as made dividend and 
patronage payments to stockholders. 

Nationally, the Farm Credit Sys-
tem reported combined net income of 
$1.165 billion for the year ended 
December 31, 1995, as compared with 
combined net income of 51.005 bil-
lion for the prior year.

net earnings are $400 or more, you'll 
report your earnings on a Schedule SE 
(self-employed). You net earnings for 
Social Security arc your gross earrings 
from your trade or business, minus all 
of your allowable business deductions 
and depreciation. The current Social 
Security tax rate is 15.3 percent on net 
earnings from self-employment up to 
$60,600. If your net earnings exceed 
$60,600, you continue to pay the 
Medicare portion of the Social Secu-
rity tax, which is 2.9 percent, on the 
rest of your earnings. 

Although as a self-employed per-
son, you pay both the employer and 
employee portion of the Social Secu-
rity tax, there are two income tax 
deductions that reduce your tax liabil-
ity. First, your net earnings from self-
employment are reduced by an amount 
equal to half of your total self-employ-
ment tax. This is similar to the way 
employees are treated under the in-
come tax laws in that the employer's 
share of the Social Security tax is not 
considered income to the employee. 

Second, you can deduct half of 
your self-employment tax as a busi-
ness expense. This is similar to the 
deduction allowed to employers on the 
Social Security taxes they pay for their 
employees.

You've said goodbye to the gang 
down at the office and now you're 
starting your own business. And you're 
operating it from your home. No more 
rush hour traffic. No boss looking over 
your shoulder.

Whether it's a lifetime careerc hange 
or just a short-term venture to help you 
care for your children or an aged or 
ailing parent, you'll need to follow 
some basic business reporting rules. 
No matter what kind of business you're 
operating, you'll have to pay Social 
Security taxes When you work for 
someone else, your employer pays half 
of the Social Security taxes and the 
other half is withheld from your pay. 
When you're on your own, you pay all 
of the tax. 

Now that you're self-employed, it's 
important to keep your Social Security 
reporting current. As you earn money 
and pay Social Security taxes, you're 
earning credits to qualify for Social 
Security benefits. (You'll need 40 cred-
its to be eligible for retirement). You 
may think it will be years before you'll 
collect Social Security, but it could 
come sooner than you expect. If you 
should become disabled, you and your 
family could collect monthly benefits. 
Or if you die, your family members 
could be eligible to collect survivors 
benefit. But if your Social Security 
taxes aren't current, you and your 
family could be ineligible for benefits. 

As a self-employed person you'll 
report your earnings when you file 
your federal income tax return. If your

Two amendments were of specific 
concern during the debate. They were: 
the Chabot-Kennedy Amendment 
which would have eliminated the cot-
ton marketing loan program; and the 
Volkmer Amendment that would have 
abolished the 3-entity rule for cotton. 

The Chabot-Kennedy Amendment 
was strongly defeated by a vote of 
253-167 Representative Volkmer's 
amendment was not offered for con-
sideraton thanks to the efforts of 
Combest, Stenholm and many others. 

Several Amendments to the House 
B ill were approved including language 
to add a Conservation title that reau-
thorizes the Conservation Reserve and 
Wetland Reserve Programs. A Trade 
Title was also included. The addition 
of these two brings the House Bill 
much more in line with the Senate 
version. 

Early indications for the upcoming 
House-Senate Conference indicate the 
primary differences between the two 
Bills are Rural Development and 
Nutrition provisions that are not in the 
House Bill but were part of the Senate 
passed legislation. 

A primary obstacle to be overcome 
in the conference committee will be 
the reconciliation of issues such Rural 
Development and Nutrition. 

Administration officials have indi-
cated that these are elements they want 
included in the Bill that is finally 
brought before the President. These 
two issues are also primarily respon-
sible for the differences in the pro-
jected cost the two Bills. 

Passage of farm legislation by the 
U.S House of Representatives Febru-
ary 29 clears the way for the final push 
to get major farm legislation imple-
mented by the middle of March. 

According to Lubbock-based Plains 
Cotton Growers (PCG) the House-
approved measure does make some 
movce towards Senate passed farm 
legislation. The House voted 270-155 
to approve its version of the Farm B ill. 
Much of the legislation included in the 
Bill was originally introduced in the 
Budget Reconciliation Act vetoed by 
president Bill Clinton earlier this year. 

A House-Senate Conference Com-
mittee will now meet to hammer out 
the differences between the two Bills. 
It is hoped that a final package can be 
approved and sent to President Clinton 
before the middle of March. 

Specifics concerning the House bill 
are not available at this time. It ap-
pears, however, that following the 
defeat of several cotton related amend-
ments prior to final consideration that 

the Cotton Title in the House version 
of the Bill contains exactly the same 
language included in the Senate ver-
sion of the Bill. 

Much of the credit for the defeat of 
the cotton related amendments offered 
during House consideraton goes to Rep 
Larry Combest (R-Lubbock) and Rep. 
Charlie Stenholm (D-Stamford). Their 
work, along with the help of many 
other cotton state Congressman, was 
pivotal in the effort to defeat efforts 
that would have gutted the cotton sec-
tion of the House Bill.
