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British Bombers. Attack
Germany In Massed Raid

LONDON, Sunday, March 10 U9
British bombers attacked Germany
In  strength last night — with
Frankfurt as their main objective
~—in a heavy followup to the day-
light stab into southern Germany
by American Flying Fortresses
and Liberators.

The American operation against
industrial (installations at Augs-
burg, Friedrichshafen and other
targels cost 43 U, S. bombers and
10 fighters.

The U, S, attacking force was
referred to in the comMunique as
being “in very great strength.” I
was estimated at nearly 2,000
planes Including the Lightnings,
Thunderbolts and Mustangs which
furnished the escorL

It was learned authoritative-
Iy early today that night rald-
ers of Lthe British bomber com-

mand had swepl over the reich.

Frankfurt, their main objective,
is the home of many great fac-
tories Including alreraft  plants
and ls the center of the German
chemical industry.

The ecity was hit last Tuesday
night by RAF Mosquitos. It re-
ceived its last blow from heavy
bombers on Feb. 25 and a week
before that U. S, Flying Port-
resses made a heavy atlack on its
Industrial targets,

American fighters In yester-
day's operations, destroyed 39
enemy planes, but the number
of Nadl Interceplors to fall be-
fore the guns of the bombers
was nol announced. The escort-
Ing fighters represented bolh
the U, 8. Eighth and Ninth alr

“"encountered considerable enemy
fighter opposition.”

Besides Augsburg and Fried-
richshafen, military targets also
were hit at Lechfeld, Landsberg
and Oberpfoffenhoffen,

The loss was the heaviest for
Ameriean daylight raiders since
the Mareh 6 attack on  Berlin
which c¢ost 68 heavy bombers.
However, at least 13 planes miss-
Ing from today's 500-mile penetra-
tioh Into Europe were reported to
have landed safely in Switzerland.

Fear -Held That. Nazis Will Destroy
Dutch: Complex Drainage System

By A. YAN RIEMSDIJK
iAneta Specisl Correspondent)
(Writien for the Associated Press)
LONDON, Mareh 18—Fears
that the Nazis will destroy the
Netherlands' complex drainage
system, undoing the work of cen-
turles and placing more than half
of Holland under water, have
been aroused bLy reports that
some coastal areas already have
been flooded ax a defense meas-
pre against Allled Invasion.
Beemster Polder (Polders are
areas reclalmed from the sea by
dralnage) *in North Holland prov-
ince Just north of Amsterdam, is

reported already under water,
Dutch eltizens on the Zeelapd
and South Holland lslands—as
well as the population In parts
of Belglum's Flanders — have
been ordered evacuated Im prep-
aration for flooding there.

Thus, it appears, the Germans
plan to flood wide areas in Hol-
land, smd undoubtedly will de-
stroy any ground which might
concelvably be of use to an Al
lied invasion, force.

Should the Germans succeed
in these plans, they would be re-
versing what the Hollanders tried
to do in the defense of their

country against the Wehrmacht,

The Netherlands army had
mapped plans to inundats a strip
of land extending In a north-
south direction from the Zulder
Zeeo down to the Meuse and Waal
rivers, thus cutling the Germans
off from the Important eoastal
provinces of North and BSouth
Holland—the wsite of almost all
the principal citles.

But the Germans employed
treachery, and Naxl saboteurs
prevented the Dulch army from
carrying out its plans.

Now It appears that a much
greater part of Holland may be
put under water,

The Germans could and prob-
ably would flood everything that
the Dutch Intended to inundate,
and in addition the very portions

The South Texas chamber of commerce has
Jaunched a new campalgn In Its region to awaken
interest in a redistricting motement, The imme.
fliate objective was to persuade Gov, .Coke Steven-
pon to convoke a special session to consider the

subject.

This Is precisely the sort of thing the West
Texas chamber of copnmerce and the West Texas
press have been trying to do In this area and in
other parts of the state for more than a decade.
Looking at it realistically, there is little reason to
believe that the South Texas breast-beating for so
righteous a cause will avail much,

There ds one reason why Texas legislators have
so shamefully ignored the constitutional mandate
to redistrict following the past two decennial
pensuses. Many frankly do not want to vote them-
selves out of u Job. In other words, they place
personal interests and those of their immediate
ronstituents above t“at of the state which they are
supposed to serve, These men are. bluntly stated,
little men.

Nothing short of a miracle will make a little
man do big things.

Out of experience, we here in West Texas sim-
ply pledge our support lo South Texas in its drive
to stir public opinion. The only ray of hope scems
now lo be thal the program is spreading. With
Houston lending its volee to the campaign, too, it
may be that in time the voices clamoring for jus-
tice in representation will become so loud that
legislators who will be affected will be compelied
to hear. _

There is no hope for a special
though this is about the one subject we would lavor
one on. The governor has sald he asked the solons
as strongly as he knew how during regular session
to do something about redistricting. Since he mani-
festly will not call a special session on the subject,
may we hope that he will &t least adopt the policy
of constantly reminding legislators next session with
the same persistence with which he has pledged
his allegianee to the Texas constitution.

Sertously, one can congratulate Jones for his
good sense In stepping down when he felt that his
physical state was such that {t might Interfere
with the best admjnistration of the affairs of the
rollege. It is a noble gesture and one that comes
us a befitting climax to a commendable career as
head of the vital West Texas Institution.

As president of the school, Clifford Jones dem-
onstrated that good sound ability as an admin-
Istrator can qualify a man to do a good job in any
number of fields, that it is rot necessarily lrue
that schools have to be headed by professors.

Under his administration, Texas Tech grew
pot only in size and enrollment, but In the type of
services It offered to this reglon. Tts agricultural
branches were expanded so that Tech has been
turning out young men and women skilled in the
methods for developing our bountiful resources.
Progress in this field must be atirfbuted in a good
measure to the man who developed his vision
through years of close study of West Texas prob-
lems. :
It Is our sincere hope that whoever succeeds
Clifford B. Jones will let the young twig grow In
the direction in which he and his predecessor, Dr.

The military implications of this eountry's
ravening manpowet problem is fuller of angles
than a barrel full of pine shavings, and If We the
People don't take account of them and do some-

thing about them, we most assuredly face a nation-
al disaster within the next half-century.

An appallingly large percentage of American
manhood is being rejected for military service on
the ground of physical and mental unfitness. There
is some disposition to regard the armed services as
over-particular in maintaining its physical stan-
dards, butl the bitter truth is that they are taking
men today by the tens of thousands, who will be a
greater liability than an asset. They have had to
relax their physieal standards in order to take in
enough men to fulfill military commitments. This
is a distressing and" terrifying thing, not alone to
the \ndividual so taken, but to the United States
of America as a world power,

Fbr look you: Suppose when the next world
war cloud blows up we find ourselves without
friends and allies, as we well may. Suppose there
is no England or Russia to zbsorb the first shocks
and buy time for us. Suppose we are the prime
objective of the next world-conquering military
bund that comes along, instead of a secondary.
Suppose the enemy won't have to brush halfl a
dozen other powerful nations aside to get at us

Wait a minute. Let's bring it right down to
the present. Suppose that after three years of
intensive preparation on our part and four years
of hard fighting on Britain's and nearly three years
on Russia’s and six years on China’s part, we found
ourselves ALONE face to face with Hitler and Tojo
today. Where'd we be at this moment? -

Well, under the moést favorable conditibns
imaginable we find ourselves at this moment so
short of fighting manpower that we have to take
cripples and valetudinarians into the. armed serv-
jves to piece out our minimum military require-
ments, We have to take fathers, even grand-
fathers. We have to break up homes and take men'
in their late 30s who wouldn't last ten days on. ac-
tive combat duty. .

Why? Not that we don't have plénty of men
of military age in our 130,000,000 population, but
that we lack men in good physical ¢ondition - to
stand the strain of duty.

And right there i our problem. Theré is no
lack of willingness on the part of our manhood.
The spirit Is there in abundance, but alas it takes
something more than spirit. It takes healthy minds
in healthy bodies

We ain't been living right. We've had too many
cheer leaders in the grandstand and too few play-
ers on the field below. We've done too much rid-
ing and not enough walking. - We havent been
taught self reliance and the rugged determination
that ‘characterized our pioneering ancestors, K We
have been leading too soft a life. In spite of our
boasts about having so many fine athietes (many of
them too bunged up to pass an army tekt), we have
degenerated into a nation of physical weaklings.

We'd better be doing some thinking and act-
ing about that, if we hope to survive the next big
test. You hear a lot of squawking aboul soclalized
medicine, whatever that is, but obvidusly not
enough Americans have been getting the right sort
of medical care at the right time, for most of the
physical shortcomings are of a correctible nature,
if tackled in time. :

Our schools are partly to blame, and we the
people are to blame for the faults of our schoals,
Physical education should be compulsory, just like
book education. We ought to get the kids down
oul of the grandstand and put them on the exer-
cise fields. Everybody should have & physical
checkup every six, months. We need a lot of other
things If we hope to live Lo enjoy the blessings of
freedom.and clvillzation.

Baruch - Hancock Reconversion

By JACK STINNETT

WASHINGTON - 1In coming
months, you are going to hear a
good deal more about the Baruch-
Hancock reconversion report.

In spite of criticisms {rom
James G. Patton, president of the
National Farmers union, and
other quarters and a good deal
of grumbling from the still rebel-
lious Congress, the general feel-
ing here is that it is a good blue-
print for preparation for peace on
the home front

According to Bernard " Baruch,
fallure to prepare for psace might
even be more castatrophic than
failure to prepare for an inevita-
ble war. There isn't much dis-
agreement here on that score,
The ' problems are already with
us, Thousands of men in the mill-
tary forces are being discharged
monthly. Many of them are par-
tially disabled and all of them
have to have jobs or otherwise
be reinducted into normal civil-
lan life. Scores of plants produc-
ing military supplies are being
closed down—naot because of any
anticipation of early victory, but
because war needs have changed
or stocks on hand have exceeded
the wildest eslimates of future
needs

- - -

When the war ends. aboul $35.-
000,000,000 in contracts will have
to be cancelled immediately, On
hand -there mgy be 20 or 30.-
000,000,000 dollars of surplus sup-
plies to dispose of. In less than
a4 year, five or six million men
will be dumped on the labor mar-
ket. ¥

The argumen! now — and it's

E0ing lo gel pretly stormy as time
Roes on — Is over the methods
of settling all these problems.

The principal controversy, as it
generally is, is between Congress
and the White House. Baruch and
John M. Hancock were appointed
by the President o make their
report. War Mobilizer James F.
Byrnes, scting on the report im-
mediately after it was. made, ap-
pointed William L, Clayton, Tex-
as cotton exporter, generally con-
sidered "a Jesse Jones man,” as
coordinator of surplus property
disposals; and Brig. Gen. Frank
T. Hines, head of the Veterans’
Administration, as cbordinator of
reemployment and retraining.

- . .

Congress Iimmediately got ils
back up. .Legislation to handle:
the whole reconversion program
already was on file. Most impor-
tant was the bill proposed by Sen.
Walter F. George of Georgia,
chairman of the Senate commit-
tee on postwar planning. - They
considered the Baruch - Hancock
reporta nd Byrnes' quick action
on it as another ursurption of
legislative powers byt he Admin-
Istration.

One thing that has caused many
Washington observers to snicker
is that the Baruch - Hancock re-
port suggests that all reconver-
slon and reemployment. be han-
dled by existing agencles, merely
with coordinators tying the work
together; while  congressional
ptans call for the establishment
of new agencies — In other words,
a spread of burcaucracy, which
has beent he main target of anti-

Those With Passion For Anonymitv

WASHINGTON — Rumors that

President Roosevelt is in dublous
health have been revived and are

going the rounds again. Today at
the White House press conference
I observed the President particu-
larly with this thought In mind.

So far as 1 could see the Presi-
dent locks well and appears fa be
in excellent health. Although the
press conference was held at the
lag“end of the day and the Presi-
dent had been working in his of-
fice sinée morning, eating his
lunch at his desk, he showed no
signs of being even tired or
fagged out. Most of the news-
papermen present looked more
fagged than the President.

If the President is not in good
health he certainly does not show
it in his appearance, actions or
speech, He looked much more
rested and appeared to be In
much better spirits than the aver-
age businessman would toward
the end of a hard day's work.

My personal belief Is, after hav-
Iing observed the President hun-
dreds of times during the last 12
years, that he is in far better
physical conditign than most men
are at his age. He has all the
appearances of a man who takes
good care of himself and is In tip-
top ‘physical shape,

As we were walking from the
White House back 1o the Natlonal
Press bullding, 1 fell into conver-
sation with Jim Wright, Washing-
ton correspondent of the Buffalo
News and top-notch newspaper-
man, about the President's secre-
taries and the presidential assist-
ants. "

A few years ago there was quite
a bit of ado when Congress passed
a bill, upon the suggestion of the
White House, prowiding six as-
sistants for the President. These
eix  assista¥its, according to the
Presldent himsgelf, were to be per-
sons with “a passion for amony-
mity."
