"A home with treasured memories
hold the hearts of families forever."

If the home from which Mrs. A.D.

Moseley moved Saturday, February
15, 1997 could talk, it would tell about
many Flomot historical events and
pioneers.

This house was originally a hotel

built in the town of Flomot in 1922 by

Mr. and Mrs. Will Franklin (Bill) Al-
len. It was constructed by local resi-
dents including A.D. Moseley. When
completed, it was a fourteen room,
two story building with the Flomot
Hotel sign on the front. It was always
filled to capacity.

The hotel had an elegant dining
room with a beautiful crystal chande-
lier, Mrs. Allen served three meals a
day and people would travel near and
far to eat here.

In the lobby of the hotel was a drug
store. Ithad small round marble topped
tables encircled by black iron swirl
chairs. Many flavors of ice cream were
scooted across a long thick marbled
counter in front of a soda fountain. A
huge mirror was behind the counter on
the wall. The Allen's grandson, Morris
Stephens, has the marbled counter.
The hotel is gone, but memories re-
main,
Mrs. Allen died in 1936 and Mr.
Allen in 1937. The hotel was rented
until 1942 when Dick Washington
purchased the building and made it
into a home. The many rooms on the
back of the building were detached
before Mr. Washington moved it to its
_present location, one and half miles
east of Flomot on Highway 97.

The John Morris family was living
in this home when the Moseley family
bought the land and improvements
in1952. They remodeled the upstairs
and kitchen, added abathroom, closets
and service porch. Their daughter,
Wanda Moseley Davis, attended and
graduated from Flomot High School
while living here.

The Moseley family continued
hospitality of this historic structure for

This will be the last of the stories of
the building history about the old build-
ings in Matador. I will write about
some of the buildings of Roaring
Springs.

The old buildings written about this
week will be the ones that are not on
the main streets of town.

The old buildings just north of the
fire hall was a feed and coal store
owned by L.B. Arhcer. He was the first
owner I remember and the store was
later sold to Manly Thompson.

The Courthouse which burned in
1944 was built in 1904. I remember
that old Courthouse as a child.It was a
very evil smelling building caused
mainly by the bats that made their
home there. Whoever cleaned the
building used some kind of cleanser
on the plank flooring and that oil or
whatever it was mixed in with the
smell of bats was almost overcoming.
The sandstone part of the building was
quaried on the northwest corner of the
A.B. Echolsranch which later became

~ tha Mrs, D.I.W. Bimie ranch.

In later years a gazebo was built in
the southwest comer of the Court-
house lawn. The gazebo now standing
is not the original one. The Matador
band used to give a band concert frm
that gazebo once a week.

The Courthouse was built for the
sum of $3,111.11 by Smithand Bayam
Contractors.

In 1945 a bond vote was taken for
the purpose of building a new court-
house. Out of the 353 votes cast, 215
votes were for the issuance of $175,000
worth of courthouse and jail bonds.

The jail building is about the most
interesting building in Matador. The
jail was made of solid rock.

On the second floor there was a cell
called the "crazy" cell and it was used
to keep the insane in until they could
be removed to a state hospital. I re-
member that crazy cell very clearly. I
went to the jail with my mother to visit
a lady who was being kept there be-
cause she was insane. She had been a
teacher in one of the schools in Motley
County and when I was a teacher I
thought of her often. Especially after I
read an article in the paper that school
teachers had a higher rate of insanity
than any other profession. I'm sure I
would be the first teacher in a padded
cell if I had to teach school at the
present time!

The county jail had a gallows, too.
But it was never used. One man had
been sentenced to hang, but he was
such a good well digger that he was let
out of jail at different times to help the
ecarly settlers dig their wells. He was on
awell digging release one day and dis-
appeared never to be seen again.

The old Higgins bakery was a place
of joy for old and young alike. The
smell of fresh bread could be enjoyed
up and down the main streets in Mata-
dor.

There is something else about that
bakery that was very interesting. Mr.
Higgons' father lived with Mr. and
Mrs. Higgins. He seemed to be very
old to the kids in grade school. He had
a chair in front of the bakery and eve-
ryday in warm weather with a fly
swatter in hand he sat there hour after
hour swatting flies. When he quit for
the day there would be a solid mass of
dead flies around his chair. Those
would be swept away and the dear old
man would start all over the next day.

The Traweek Hospital was the
building just west of the old bakery.
How times have changed. I had an
appendectomy in that hospital in 1928.
Dr. Tom Smith of Floydada did the
surgery. How different that surgery
was from the surgery performed to-
day! I was kept in bed flat of my back
‘or two weeks. A number of years
later I had to have further surgery to
removeall the adhesions thathad taken
over in my abdomen. That was a
change! Surgery was performed in the
morning and the nurses had me up and

walking just as soon as I wake up.

Matador, at one time, had five
hospitals and now we are very grateful
for the Motley County Clnic and Dr.
Pat Williams who is the only doctor in
the county.

The Traweek hospital building is
still in use as the Motley County
Musuem. That Museum has been a
wonderful addition to Matador. If you
haven't visited the Museum make that
one of your "musts”. You will find it
well worth your time,

Just west of the Museum, across the
street is the newest Methodist Church
building. That church has quite a his-
tory. It was first organized in 1892 ata
revival under cottonwood trees on

Ballard Creek. The charter members
were T.N., Mary, Fannie and Ida
Edmondson,J.A.,R.J.,Mary,andR.E.
Jones, and Mr. and Mrs. William
Wason.

In 1900 a frame church was built
which stood just west of the Taylor tire
shop. I remember my father telling us
that he didn't have money to give to
help build the chyrch but he helped to
roof it. I joined the church in that old
building when I was 12. I don't know
why everything that happensin church
that is a bit unusual is so funny. I
remember the preacher stopping his
sermon and pointing to the young
people on the back seat and telling
them to be quiet. If my brother and I
were sitting on that back seat we would
get a spanking when we got home.

Thatold church is a very dear place
inmy memory. It had a tall steeple and
the bell that was in the steeple had a
long rope hanging down into the ves-
tibule and it was great fun for the pre-
teen children to ring that bell. That bell
now stands on the east side of the
present church on a stand.

The next Methodist Church, the
one that fell in, was built in 1926. The
"new" church stands on the same
grounds where the "caved in" church
use to stand.

other communities donoated freely to
the first building of the first little frame
church. When the newer building caved
in and a new building was needed
people from many communities and
other churches sent money to help
build the present Methodist Church.

The First Baptist Church was or-
ganized in 1893 with six charter
members: Mr. and Mrs. J.L. Burleson,
Mrs. Lee Anderson, Mr. and Mrs. TN,
Cammack and Miss Rosa Cammack.
The first Baptist Church I remember
was located just east of Higginbotham

lumber yard. That building also had
steeple and a bell was located there.
The tolling of a church bell usually
took place just before a funeral. When
Iwas achild when I heard a tolling bell
Ifelt very sad because I knew someone
had died.

Every year the Methodist and
Baptist had two weeks of revival serv-
ices and it seemed to me that we went
to church all sumer. Not only did we
have to go to the revival at our church
but we had to go two weeks to the
Baptist Church. There were no parties,
no swimming or much other entertain-
ment during those meetings.

The present Baptist Church is lo-
cated on south Main street.

The Church of Christ had its begin-
nings in Matador in 1911. The church
building was west of the old Baptist
Church and on the north side of the
street just east of the present fire hall.

The Assembly of God church was
organized in August 1934. Worship
services were held in the old school
building. The present church is lo-
cated just across the creek north of
town, and is just down the hill from the
Methodist Church.

The Macedonia Baptist Church was
organized in 1921. The meeting was
held in the home of Dan Brembry.
Those present were Mr. and Mrs. Dan
Brembry and children, Mr. and Mrs.
J.C. Gilyard, Mrs. Emestine and Cot-
ton Bolton, Mrs. Lula Sims and Rev.
arid Mrs. M.A. Thompson and chil-
dren.

Rev. Garrett, a white Methodist
preacher preached the first sermon out
in the yard.

The church celebrated its 50th
anniversary in August of 1971. The
church is still active after suffering
many difficulties.

The Catholic Church, Our Lady of
Guadalupe, was established in 1962.
The church bought the property be-
longing to Bess Patton an Church was
held in her former home until the pres-
ent church was erected in 1964.

Diamond J Transportation is lo-
cated in the building just behind the
First State Bank.

Conservation Reserve Program Sign-up
Begins Monday, March 3

After much anticipation, the rules
and dates for the 15th CRP sign-up
have been announced. The sign-up
starts on Monday, March 3, 1997 and
endsFriday, March 28,1997. The CRP

sign-up process haschanged very much
over the last ten years. It will take time
as the offices of FSA and NRCS after
you indicate the farms and fields that
you propose to make a bid on before
you will be able to make an acceptable
bid. Technical determinations related
to soil types, environmental benefits,
erodibility, etc., are all factors that will
have to be assessed before a bid pro-
posal can be accepted.

Upon determining the maximum
bid acceptable for the land, you must
decide if that¥ate is acceptable to you;
and if so, you can competitively bid
less than that rate in order to increase
the likelihood of acceptance.

After the sign-up is complete na-
tionwide, all data from all bids will be
compared. Only those bids that are
most critical based upon the Environ-
mental Benefits Index (EBI) will be
accepted. The EBI for each bid from
Maine to California, Florida to Wash-
ington will be listed together. The rental
rates will be based on the actual rental
value of the land if it were under nor-
mal cropping practices - this will vary
field by field. The Motley County
Committee justified and documented
average rental rates for Motley County
several months ago, but it is still un-
known if what was submitted was
accepted.

Each bid applicant will "work up"
their bid based on the rates announced.
After submission of the bid, it will
probably be at least 90 days before we
are notified which bids are accepted.

The Commission issued a total of
1,132 original drilling permits in Janu-
ary compared to 845 in January, 1996.
The January total included 893 per-
mits to drill new oil and gas wells, 37
tore-enter existing well bores, and 202
for re-completions.

Permits issued in January included
417 oil, 295 gas, 387 oil and gas, 30
injection, and 3 other permits.

January Oil andGas Completions

In January operators reported 333
oil, 380 gas, 41 injection and five other
completions, compared to 326 oil, 351
gas, and 35 injection and other com-
pletons during the same month of last
year.

Total well completions for 1997
year-to-date is 759, up from 712 re-
corded during the same period in 1995.

Operators reported 706 holes
plugged and 147 dry holes in January,

bales. The supply figure is based on
estimated 1997-98 production of 17.8
million bales being added to 4.5 mil-
lion bales of expected carry-over from
1996 production.

The projections were calculated by
economic staff from the National
Cotton Council and released during
the NCC's Annual Meeting.

One of the most encouraging pieces
of information released was the pro-
jection for negligible raw cotton im-
ports in 1997, even though Step 3
import quotas continue to open as a
result of currentrelationships between
U.S. prices and the "A" index. The
relationship between U.S. price and
the "A" index has narrowed slightly
since mid-December, although not
enough to shut off Step 3 import quo-
tas.

"The issues surrounding the prob-
lem of Step 3 and raw cotton imports
are numerous and a simple solution
has not presented itself,” notes PCG
Executive Vice President Donald
Johnson. "Our efforts to develp a solu-
tion to this issue will continue through
our contact with legislators, USDA
representatives and the National Cot-
ton Council staff and members."

Estimated offtake for the 1997-98
marketing year is 18 million bales,

11.2 million for domestic consump-
tion and 6.8 million to the export
market.

Planting intentions reported to the
NCC indicate producers currently in-
tend to plant 7.1 percent fewer acres in
1997. Expected plantings are put at
13.6 million acres, roughly one mil-
lion acres fewer than were planted in

1996. Texas planting projections for
1997 were put at 5.2 million acres,
500,000 acres less than 1996.

Alabama, Florida, Virginia, Mis-
souri, and Arizona are the only states
projecting increased upland cotton
acreage in 1997.
