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New Life 
By Bob Cozby 

Pastor Of The Assembly 
Of God Church 

I accepted the call of the Lord on my life into the ministry 
in 1979.1 got out of farming in June. already having a good 
crop started, and began to seek His will for my life. Several 
young men in our church also felt the call into the ministry, 
and for a while Sunday and Wednesday night services were 
bombarded with beginning preachers. This is one of the 
more humorous things I remember about those beginning 
days. • 

I remember quite well the conclusion for my first 
message. It was Rev. 3:20. I was impressed with my 
selection for a closing scripture. It was what I wanted to 
say, made a good point, and gathered together my points 
and scriptures earlier stated in the sermon. But to my 
dismay after the service my wife pointed out that I had used 
the very same closing scripture that all the apprentice 
preachers had used for the last month! No wonder it 
sounded so familiar. 

Revelation 3:20, Jesus Christ Himself speaking, 
"Behold, I Mend et the door and knock: if any man 
hoer my voice, and open the door, I will come Into 
him, and will sup with him, end he with me." It is still 
the invitation of the ages. It was a faithful and true promise 
nearly 2,000 years ago, and it is still as powerful and far 
reaching today. 

Let me share a little insight into this passage with you 
this week. 

1. "Behold I 	", we see in this, the waiting Savior. 
James tells us the Lord is patient, and waits for the early 
and latter rains. You can receive Him early or late in your 
life, if there is a later in your life. You never know, do you? He 
will not hold back the hands of time forever. James calls Him 
the husbandman or gardener, however, and tells us He is 
patient and longsuffering for the precious fruit of the earth, 
meaning the men and women of West Texas, even folks in 
Motley County. 

2. "At the door" this is the present Savior. Psalms 46, 
reminds us He is a very present help in time of trouble. If and 
when you call on His name, He will not be sleeping, He will not 
be too busy. 

3. "And Knock", reveals a seeking Savior. He is the true 
and faithful shepherd who leaves the 99, to seek for the one, 
the one being you and I. 

4. "If any man open the door", He is the pleading 
Savior. "0 Jerusalem 	how often would I have gathered. 
thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens 
under her wings, and ye would not!" 

5. "I will come In", the promising Savior. II Cor. 1:20, 
"For all the promises of God in Him are yea, and in Him 
Amen, unto the glory of God by us. In other words, the 
promises of God in Jesus are yes and ea he it. 

6. "And sup with him, and he with Me", in this we see 
the providing Savior. Phillippians 4:19 "But my God shall 
supply all you need according to His riches in glory by Christ 
Jesus." 

Yes, Christ Jesus is very near, but still on the outside. You 
see, there is something peculiar about this door we've 
talked about. It only has one knob, one lock, one way of 
opening. Like it or not, it is on your side of the door. because, 
it is you heart, and your door, and He is a respecter of you 
will. He will not come in uninvited. You and you alone can 
open the door when He knocks. It's up to you.
