Lobbyists Target
Workers' Comp

AUSTIN - Special interest groups on
both sides of the ongoing fight to reform
Texas' workers' compensation system
pumped almost $4 million into legisla-
tive campaigns in 1986 and 1987.

During the current special session
called to overhaul the ailing compensa-
tion system, lobby groups have put their
mouths where their money is.

Sen. Teel Bivins, R-Amarillo, said
state lawmakers have been subjected to
intensive lobbying by groups concerned
about workers' compensation.

"Because of the intractable nature of
the issue and because of the desperate
circumstances that we're in Texas - in
terms of lousy bencfits for workers and
terrible premiums for' employers - it has
resulted in very strong lobby efforts to get
something done," Bivins said.

Sen. John Montford, D-Lubbock, said,
"The lobbying has been intense because
of the scverity of the problem. It is a
serious economic problem for Texas, and
1 think that impacts a lot of people.”

But so far, all efforts to reform the
system have failed.

As lobbyists on both sides of the issue
looked on Friday, the Senate voted 17-14
against a busincss-backed reform bill
recommended by a 10-member joint
conference committee.

Gov. Bill Clements consistently has
blamed trial lawyers for the Legislature's
failure to pass reforms during the 140-
day regular session and and two 30-day
special sessions.

Trial lawyers, who opposed the re-
forms sought by business interests, rep-
resent injured workers in the compensa-
tion disputes and collect up to 25 percent

of the compensation provided toa worker -

for an on-the-job injury.

Butrecords filed with the secretary of
state show that business-oricnted groups
- insurance companies, car dealers, re-
tailers, restaurant owners, doctors and
others concerned about high workers'
compensation insurance rates - collec-
tively spent more money on House and
Senate campaigns. in 1987-88 than the
trial lawyers' political action committee.
According to the records, business PACs
contributed about $2.7 million to legisla-
tive campaigns during the two-year pe-

riod.

For example, the Political *Action
Committee of the Independent Insurance
Agents of Texas contributcd $196,000 to
campaigns in 1987-88. Records indicate
that the insurance PAC ' contributed
$94,900 to House candidates and $63,900
to House candidates and $63,100 to those
seeking Senate seats.

Organized labor, which has opposed
the bill supported by business, contrib-
uted $107,000 tocampaigns, with $85,800
going to Senate candidates.

Financial records indicate that Law-
yers Involved for Texas, the trial lawyers'
PAC, shelled out $855,041 to legislative
candidates. Of that amount, $460,738
was spent on Senate candidates and
$393,303 went to candidates seeking
House scats.

Those campaign contributions do not
include the amounts that individual trial
lawyers gave to House and Senate candi-
dates.

The trial lawyers' PAC contributed to
23 of the 31 senators in the 1987-88
period. The Senate has been the chamber
where the major battle over workers'
compensation has been fought.

According to financial records, the
major recipients of the trial lawyers PAC
funds were Sens. Temple Dickson, D-
Sweetwater, $76,000; Steve Carriker, D-
Roby, $70,451; Ted Lyon, D-Rockwall,
$33,050; Bob Glasgow, D-Stephenville,
$27,000; Gonzalo Barrientos, D-Austin,
$18,750; Kent Caperton, D-Bryan,
$12,500; and Chet Edwards, $10,000.

Glasgow was the only major recipient
of trial lawyer PAC funds who voted for
the business-supported workers' compen-
sation bill.

HANDLING STRESS

Stress is a necessary ingredicnt in
everyone's life. Withoutstress, life would
be dull and unexciting. Stress in the form
of challenge or competition keeps the
body performing to its potential.

Too many demands, however, can
cause serious mental or physical damage
if a person does not know how to deal
with them properly, said Katie Goar,
community education coordinator at
Methodist Hospital. There are actually
two kinds of stress: "eustress”, which is
goodstress,and "distress", whichisharm-
ful stress.

Different forms of stress surround us
daily. Learning to recongize these pres-
sures is the first step to learning to handle
them. Here are some of the tips Goar
teaches in her stress management classes
at Methodist Hospital.

1. EXERCISE. When pressures from
the home or office cause anxiety, burn
that nervous energy by getting some
exercise.

2. TALK ABOUT IT. Sharing wor-

ries with loved ones can help put stress
into perspective.

3. SET LIMITS. Know when to say
"No" to extra work.

4. MAKE TIME FOR FUN. Recrea-
tion can be very important to a person’s
frame of mind. Work time can be more
effective after play.

5. CHECK OFF ACCOMPLISH-
MENTS. Making lists of tasks and check-
ing them off as they are finished can
bring a sense of accomplishment.

6.EAT AWELL-BALANCEDDIET.
Nutritional needs increase under stress
since the body uses food faster. Beware
the tendency to overeat!

The best strategy foravoiding stress is
tolearn how torelax. Unfortunately, many
people try to relax at the same pace they
lead the rest of their lives. Tuning out
worries about time, productivity, and
"doing right" for a short time cach day
can be very beneficial.

"Focus on relaxation, enjoyment and
good health,” Goar said.

Tips on "shaping up' your
holiday parcels

Acrobics instructors regularly remind
theirstudentstokeep their tummics "tight"
and "tucked". The same advice applies to
preparing holiday parcels for mailing,
says Roaring Springs and Matador Post-
masters, Kitty McDowell and Nell Clem.

"Allthat's necessary is choosing sturdy
cartons or boxes, and scaling them
smoothly and tightly with the proper tape,
Mrs. McDowell and Mrs. Clem say,
adding that padded mailing bags work
well for small items.

"Don't wrap cartons in bulky brown
paper or tie them with string or twine.”
"“The paper can tcar and the twine can get
tangled in our mail processing equip-
ment.

"Also, using paper and string isn't
necessary if you're using proper boxes or
cartons. If you feel a need to wrap and tie
a box, that may be a signal that you don't

think the box is sturdy enough to begin
with. Get another one instead."

Parcels should be sealed with a type of
tape designed for sealing packages: pres-
sure scnsitive, nylon-reinforced kraft
paper or glass-fiber-reinforced pressure
sensitive. The Postal Service advises
againstusingcellophane ormasking tapes,
because they're not strong enough.

"Correct addressing is as imnortant

forparcelsas forletters,” Mrs. McDowell
and Mrs. Clem said. "If the box has been
used before, be sure to remove all old
labels and addresses.

"The top of the package should show
the name of the person to whom you're
sending it, their house number and street,
and the apartment number, if there is one.
The last address line should contain the
city, state and zip code - please be sure to
use the Zip Code."

. Yourownreturn address and Zip Code
should be in the upper 1¢ft corner. And
use smudge-proof ink.

Preparing the inside of a package or

box is as important as preparing the out-
side. The contents should be cushioned
carcfully with crumpled paper, with foam
shell or air-pocket padding that is com-
mercially available. Don'tleaveany empty
space in the box.

"Before you seal the package, it's also
a good idea to enclose a slip of paper
showing the name and address of the
person to whom you're sending it." "Al-
though it doesn't happen very often, par-
cels can get damaged so the outside ad-
dress can't be read."

Finally, if a package contains irre-
placeable valuables, send it by Reistered
Mail.

Carriker, a freshman senator whose
district covers portions of theHigh Plains
region, said the hefty campaign contribu-
tions that he received from the trial law-
yers did not influence his vote.

"It's just not a factor," Carriker said,
adding that he received as much or more
money from groups and individuals on
the other side of the workers' compensa-
tion fight.

Carriker said he sent out a question-
naire toresidents of his senatorial district
asking if they favored keeping a system
that would allow injured workers to ap-
peal disputed complaints to the courts
rather than having a state agency decide
the claims. The response was a 301 favor
of allowing disputes to be settled by the
courts, he said.

"My vote reflects what the people in
my district want and also what T think is
right,"-Carriker. added.

Montford, sponsor of the business-
supported bill, received significant con-
tributions from business groups.

His campaign finance reports indicatc
that Montford received $10,250 from
medical and osteopathic doctors' groups,
more than $7,000 from insurance PACs,
$3,000 from an industrial PAC, $1,500
from contractors' PACs, and the Texas
Business Association PAC. He also re-

ceived $1,000 from the trial lawyers'
group.

But Montford said his support for the
bill was not based on how much business
groups gave him.

"I don't gage what I do down here on
the basis of contributions," he said.

Montford said he supported legisla-
tion that would have provided workers'
compensation reforms needed by his
senatorial district.

"] think our district cries out for it
(reform) what with the problem we've
had with small employers and the agri-
culture end of it,"” Montford said.

Holidays Can Be Tough
For Divorced Parents

The holidays can be tough for di-
vorced parents and their children, espe-
cially if children rotate households for
the holidays, according to a Baylor Col-
lege of Medicine psychologist.

"Itis hard for a divorced parent to kiss
theirchildren goodbye, knowmg thatthey
will not spend Christmas, an important
time for family, with theirkids," said Lou
Ann Mock, assistant professor, psychia-
try and behavioral sciences professor.

Parents canalleviate the holiday strain
before children leave by planning travel
arrangements inadvance, discussing their
visit with their former spouse, encourag-
ing them to call home and avoiding tear-
ful goodbyes.

"It is important to let children know
that it is okay to have a good time at the
parent's home they are visiting without
feeling guilty about leaving the other
parent behind,” said Mock. "We can let
children know we will miss them without
giving the impression that we will be sad
the entire time they are gone."

Mock cautions divorced parents with
primary custody to avoid using their chil-
dren as weapons in a battle with their

former spouse, regardless of what the
parent may feel. "Children need to feel
secure in their new environment," she
added.

Afterholidays spentaway from home,
parents may want to talk about the trip's
activities and any feelings about the other

environment with their children. It is
important for children to know that it is
alright to discuss any feelings about other
children living with the parent's former
spouse. 3

"Children with a new half-sister or
step-brother may feel jealousy or guilt
about that child's relationship with the
parent they do not often get to see,” Mock
said. "Encouraging the child to talk about
these feclings alleviates confusion."

As for parental feelings of guilt, di- {

vorced parents with primary custody can
avoid negative feelings by celebrating
the holidays with their children before
the kids leave, by concentrating on year-
round activities and by allowing them-
selves to enjoy the time apart from their
children as time for themselves.
