Daylight Savings Time 
To End This Sunday 

Daylight savings time 
ends in most of the nation 
next Sunday but it may be 
that next year it will start 
sooner in the year. 

Congress is thinking of 
extending the period—
adding in March and all of 
April—not only because it 
helps conserve energy but 
also because it may make 
for safer streets. 

The official time change 
comes at 2 a.m. local time, 
October 25, when it 
automatically becomes 1 
a.m. Most people find it 
easy to set their timepiece 
back one hour before 
retiring Saturday night. 
Many use the phrase 
"spring forward, fall back" 
to remember which way to 
turn their clocks each six 
months. 

Under the 1966 Uni-
form Time Act, daylight 
savings time is observed 
from the last Sunday in 
April to the last Sunday in 
October, although exemp-
tions allowed it to stay in 
effect longer during the 
1974-75 energy crisis.

Department has been 
pushing the concept of 
extended daylight time 
since 1975, with the 
support of every admini-
stration beginning with 
Gerald Ford's.

",tales exempt thernseives 
from the law and would 
preserve existing exemp-
tions. 

It also would let the 
Federal Communications 
Commission make adjust-
ments in the broadcast 
time of AM stations that 
are normally restricted to 
daylight broadcasting. 
Otherwise, those daylight 
stations would lose 
significant revenues from 
being unable to broadcast 
during morning rush-hour 
traffic. 

If legislation was passed 
and signed into law before 
March 1, it could go into 
effect in 1982, Ross said. 

Several states and 
territories do not observe 
daylight time: Arizona, 
Hawaii, Puerto Rico, the 
Virgin Islands, American 
Samoa and the portion of 
Indiana it the Eastern Time 
Zone-81 of the state's 92 
counties.
