It contains the bones of
rhinoceroses, camels, giant wild boars, and other animals,
buried together in a confused mass as only water would
deposit them. It is estimated that the bones of about nine
thousand complete animals are buried on this one hill. Clear
signs indicate that the bone layer once extended over a very
wide area: hence it is likely that many times that number of
animals were brought together at this hill and buried there
by the action of water."
