WASHINGTON — Most Impor-
tant backstage debate over U. §.
forelgn policy now lovolves For-
mosa, the strategic laland north
of the Philippines which Japasn
captured from China in the war
of 1805, One pledge the allles
made to China In the recent war
was that Formoaa would go back
to China,

But last mwnth General MacAr-
thur sent a tripleurgeny cable
urging that Formosa be claimed
by .us and oecupied by U. 8.
troops for Japan. He warned that
FPormosa was & three-hour flight
from Okinawa, two hours from Ja-
pan, and that the U. 5 A, might
as well kiss off all its southenst
Asla program If it abandoned
Formosa to Chinese communism.

Behind ihis cable was the fact
that Chinese Communisis eare
readylng a glant flotilla on the
malnland to take this island, last
remalining stropghold of the Chi-
pess Nationalists, Also behind
MaecArthur's cable ls the fact that
Kiang Kakahek, immediately aft-
er V.J Day, made the traglec mis-
take of putting Formosa under
one of his most unserupulous war-
lords. Resuilt: Looting, terroriam
and 00,000 Formosans killed. Most
residents of the lxland would now
welcome the Communists. Thelr
taste ol Chlnese npationalism has
been pour Indeed.

Prior to MacArthur's cable the
Jolnt chiefs of stafl had decided
to abandon Formosa.

In s frst forecast the Agricul-
ture Department sald Tuesday thé
1950 wiater wheat crop — which
was seeded during the fall — will
turn out about B85 million bushels it
weather I8 pormal 0 harvest
Himne.

Added to a possible spring wheat
erop of more than 250 million bush-
els, this would give a total harvest
of about 1,130,000,000 bushels, or
enly 16 million bushels less than
this year's crop, the third largest
in the nation's history,

Because of dwindling export mar-
kets, it appears now that there may
be & combined forelgn and domes-
tie demand for only about 1 billion
bushels from the 1950 crop, Thus,
