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Snow Moisture is
43-inch Here

LIGHTNING and thunder here
late Saturday night ushered one
of the most severe blizzards to
strike the Panhandle since 1964.
Sleet, snow and high winds fol-
lowed the front. Snow measure-
ments here are estimated at about
five inches, which produced 43-
inch of badly needed moisture

The full fury of the storm
struck early Sunday afternoon
after the mercury had dropped to
near 20 degrees. Powdery snow
and higher winds prevailed during
the afternoon. Snow plows kept
traffic open on US Highway 70
and most area roads but anykind
of driving was extremely
hazardous.

It was not weather for man or
beast, but some ranchers ventured
to pastures to feed livestock. The
storm caused the postponement of

the annual Youth Union Church,

in the area.

Because of road conditions and
the drifting snow, Matador Schools
were suspended Monday. One of
the highest drifts of snow collect-
ed in front of the R. A. Stafford
home on Walton Road in south
Matador.

History Buffs
Stay Demolation
Of Famous Hotel

Austin’s historic Driskill Hotel,
associated with governors and el-
egant accommodations for 83
years, has been granted a perma-
nent stay of execution, thanks to
the efforts of history buffs and
civic leaders.

On February 14 the Texas State
Historical Survey Committee pub-
licly announced its support of the
Driskill Hotel Corporation, a group
of prominent Austin attorneys and
architects who have undertaken to
turn the old hostelry into a com-
plex of small specialty shops, of-
fices, ballrooms and banquet halls,
with possibly a private club.

Lester Prokop, president of the
Survey Committee,  specifically
commended the corporation’s in-

tention to preserve the historical
integrity of the Driskill while
adapting it for modern use. He
pointed out that both the state and
federal governments have recog-
nized the historical value of the
structure. which was threatened
with demolition in 1970.

In 1966 the Survey Committee
placed an official state marker on
the building and named it a Re-
corded Texas Historic Landmark.
In 1969 the Driskill was entered
on the National Register of His-
toric Places.

In its resolution of support, the
Survey Committee noted that the
Driskill has played host to genera-
tions of distinguished Texans since
its opening on Christmas Day, 1886.
For over eight decades it has been
the rendezvous of governors, legis-

business and professional leaders,
and the socially elite of Texas.
