Mr. Keith, who retired six years
ago, is a native of Motley County.
He was born at Rustler Camp,
when his pioneer parents, the late
Mr. and Mrs. D. C. Keith worked
for the Matador Land and Cattle
Co.

He has seen many changes in
farming since his father farmed
the origional 40 acres in 1900,
which is now a part of his 536
acres located about three miles
atador. He now has
405 acres in cultivation

He made a contract with the
Great Plains Conservation Service
in April, 1987. Since that time he
has rested part of the land at six
months intervals

He built 25526 feet of parallel
terraces the same year, with
which he is highly pleased. He
has also repaired 61563 feet of
standard terraces built in 1935-36.
