Atiorney Cites
Frequent Delays
In Making Wills

The awesome thought of dying
keeps many people from ever
getting around to the vitally im-
portant business of making a will,
according to Eric Swenson Jr.,
who spoke Thursday afternoon be-
fore El Progresso Club.

The meeting was held in the
home of Mrs. J. L. Woodruff and
the young Spur attorney was in-
troduced by President Mrs. L. B
Campbell.

“No one thinks he is going lo
die tomorrow,” Swenson said, “‘so
many people postpone that very
important business of making a
will. It is truly important that
everyone make a will many
cases are on record in which no
will was left and the survivors,
especially the wife or husband,
found themselves handicapped to
the point of destitution.”

In discussing his subject, “Wills
and Living Trusts,” Swenson first
explained the three primary areas
of wills: Disposition of property,
appointment of an executor, and
tax consideration, and also the
difference between community,
real and personal properties

He explained the many advan-
tages in tax exemptions and the
disposal of property through the
living trust plan, especially as re-
lated to a large estate. ‘It is
an estate planning device,” he
said. Mr. Swenson cited the ad-
vantages of community property
law as it applies in Texas and
said the law originated from the
influence of the Spanish system

“When you make a will,” Mr.
Swenson said, “you direct the dis-
posal of your property after you
are gone, exactly as you wish
You make it possible for your
surviving spouse, your children,
relatives or others to participate
in your estate as you wish.”

“However,"" he continued, ‘‘dont
try to make your own will. Go to
your attorney and tell him what
you want to do with your property
in event of your or your spouse's
death . . . you will be surprised at
the small amount of money it
costs to have an attorney draw a
proper will."”
