He was asked whether he meant
an attempt by King Emmanuel
and Marshal Badoglio, successor
to Mussolini, He replied that he
meant such an attempt.

RAIN SLOWS DOWN
RUSSIAN DRIVES

MOSCOW, July 27 (¥ — Rain
came to the ald of desperately
resisting Germans in the Orel sec-
tor and slowed down somewhat
the powerful Russian advance, al-
though intensive battles econ-
tinued, the Russian army nw:pa-
per Red Star reported toda

Front line dispatches uld the
Germans threw in blg forces of
infantry and tanks in a grim effort
to keep one Important line open
north of beleaguered Orel, the
now all-but-surrounded German
bastion. Two German infantry re-
giments with from 50 to 70 tanks
managed to delay the Russians in
this sector,

Elsewhere, however, particular-
ly southeast of Zhizdra, the Rus-
sians sald they maintained their
advance, capturing such important
Junctions as *Mekhovaya and
Berestna, according to Red Star.
Zhizdra is on the extreme right
flank of the northern advance,
approximately 75 miles northwest
of Orel. Berestna is 10 miles east-
southeast of Zhizdra.

The ostrategy of the Soviet
forces, which reported only a gen-
eral advance of three to lsx miles,
apparently was almed at consoll-
dating positions, None of the 70
freshly captured towns mentioned
in an earller communique were
any nearer Orel than previously
mentioned places,

‘ Hamburg Gets
New Pounding
By RAF Planes

Three Other German

LONDON, July 27 (AP)—
For the fifth time in 48 hours
Hamburg was attacked from
the air last night as the RAF
sent Mosquito bombers over
the German seaport for the

British air ministry news
service said today.

Returning crews said there was
a clear sky over the devasiated
city and flames could be seen
while they were still more than
30 miles from the target.

Alrmen were quoted as saying
that the flak was not so intense

as had been expected but there
:.:a some night fighters on pa-

kept up round-the-clock attacks.

The USAAF hit the port In
daylight Sunday with a large
fleet of heavy bombers and the
same night RAF mosquitoes took
up the attack.
The Americans ralded the eity
in daylight again yesterday and the
air ministry put out the prelim-
inary announcement that Ham-
burg had been attacked even be-
fore the officlal communique.

Nothing was sald econcerning
possible RAF losses.

“The air offensive rolled on un-
checked throughout daylight to-
day with Allied formations cross-
ing the Dover Straits toward the
Calais area. The aircraft winging
over the channel in brilliant sun-
shine appeared to be fighters.

RAF reconnalssance pilots
went to Essen yesterday to view
the devastation from the heavy
attack by RAF heavy bombers

Sunday night, They reported
fierce fires were still burning

there.

Sharing the welght of the Amer-
fcan assault with Hamburg in day-
light yesterday were three other
northwest German ecities—Han-
nover, Wilhelmshaven and Weser-
munde.

American medium  bombers
dumped their cargoes on the Ger-
man airfield at St. Omer, France,
while British medium, light and
fighter bomebrs attacked Cour-
tral, Abbeville, and Merville. At
the same time American Thunder-
bolt fighters made wide sweeps
over the French and Dutch coasts.

Library Go Ouf

Pelitions calling on the com-
missioners court for at least a
“starter” appropriation for estab-
lishment of a county free library
are to be circulated this week
throughout the county.

This announcement came Tues-
day from Mrs. J. E, Brigham,
chairman of a special committee
selected by a civie group inter-
ested in the setting up of library
facilities under the state library

law. The group renewed its ac-
tivity Monday, in appearing be-
fore the commissioners court.

The petitions will be presented
to the court soon, Mrs. Brigham
sald. They are to be circulated
throughout the county, by leaders
in each community, and by various
club leaders in Big Spring.

Mra, Brigham pointed out that
a good start toward a library
could be made at minimum cost,
since there are on hand in Big
Spring some 3,000 volumes
which formerly were in the Hy-
perion-sponsored library, In ad-
dition, = loan of 2,000 volumes
would be avallable for the first
year from the State Library as-
sociation. There is a possibility
that velumes handled through
the county superintendent’s of
fice could be added.

Advocates of the county free
library are stressing that funds
could be made possible without
additional taxation, since the state
siatute permits an allocation from
the county’'s general fund of up to
five cents per $100 valuation. The
committee feels, Mrs. Brigham
said, that a much smaller allot-
ment would suffice to get a libr
started for the first year's o
tion.

ALLIED HEADQUAR-
TERS IN NORTH AFRICA,
July 27 (AP) — American
and Canadian troops, throw-
ing themselves forward in
the northeastern area of Si-
cily, have cut to pieces sav-
age German counterattacks
in the central sector and ad-
vanced over und strewn
with axis dead, Allied head-
quarters announced today.

At the same time a headquar-
ters communique announced that

Allied alr-forces had smashed a
new enemy attempt to bring rein-
forcements on a large scale Into
Sieily by shooting down 21 huge
German Junkers-52 transports in
a battle over Messina Strait.

Two glant German 323-Merse-
bergs were shot down by RAF
Beaufighters, These planes are
capable of carrying more than
10 men, bul officlal reporis did
not state whether they were
filled with troops.

It was stated officially that Ger-

man troops now have been ldenti.
fied all along the entire front in
northeastern Siclly where they
are attempting to bulld a dike
across the tip of the island to block
the invasion gates to Italy.
Enemy losses skyrocketed In the
central and southern portions of
the line and a number of German
battalions lost half of their effee-
tive strength in attempts to bat-
ter back the relentless forward
rush of the Allled troops who
swept In a wheeling movement
from central Sielly.

The Canadians bere the brunt
of the operation and made gains
against the heaviest opposition,
sud the Allied communique sald
the American advance, too, was
proceeding “according to plan.”
However, the Germans were
managing to stiffen thelr resis-
tance as the Americans drove in-
fo the harder core of the ene-
my's defense pesitions.

Medium bombers attacked rail
way communications at Marina Di
Paola In southern Italy while light
bombers and fighter-bombers con-
tinued the assault upon shipping
in Siecillan harbors and on road
communications on the island, the
Allled communique sald.
Or the night of July 25-26 the
Port of Milamo, Slcily, was attack-
ed by medium bombers and tor-
pedo-carrying aircraft sank an
enemy merchant vessel in the
Tyrrhenlan Sea.

unearthed five years ago by Dr.
Rene Dubos at the Rockefeller
Institute in New York City.

The drug is gramicidin—and the
theory behind it is simple. Since
the time of Louis Pasteur, bacter-
le;oﬂmf knew ‘that powerful ene-
mies of the man-killing germs
could be found In the soil, for mil-
llons of bacteria-infected animals
and men had been buried in the
earth and somehow the bacteria
had failed to thrive. Dr. Dubos
set upon finding the germ-killers.

Working from soil to test tube,
he developed a strain of germ-
hungry mierobes. Then he ex-
tracted the digestive chemleals
that did the actual killing. The
result was gramicidin,

Experts at the Boston University
School of Medicine put it to work,
and spectacularly it cured skin
diseases, ulcers and wound infec-
tions. The Mayo Clinic has used
iitlnu:ceumu;‘r in treating sinu-
sitis,

Further experiments on graml-
cidin are proceeding at high
speed. As for its potentialities,
it is 1,000 to 100,000 times mare
powerful than sulfanilamide. One-
millionth of a teaspoonful ean
protect a mouse from 10,000 u:t
erwise fatal doses of pneumo
germs,

Curare Experiments

Curare has not yet been suffi-
clently well tried to be classified
as a “wonder drug" But sclen-

When Sir Walter Raleigh went
to the Orinoco in 1505 he noticed
curare. Explorers since then have
come back with strange and in-
eredible tales of its power. But
it remalned for Richard C. GllI,
lan American living In Eeuador, to
organize an expedition in 1938
and return to the United States
with thirty pounds of the drug for
experimental purposes.
