A special rescue train  will
leave Havana for Camaguey, in
Camaguey Province, as soon as
poasible. All physicians and
nurses in municipal hospitals were
ordered to be ready to leave at
a moment's notice.

Almost all the usual means of
communication with the three
stricken Provinces were cut, and
Pan-American Airways canceled
all West Indies flights, as well as
service to Miami. -

Available r e ports indicated
Camaguey Province suffered most
although there was considerable
damage in Oriente and Santa
Clara. The Belen Observatory in
Havana learned that in the town
of Nuevitas in Camaguey the
wind reached a speed of 130 milea
an hour. In midafternoon the
storm was moving to the north-
east—in the morning the center
of disturbance had passed just
east of the city of Camaguey-
and it was expected it would leave
the island somewhere east of Neu-
vitas.

Observers said the disturbance
might strike the Bahamas some-
time Wednesday night and then
possibly move on through a low
pressure area between Jackson-
ville and Charleston.

The information that ten pe:
sons had been killed and more
than 200 injured reached the De-
partment of Sanitation from Cam
ajuani. Police in that ecity in
formed the Secretary of Inter
jor they were giving first aid to
the injured.

RIOT AT GENEVA

Geneva, Nov. 16.—A furious
battle tonight in the streets of
Geneva—seat of the League of
Nations and disarmament confer-
ence—resulted in three deaths
and 80 wounded after soldiers
opened fire on a Socialist dem
onstration. Two civilians and
one policeman were killed in the
disturbance.

The demonstration started
when the Socialists were denied
admittance to a meeting protest-
ing against war,

Swise authorities rushed 18

After the Socialists had been
refused participation in the pac-
ifist meeting, they paraded, rij-
ping up fences and stones, Then,
they marched against the soldiers.
