Lack Of Care
Shown Cause
Of Lint Loss

Farmers and ginners alike are
warned of loss in cotton values by
improper methods of harvesting
and ginnning, in a letter from F.
E. Litche, Extension Gin Special-
ist, to Frank A. Buckley, county
agent.

“Due to the large cotton crop in
West Texas,” Mr. Litche writes,

“and the unusually fast move-
ment to the gins, there is a great
danger that the farmers as well
as the ginners will suffer serious
losses unless more than ordinary
care is exercised in harvesting and

ginning this crop.

“Reports of poorly ginned cot-
ton are being received, and it is
evident that this situation will
grow worse unless the farmers and
ginners cooperate in discouraging
the present harvesting and gin-
ning tendencies. The farmer has
a right to expect good ginning, but
he must realize his own respon-
sibility and cooperation jn bring-
ing that condition about. No gin-
ner, unless he has special equip-
ment, can turn out a good sample
from wet cotton caused by dew,
rain, or green, sappy bolls. Also
a ginner cannot turn out good
samples by running at top speed
and with tight rolls even if the
farmer has brought in clean-
picked, dry cotton. Therefore there
is a dual responsibility on the
farmers and ginners in proper
harvesting and ginning, and care-
ful handing could easily result in
thousands of dollars additional in-
come to farmers and great savings
to ginner”™

Dangers CitedT
Wagon Violations

The violation of the law in driv-
ing wagons and other vehicles on
highways at night without the
use of reflectors was cited by dis-
trict attorney, John A. Hamilton
at the Lions Club meeting Tues-
day. Mr. Hamilton urged the club
to take action in warning farmers
of the violation as well as the
hazard along the highways by the
practice, which endangers life as
well as property loss.

Mr. Hamilton pointed out that
the reflectors could be secured
for a few cents and thus obey
the law as well as give the pro-

tection for which the law was de-
signed.

The Matador Lions Club author-
ized te publicity committee to
print and post placards at the
local gins, warning cotton raisers
of the dangers tid law violation.
