(Austin) -- State Comptroller John 
Sharp recently delivered more than $6 
million in supplemental training funds 
to 2,147 local law enforcement agen-
cies across the state. 

The Motley County Sheriff's De-
partment received $740.16. 

"More than 53,877 Texas peace 
officers now have additional funds for 
ongoing law enforcement training. 
The good news is the state's smaller 
law enforcement agencies - many of 
them hard-pressed for training funds 
- share in this allocation," Sharp said. 

Law enforcement agencies across 
the state are required to meet standards 
set by the Texas Commission on Law 
Enforcement Officer Standards and 
Education (TCLEOSE). 

"Many of these TCLEOSE-ap-
proved training programs cost be-
tween $55 and $75 per officer," Sharp 
said. "A class on crime-scene investi-
gation or fingerprinting will cost $125. 
A 560-hour basic peace officer certi-
fication class costs between $775 and 
$800." 

In 1997, Sharp returned nearly $6 
million to over 51,800 peace officers 
in 2,156 agencies. The 1997 training 
fund allocation represented the first 
full year the program had been in ef-
fect. 

The law enacted by the Texas Leg-
islature in 1995 requires that 20 per-
cent of the total amount collected from 
a special $2 court cost is to be allo-
cated equally among the state's law 
enforcement agencies. The remaining 
80 percent is allocated based on the 
number of eligible law enforcement 
positions each agency had as of Janu-
ary 1. 

"Based on the prescribed formula, 
this year each agency receives

$558.92 as its share of 20 percent of 
the total court cost collection and an 
additional $89.09 per officer," Sharp 
said. "Following the formula for allo-
cation, even a one-person constable's 
office will receive $648.01 to help pay 
for continuing education," Sharp said. 

The largest allocation of $465,099 
went to the Houston Police Depart-
ment and its more than 5,200 offic-
ers. The Dallas Police Department re-
ceived $246,429, based upon the for-
mula for its more than 2,700 officers. 
The more than 1,800 officers of the 
San Antonio Police Department re-
ceived $162,998 in additional train-
ing funds. 

The Fort Worth Police Department 
with nearly 1,200 officers received 
$105,224, the El Paso Police Depart-
ment and its more than 1,100 officers 
received $98.114, and the Austin Po-
lice Department force of 1,068 re-
ceived $94,652. 

An eligible law enforcement posi-
tion, as defined by law, is one held by 
a person licensed under Chapter 415, 
Government Code, who works as a 
peace officer or licensed jailer an av-
erage of at least 32 hours a week, is 
compensated by a political subdivi-
sion of the state at the minimum wage 
or higher, and is entitled to all em-
ployee benefits offered to a peace of-
ficer. 

The 1998 payments to local law 
enforcement agencies came from the 
$2 court costs for criminal offenses, 
including traffic fines, assessed and 
collected on or after January 1, 1997 
through December 31,1997, and re-
mitted to the Comptroller's Office. 
Payments of the previous year's col-
lection are made by the Comptroller 
each Friday.

Effective March 1, 1998, all chil-
dren from birth through 18 years of 
age, are approved to be vaccinated 
against Hepatitis B. 

Hepatitis B is a diceace of the liver 
caused by the hepatitis B virus. Some 
people who are infected never feel 
sick. Others have symptoms that 
might last for several weeks. Those 
symptoms can include: loss of appe-
tite and tiredness, pains in muscles, 
joints, or stomach, diarrhea or vomit-
ing, and yellow skin or eyes. 

Some people do not recover from 
Hepatitis B. These people are called 
carriers and will probably carry the 
hepatitis B virus in their blood for the 
rest of their lives. They may not look 
or feel sick, but they can spread the 
disease to other people. 
They can also get serious health prob-
lems, such as Cirrhosis (scarring of 
the liver) or liver cancer. In fact, the 
hepatitis B virus causes most of the 
liver-tancer in the world. In the United 
States alone, there are more than I 
million carriers of the Hepatitis B vi-
rus that can spread the virus to other 
people. 

A person can catch hepatitis B by 
!having sex, sharing drug nerdles, or 
sharing personal items, such as razors 
or toothbrushes, with someone who 
has the disease. 

Children can be protected from 
hepatitis B by being vaccinated with 
three doses of hepatitis B vaccine.

CHOOSE GREENS 
FOR SPRING 

If you are planting a garden, be 
sure to include green, leafy veg-
etables. Spinach, kale, broccoli, beet 
and mustard are examples of plait 
that can provide green leaves for the 
table. With adequate moisture they 
can be harvested all summer until 
frost. 

Wild greens, such as dandelion and 
poke, are also excellent when cut at 
the proper time. Leaf and head lettuce 
are OK too, but have less food value 
than plants with leaves that are darker 
green in color. 

Geens are good for you because 
they are a rich source of many of the 
nutrients that are frequently in low 
supply in our diets. These include vi-
tamin A, folacin, vitamin C, calcium, 
iron and other trace minerals. Greens 
contain beta-carotene, from which 
vitamin A is formed. Adequate eating 
of foods rich in carotene nave help io 
lower risk from cancer. 

Greens also add interest and 
variety to meals. They are low in fat, 
but adding a rich dressing to salads or 
cooking in bacon fat can change that. 
Some good advice is to use bacon fat 
and salad dressings sparingly. Or you 
can substitute vinegar or lemon juice 
for the dressing oil to reduce fat and 
calories.

Mustard Greens - While the seeds 
are popular when ground into a con-
diment, the leaves and stalks make 
delicious eating when served either 
raw or cooked. 

Turnip Greens - If you only eat the 
stem ( or "root") of this plant, you lose 
the most nutritious part - the leaves. 

Spinach - Thanks to Popeye, spin-
ach has a well-deserved reputation as 
a healthful food. Serve it raw or 
cooked. 

Be sure to wash all greens thor-
oughly before use.

It's that time again. Tune to remind 
your friends and relatives that on Sat-
urday, April 4, the annual Whiteflat 
Homecoming will take place at the 
Senior Citizens Building in Matador. 

The numbers may be dwindling, 
but that's all the more reason to gather 
together and share old memories. 
Who cares if they've been told more 
than once, or twice, or every year. 

So come early and stay late. The 
coffee pot will be on! 
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immortal letter to the people of Texas - and to all Ameri-
cans. He knew the Mexican Army was approaching, and he 
knew that he had only a very few men at arms to help defend 
the San Antonio fortress. 

Colonel Travis wrote: 
"Fellow citizens and compatriots: I am besieged by a 

thousand or more of the Mexicans under Santa Anna - I 
have sustained a continual bombardment and cannonade 
for 24 hours and have not lost a man - the enemy has 
demanded a surrender at discretion, otherwise, the garrison 
are to be put to the sword, if the fort is taken = I have 
answered the demands with a cannon shot, and our flag still 
waves proudly from the wall - I shall never surrender or 
retreat. Then, I call on you in the name of liberty, of 
patriotism and of everything dear to the American charac-
ter, to come to our aid, with all dispatch. The enemy is 
receiving reinforcements daily and will no doubt increase 
to three or four thousand in four or five days. If this call is 
neglected, I am determined to sustain myself as long as 
possible and die like a solder who never forgets what is due 
to his own honor and that of his country - Victory or 
Death. William Barret Travis, Lt. Col, Commander." 

What American, Texan or otherwise, can fail to be 
stirred by Col. Travis' resolve? 

In the battle that followed, 184 brave men died in a 
heroic but vain attempt to fend off Santa Anna's over-
whelming army. But the Alamo was crucial. Because those 
heroes at the Alamo held out for so long, Santa Anna's 
forces were battered and diminished. General Sam Hous-
ton gained the time he needed to muster his forces and 
devise a strategy to defeat Santa Anna at the Battle of San 
Jacinto, April 21, 1836. 

The Lone Star was visible on the horizon at last. 
We Texans continue to commemorate the heroic times 

during which we won our independence, existed as a 
republic and finally joined the Union. Each year in March 
I read Colonel Travis' letter to my colleagues in the Senate 
to remind them - and all of us - of the pride Texans share 
in their history, and in being the only state that came into the 
Union as a republic. 

t the beginning of each year I look forward to 
March 2, a special day for Texans, a day that fills 
our hearts with pride. 

On that day, 162 years ago, a solemn convention of 54 
men meeting in the small settlement of Washington-on-
the-Brazos signed the Texas Declaration of Independence. 

The declaration stated: 
"We, therefore...do hereby resolve and declare ... that 

the people of Texas do now constitute a free, sovereign and 
independent republic..." 

At the time, Texas was a remote territory of Mexico, 
hospitable only to the bravest and most determined of 
settlers. After declaring our independence, the founding 
delegates quickly wrote a constitution for the newborn 
republic and organized an interim government. 

My great-great grandfather was one of the signers of 
those historic documents. 

As was the case when the American Declaration of 
Independence was signed in 1776, our declaration only 
pointed the way toward a goal, the price of which was 
enormous effort and great sacrifice. 

While the convention sat in Washington-on-the-
Brazos, 6,000 Mexican troops were marching on the Alamo 
to challenge the newly created republic. Several days 
earlier, from the Alamo, Colonel William Travis sent his 

among the public and profession-
als, we still have not made enough 
impact in reducing heart attack 
treatment time delay over the 
past decade," said Jo Diehl of the 
American Heart Association 
(AHA).

with clot-busting drugs within an 
hour of symptom onset. 

Dr. Eric J. Topol from The 
Cleveland Clinic Foundation 
agrees. "If we can decrease the 
time between heart attack onset 
and treatment to within one 
hour, we can reduce deaths by 15 
percent." 

Only 68 percent of those sur-
veyed knew a heart attack begins 
at the onset of symptoms. A mere 
one in eight (12 percent) were 
aware that heart attack symp-
toms are different in men and 
women. 

The AHA says the key to sur-
vival is immediate action. If you 
experience the signs or symptoms 
of a heart attack or recognize them 
in another individual, the first 
step is to call 911 or the emergen-
cy number in your area. The sur-

But Brooks' biggest accomplish-
ment may have been in bringing a fit- 
ness mentality to the Game Warden 
Academy. Wardens, already a single-
minded lot, didn't take easily to the 
idea of being taught fitness to start 
with, much less by one of the first 
women to_ graduate from the 
acedmey. "It took a lot of time and it 
took going through the academy," 
Brooks said. 

"I reached them first as an RN," 
she said. "Now I reach them as a game 
warden. That gives me more credibil-
ity to teach survival,weight control 
and fitness. I'm able to bring a differ-
ent slant to the job. After all, the lead-
ing cause of death for officers is not 
bullets.It's cardiovascular disease. 
The leading cause of on-duty death is 
drowning, so we do a lot of work with 
cadets on swimming." 

Cinda Brooks, who grew up in 
Africa the daughter of Baptist medi-
cal missionaries, figured the fitness 
and survival skills she honed at play 
were good for leveling the playing 
field against three competitive broth- 
ers. 

"My brotehrs were always telling 
me, 'You can't do that You're a girl.' 
But we camped and climbed rocks. 
We were an active family and it was 
just a way of life," Brooks said. 

That way of life, though, laid a 
foundation that led Brooks, 37, to 
pursue a nursing degree and eventu-
ally a University of Texas master's 
degree in exercise physiology. A 
chance encounter with law enforce-
ment brought her into the Texas Game 
Warden Academy as the department's 
first full-time fitness training officer. 

"I was hired to teach wellness for 
game wardens," Brooks said. "Later 
I went through the academy. Law en-
forcement wasn't my calling That was 
nursing. But now I've got the best 
nurses's job and the best law enforce-
ment job." 

Brooks works with other game 
warden training officers in preparing 
new cadet clacces for life in the field, 
as well as offering fitness help and 
information programs to wardens al-
ready on the job. 

Every two years, she trains herself 
into shape to compete against - and 
beat - other officers from around the 
world. The biathlon, in which athletes 
mix competitive shooting with run-
ning three miles for time, is Brooks' 
event. 

"I stay in shape all the time and 
then about three months ahead I start 
pointing toward the event," Brooks 
said. "I have to stay in shape for my 
job anyway." Brooks figures to run 
each of her miles in less than 61/2 
minutes. In between runs, athlets must 
shoot pistols for scores. Poor shoot-
ing scores result in time added to the 
overall running time.

Two wardens have died in 1997 as 
a result of heart attacks. Brooks said. 
Such catastrophic events always cre-
ate a more viable atmosphere for 
reaching wardens with her fitness 
message. "But there's still some work 
to be done. I still make the most 
progress at the cadet level," she said. 
"They still think they have to listen to 
you." 

Each day, twice a day, Brooks takes 
the class of cadets through fitness 
training, then aids other officers in 
teaching survival and defense tech-
niques. Cadets have to learn that the 
basic routines they are learning may 
be the only things separating 
them from injury or death at the hands 
of a violator. 

"Being a game warden is a very 
sedentary job, "Brooks said "There's 
a lot of sitting, but when you've got 
to go, it's got to be flat out Most 
chases involving law enforcement 
officers are short, 200-300 meters. We 
all need to be able to do that. I give 
them the principles and it's up to them 
to do the work. 

"I feel that I've only just started. 
It's so spread out, but I'd love to do 
more statewide. I'd like to see us have 
a fitness coordinator in all our in man-
datory physical standards statewide."

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Texas stands to get $1.3 billion more under 
Senate Highway Bill

WASHINGTON (AP)- Texas 
would receive an extra $1.3 billion 
over six years to build and improve 
highways, provide mass transit and 
fund other transportation programs 
under a measure endorsed by the Sen-
ate transportation committee. 

Federal transportation spending 
nationwidewould rise by $26 billion to 

$173 billion over the next six years 
under the bill approved this week by 
Senate Environment and Public Works 
Committee. 

The extra funding derives from a 
plan by Sen. Phil Gramm, R-Texas, 
that would earmark all taxes that mo-
torists pay at the gas pump for trans-
portation. Currently, some of the 18.3 
cents in taxes per gallon of gas is 
diverted away from the federal h gh- 

way trust fund for use in other govern-
ment programs, including deficit re-
duction. 

Texas would see its highway fund-
ing rise to $10.4 billion over six years 
from the $9.1 billion that had been 
envisioned before Gramm and Sen. 
Robert Byrd, D-W. Va., secured lead-
ership and committee approval for their 
plan. The $10.4 billion would be some 
60 percent more than under the previ-
ous highway bill. 

The Senate bill makes strides in 
rectifying the unequal funding situ-
ation for Texas and other so-called 
"donor" states who for years have paid 
more into the highway trust fund than 
they've received. 

Currently, Texas recieves 76 cents 
for every dollar paid into the trust fund 
in the form of gasoline taxes. Under 
the Senate bill, every state would be 
guaranted at least 91 cents on the dol-
lar. 

Texas transportation officals were 
pleased at the Senate panel's action, 
although the highway bill remains far 
from completion. The House, which 
has a bill seeking more money than the 
Senate, has not yet brought its bill to

the floor and is unlikely to do so before 
May. 

But Texas Department of Trans-
portation policy analyst David S oilcan 
said the Senate action is important 
because it sets the framework for in-
creasing Texas' rate of payout from 
the trust fund. "we have managed, I 
think, to further improve our rate of 
return," he said. "And, we've gotten 
closer to spending highway trust fund 
revenues at the rate they are coming 
in." 

Beyond the $10.4 billion Texas 
would recieve under the Senate bill, 
the state also would be eligible for a 
chunk of the $450 million added to a 
discretionary fund for border infras-
ture programs. That money would be 
allocated by the federal Transporta-
tion Department. 

Some states face a disruption in 
their highway construction programs 
if Congress doesn't pass a new high-
way spending bill by May 1, when 
current legislation expires, Texas 
officals have said that hey have enough 
funds in reserve to ensure continuation 
of their construction projects for atleast 
several months.

The Wildlife Habitat Incentitives 
Program (WHIP) is the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture's newest wildlife 
program and it's for people who want 
to restore degraded native wildlife 
habitat on private lands. 

"WHIP is a voluntary program 
which provides both technical assis-
tance and cost-sharing to restore de-
graded native wildlife habitat on pri-
vate lands," explains James Gillespie, 
District Conservationist with the 
USDA Natural Resources Conserva-
tion Service (NRCS). "Participants 
who own or control land agree to pre-
pare and implement a wildlife habitat 
development plan which contains 
wildlife habitat practices to be in-
stalled on the land. In addition, if the 
landowner agrees, wildlife agencies 
like the Texas Department of Wild-
life and Fisheries, U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service, or private organizations 
like Ducks Unlimited may also pro-
vide expertise or additional funding 
to help complete a project" 

The wildlife habitat development 
plan is prepared in consultation with 
the Upper Pease Soil and Water Con-
servation District. The plan describes 
the landowner's goals for improving 
wildlife habitat, includes a list of prac-

The NRCS agrees to provide tech-
nical assistance and pay up to 75 per-
cent of the cost of installing the wild-
life habitat practices. Land is not eli-
gible for WHIP if it's currently en-
rolled in the Water Bank Program, 
Conservation Reserve Program, and 
the Wetlands Reserve Program.
