Caller ID is a new optional phone service which allows subscrib-
ers to see the phone number and/or name of most local calls before
they answer the phone. Caller ID also allows the recording of the
date, time, name and/or phone number of calls. Currently, Caller ID
would work only on most local calls, not long distance calls. It would
also require that a separate display unit be connected to the tele-
phone. These units that attach to'the telephone will be available from
various retail vendors, including Southwestern Bell, at a cost starting
at approximately $50.

Southwestern Bell is also proposing that all customers be
able to “block,” or stop their name/number from being transmit-
ted and displayed on a Caller ID device, free of charge. You would
have this option of “blocking” your name/number on each call
free of charge.

Anonymous Call Rejection (ACR or “block the blocker”) allows
subscribers to automatically reject all calls that have been marked
anonymous, or “blocked” by the person calling. It is not necessary
to subscribe to Caller ID Name/Number to subscribe to ACR.

Itis expected that the restructuring of Custom Calling Features will result in a
rate increase for approxi ly 2.9 million resi c and 280,000 busi-
ness customers.

Let it Rain

It has been raining here as if all the faucets in heaven had been opened
full blast.

Before the steady downpour turned my vine-ripening tomatoes into
soup, we had “frequent intermittent showers.” Very frequent.

It is the sort of weather that tries a mother’s soul, not to mention her
patience and creativity.

After sacrificing June to summertime landscape and home-improve-
ment chores, I had planned the rest of the summer around my favorite
lounge chair at the pool. Instead, I have been searching for new answers
to familiar questions.

“What can we do now?” “Do you think it will stop soon?” “Why can’t
we go to the pool?”

I'went through every “rainy day” guidebook at the library, played more
games of Monopoly than I can count and even reneged a little on our “no
.daytime TV” rule. And it’s still raining.

This morning, in desperation, I discovered the solution. I sent the chil-
dren outside to play.

““But Mom!” Julie cried. “My
get wet!”

“No wetter than at the pool,” I noted,
scooting my 12-year-old and her 5-year-
old sister, Emily, out the door. Soon they
were romping around the yard in their
boots and slickers, having what the little

one called “an adventure!”

I realized then that my children had rarely, if ever, been “caught™ in
the rain. Rainy mornings before school, Dad drove them to the bus stop.
Rainy afternoons, I picked them up.

The only firsthand exposure our children had to a rainstorm was a quick
run from the store to the car — barely long enough to get damp.

Clearly, it was a major failing in their upbringing.

Watching Julie and Emily frolic in the puddles, I recalled the time at
Girl Scout camp when my troop got lost in a storm after our leader de-
cided to take a shortcut through the woods. There was no path and no
indication that our drenched little bodies ever again would see civiliza-
tion. Exhilarated, I wiped the water from my eyes to see the tall trees
bend in the wind. What an adventure!

I recalled many days trudging home from school in the rain. Or stand-
ing on the corner in a downpour with my safety patrol flag, guiding smaller
children across the street. Much later in life, the rain caused me little
concern as we hauled and piled sandbags in our efforts — sometimes
successful, sometimes futile — to contain the river that regularly threat-
ened the tiny Appalachian town where I went to college. I realized today
that I had done my children no great favor by protecting them from the
weather. Learning to deal with — and respect — the elements is an
important part of growing up.

The next time we have a deluge, which I'm sure will be soon, I plan to
don my rain gear and join them in the back yard. Il

are not secking medical care they need
because of financial worries. The situ-
ation is the same all over the country.

South Plains Health Provider Organi-
zation is one of approximately 550 health
care organizations throughout the nation
who are part of the Community Health
Center Program. This is one of the few
successful programs remaining from the
mid-1960s and the War on Poverty. More
than six million people are now served by
this system of private, community based
health care facilities. Their federal grants
mandate that services be comprehensive
and delivered in ways that are sensitive to
local community customs and needs. A
unique feature of the program is that a

majority of health center board members
must be persons who use the center's
services for their own health care.
Motley County Clinic is justone of the
eleven clinics under South Plains Health
Provider Organization in Plainview.
Gerry Jones, Clinic Supervisor, has been
with the organization for six years and is
a certified Family Nurse Practitioner
(FNP). A Family Nurse Practitioner is a
registered Nurse (RN) who has also been
certified through a recognized family
nurse practiiioner program of advanced
education and expanded skills.

Production estimates for the High
Plains of Texas seem to be caught in an
endless downward spiral as the begin-
ning of the 1992 harvest season draws
near, according to Lubbock-based Plains
Cotton Growers (PCG).

PCG officials, citing the two most
recent USDA estimates, say that with
each reduction in the estimates a clearer
picture of the extent of this year's crop
losses develops.

"Without the benefit of an acre by acre
accounting there is really no way toaccu-
rately predict the outcome of the 1992
crop,” explains PCG Executive Vice
President Donald Johnson. "We truly
won't know where we stand until the last
bale is ginned. I'he one thing we doknow
is that the 1992 ginning season will be
significantly shorter than what we would
have predicted earlier in the year."

As usual the primary factor determin-
ing the eventual size of this year's crop
will be the weather. Farmers with cotton
in the field are hoping for a somewhat
normal freeze date at the end of October
or early November in order to give the
crop a few extra weeks to mature. An
early freeze could well mean the differ-
ence between a crop close to the USDA
estimate of 1.24 million bales or a crop
well below the one million bale mark.
