SAFEGUARD YOUR INFANT 
AGAINST FOODBORNE ILLNESS 

Even a small "dose" of harmful bacte-
ria can make a tiny baby sick with foo-
dbome illness. This is because infants do 
not yet have fully developed immune 
systems, the body's defense against in-
vading organisms. 

Mothers can protect their babies 
against the life-threatening dangers of 
foodbome illness by preparing and han-
dling the babys food safely and by taking 
precautions when feeding the child. 

When leaving the baby in the care of a 
sitter or family member, explicit instruc-
tions for warming and handling food 
should be given. Safe food handling and 
hygiene practices should also be consid-
ered when choosing a day care facility. 

These suggestions can help prevent 
the risk of dehydration and other conse-
quences of foodborne illness in your baby: 

* Keep everything_spotlessly clean. 
Harmful bacteria can spread from hands, 
utensils, dish towels, almost anything, to 
your baby's food. Use detergent and hot 
water to wash all utensils, including the 
can opener, which comes into contact 
with the baby's food. 

* Discard leftover formula in the bottle 
from a previous feeding. Bacteria from 
the baby's mouth can be introduced into 
the formula where it can grow and milti-
ply enough to cause illness. 

* Don't feed your-baby from the tar. 
Again, bacteria form saliva on the spoon 
contaminates any remaining food in the 
jar. Transfer food to a dish before feed-
ing. This can also help prevent waste. 

* Don't leave baby's milk, formula, or 
food at room temperature. Food left out 
of the refrigerator for more than two 
hours may be unsafe. Also, don't leave a 
bottle in the crib with an older baby where

it might be consumed over several hours. 
* Follow the manufacturer's recom-

mendations for preparing baby bottles 
before filling. Observe the "use-by" dates 
printed on cans of formula. 

* Check commercial baby foods to see 
that the safety button on the lid is down. 
If the jar lid doesn't "pop" when opened, 
or is not safely sealed, do not use it. Also, 
do not use any jars with rusty lids. 

* When making homemade baby food, 
thoroughly clean the blender or food 
processor after each making. Use a brush 
to clean areas around the blender blades 
or precessor parts. Old food particles can 
harbor bacteria and contaminate other 
foods put in the appliance. 

Observe recommended storage times 
for milk, formula, and baby food. Opened 
or freshly made baby foods containing 
only fruits and vegetables can be stored 
for two or three days in the refrigerator. 
Keep refrigerated and use meats, egg, or 
meat/vegetable conbinations in one or 
two days. Expressed breast milk may be 
safe for five days in the refrigerator, for-
mula for two days, and whole milk for 
five days. Foods can be frozen for longer 
storage, although it is not recommended 
to freeze formula. 

When traveling with the baby, store 
bottles and food in an insulated cooler. 
Place the ice chest in the passenger sec-
tion of the car.

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State Comptroller Sends More Than $150 Million In May 	Lafayette College Honors 
Sales Tax Rebates To Texas Cities and Counties 	Former Matador Resident 
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(Austin) - State Comptroller John 
Sharp today sent a total of $150.8 million 
in May sales tax rebates to 1,066 Texas 
cities and 105 counties, a 4.3 percent 
increase over the payments of one year 
ago. 

Texas cities received $136.6 million, 
a 4.2 percent hike over the $131.1 million 
they received last May. Counties received 
a total of $14.2 million in May rebates, a 
5.2 percent increase over May, 1991, 
rebates totaling $13.5 million. 

"Monthly rebates to cites and counties 
so far this year continue to reflect a slow, 
but steady improvement in the state econ-
omy," Sharp said. 

The City of Houston received nearly 
$21.6 million, the largest city sales tax 
rebate for May, virtually identical to the 
payment in May a year ago. 

"While growth is slower than in recent 
months, Houston's economy remains 
positive as reflected in 1992 payments to 
date of $88 million, a slight increase over 
teh $87.9 million sent during the same 
five month period in 1991," Sharp said. 

The $13.2 million payment to Dallas 
in May was the second largest, again a 
slight increase over the $12.8 million sent 
the city for the same period last year.

"Despite wholesale and retail employ-
ment gains, the Dallas area continues to 
suffer from the national recession and 
defense cutbacks. Service employment 
in the Dallas area continues to lead all 
sectors, but reduced consumer confidence 
due to the recession has resulted in lower 
demand for manufactured goods," said 
Sharp. 

Continued growth in service and 
government employemnt contributed to 
the $7.6 million rebate to San Antonio, 
the third largest payment in May and a 3.6 
percent hike over the May 1991 payment 
of $7.3 million to the Alamo city. 

"With the exception of finance, all of 
thecity'semployment sectors experienced 
growth over the past year. As the econ-
omy continues to impvoe and with the 
tourist season near, SanAntonio's short 
term prospects are favorable," Sharp said. 

Austin logged the fourth highest state 
rebate with a May payment of $5.4 mil-
lion, but down 3.6 percent from the $5.7 
million rebated to the city in May last 
year. 

"Abetter indicator to look at this month 
is the year-to-date payments to Austin of 
$23.7 million, up 3 percent over the $23 
million rebated to the city during the

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1992 June Agriculture Survey 

A pair of important meetings brought 
cotton leaders from across the U.S. to 
Lubbock, May 19-21. Members of the 
Cotton Foundation and the National 
Cotton Council (NCC) Producer Steer-
ing Committee (PSC) met in Lubbock to 
discuss issues relating to the cotton in-
dustry. 

The meetings were conducted May 19 
by the Conon Foundation and May 20-21 
by the PSC. Cotton Foundation members 
were briefed on current research projects 
being funded by the industry group. Cur-
rently funded projects range from pro-
duction oriented research to development 
of processes used in the spinning and 
weaving of textiles. Special emphasis is 
currently being planned on the issue of 
sticky cotton and the control of insects 
that contribute to the problem. 

PSC members heard reports from 
current NCC President Jerry Calvani, 
NCC staff members and were addressed 
by officials of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA). 

NCC staff members provided an up-
dated crop forecast for the 1992 crop and 
discussed some of the legislative issues 
they are currently working on inWash-
ington. Issues being addressed by the 

NCC staff range from conservation 
compliance regulations to a new pro-
posal that would limit government pay-
ments on farms with gross incomes of 
$125,000 or more. 

• 
The PSC was also briefed on a number 

of important topics by USDA officials. 
Randy Green, USD Deputy Under Sec-
retary for International Affairs and 
Commodity Programs discussed several 
issues relevant to the cotton industry. 
Green addressed the continuing GATT 
and NAFTA negotiatons as well as cur- 
rent disaster programs and federal crop 
insurance. Green noted that sooner or 
later the current practice of providing 
both federal crop insurance and disaster 
programs will need to be reconsidered. 

Charles Cunningham, head of the 
USDA ASCS Cotton, Rice and Grain 
Division explained some of the new rules 
for the 1992 farm program and how they 
would be implemented. He also discussed 
how ASCS would be handling Loan 
Deficiency Payments for the 1992 crop. 

"The meeting of the Producer Steer-
ing Committee and the Cotton Founda-
tion in Lubbock was a tremendous oppor-
tunity for the producers of this area to see 

all the work the National CottonCouncil 
is doing on their behalf," says PCG Ex-
ecutive Vice President Donald Johnson. 
"It was also an opportunity to show cot-
ton leaders from other areas of the Belt 
some of the innovative ongoing projects 
initiated by area producers." 

According to Lubbock-based Plains 
Cotton Growers (PCG) the meetings also 
provided Hgh Plains producers an oppor-
tunity to show members of the PSC and 
Cotton Foundation some of the unique 
programs and cultural practices used in 
this area. 

Members of the groups were taken on 
tours of the Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station north of Lubbock,Texas 
Tech's International Center for Textile 
Research and Development, the AG-
CARES demonstration project in Lamesa 
and an up close look at the Caprock on the 
Indian Canyon Ranch east of Lamesa. 

Among the projects discussed during 
these tours was the Plains Cotton Im-
provement Program (PCIP) and the PCG 
Boll Weevil Diapause Control Program.

AUSTIN --- Joy Staggs of Paducah 
will be calling on several Motley, Cottle, 
Dickens, and Hardeman county farmers 
over the next few weeks, asking for their 
cooperation on a major national agricul-
tural survey. 

The local farmers were selected by 
statistical sampling procedures to partici-
pate in the annual June Agricultural Sur-
vey. More than 125,000 farmers and 
ranchers nationwide will be surveyed 
during the first half of June by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture's National 
Agricultural Statistics Service. 

The information gathered will be used 
to make State, regional, and national es-
timates of crop acreage, grain stocks, 
livestock inventories, number of farms 
and land in farms, and other statistics. 

The Texas Agricultural Statistical 
Service in Austin is handling the Texas 
portion of the survey. 

During the survey period, Joy will 
work as an official "enumerator" collect-
ing data. 

Rich Allen, chairman of USDA's 
Agricultural Statistics Board, explained 
the purpose of the survey like this: "We  

are seeking to develop reliable crop and 
livestock estimates in order to maintain 
an orderly marketing system." 

lie continued: "The estimates are a 
working tool to help farmers and ranch-
ers in their production, marketing, and 
investment decisions," he said. 

Allen added that USDA and univer-
sity economists, extension agents. farm 
organizations, lenders, and other depend 
on the information. "Federal and State 
agricultural officials base many of their 
decisions on data collected in this sur-
vey," he said. 

Lubbock, May 14 -- Walter Fronstin, 
district director of the U.S. Small Busi-
ness Administration (SBA) in Lubbock 
announced recently that SBA is accept-
ing applications for Economic Injury 
Disaster Loans (EIDL) from eligible small 
business concerns and small agricultural 
cooperatives located in several West 
Texas counties which are serviced by the 
Lubbock office. 

Businesses located in Motley County 
have until December 10, 1992 to file an 
EIDL application. 

Businesses seeking loan information 
and loan applications may call, toll-free, 
1-800-473-0477. 

Fronstin said applicants must have 
sustained substantial economic injury 
because of their dependence upon farm-
ers and ranchers who suffered agricul-
tural damages. The agricultural damages 
were caused by extreme freezing weather 
conditions which occurred between Oc-
tober 1 and December 31,1991. 
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Joy said she wants to make sure that 
Motley County farmersare properly repre-
sented in the State and national samples, 
so that local agriculture is reflected accu-
rately in the survey results. Most farmers 
selected for interviews have already been 
notified by mail. "Responses to survey 
questionnaires are strictly confidential," 
Staggs said. Data about an individual's 
farm or ranch are used only in combina-
tion with reports from other producers. 
Results will be analyzed by USDA, which 
will report the findings in the next few 
weeks. 

To qualify for the EIDL loans, appli-
cants must be unable to secure financing 
fromother sources and must be consid-
ered small by SBA size standards. 

This loan program is intended to assist 
agriculture-dependent businesses and 
small agriculture cooperatives who sus-
tained a substantital decrease in sales (or 
other forms of economic injury) directly 
due to losses incurred by farmers and 
ranchers to whom the business usually 
sales. 

"Farmers and ranchers are not eligible 
for these SBA loans," Fronstin said. "Nor 
are small businesses claiming to have 
been physically injured by the specified 
weather conditions." 

The interest rate for loans processed 
under this designation is 4 percent. The 
loans are limited to the financial needs of 
the applicant based on the actual eco-
nomic injury and may be made for up to 
$500,000. A loan may extend to 30 years, 
depending on repayment abilty.

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Dangers of Smokeless Tobacco 
Smokeless tobacco has hit a home run 

with males between the ages of 16 and 29, 
and cancer control experts are crying 
foul. 

"Studies show that 17 percent of boys 
between grades 3 and 12, and 22 percent 
of college men, use it more than once a 
week," said Dr. Larry Laufman, assistant 
professor of medicine at Baylor College 
of Medicine in Houston. "Many mistak-
enly think it is a safe alternative to smo-
ling." 

The habit, highly visible during base-
ball season and often perceived as ma-
cho, can be deadly. 

"There is a risk of developing oral 
cancer," said Laufman, who works at 
Baylor's Center for Cancer Control Re-
search. "It is a gamble, just like smoking 
and lung cancer You may not get oral 
cancer, but if you do, the chance of five-
year survival is about 50/50." 

While future health problems often do 
not concern "invincible" teens, smoke-
less tobacco's cosmetic pitfalls - bad 
breath, receeding gums, stained teeth and 
white patches (called leukoplakia) on the

gums - may hit home. 
"Another drawback that may influ-

ence teens is the cost. It is money that can 
be spent on other things, like CDs, gaso-
line and dates," Laufman added. 

Smokeless tobacco users often believe 
it is not addicting, but the amount of 
nicotine absorbed is four to five times 
more than cigarettes. 

"Even though the nicotine enters the 
system more slowly, the user gets more 
and it is in the system longer," Laufmani 
said. "This makes it addictive and diffi-
cult to stop." 

Quitting techniques for smokeless 
tobacco are similar to those used for ciga-
rettes. for people trying to quit, Laufman 
suggests the following guidelines: 

—Have a plan, and set a specific date 
to stop. 

—If quitting seems impossible, try ta-
pering off by buying only one can or 
pouch at a time. 

Nicotine withdrawal, combined with 
the loss of an activity that has become a 
habit, can cause anxiety and irritability. 

where a suntan is thought to be glamour-
ous. We need to stress that there is no 
such thing as a healthy tan. A tan is 
evidence of permanent, cumulative ra-
diation damage to the skin-damage which 
causes not only cancer, but also prema-
ture aging." 

Dr. Goldman said that each person has 
his own lifetime limits for overexposure 
to ultraviolet light. Children and older 
people, especially those with light skins, 
have lower tolereance to sunlight than do 
young adults with dark skin. "But even 
dark-skinned people have their limits," 
he said. 

"Once a person reaches his tolerance 
for ultraviolet light, skin cancer may 
appear," Dr. Goldman said. Wming signs 
include sores that do not heal, changes in 
the size or color of moles or birthmarks, 
or appearance of spots that are irregular 
in shape, varied in color, or are larger than 
one-fourth inch in diameter 

Health authorities recommend that 
peole with frequent sun exposures, or 
those with personal or family histories of 
skin cancerroutinely examine themselves 
for skin cancer symptoms. Using a full-
length mirror and hand mirror at least 
once a month, each person should look 
for any changes in skin color, moles and 
other marks, including on the scalp and 
between the toes. Any notable skin 
changes warrant a doctor's opinion. 

To reduce the risk of overexposure to 
the sun: 

* Wear protective clothing - hats, long 
sleeves and gloves; 

* Select and use a sunscreen (rated 15 
or higher) at least half an hour before 
going into the sun. Use a waterproof 
formula,or reapply after swimming or 
heavy perspiration; 

* Avoid the sun's most intense rays 
between 10 a.m. and 3 p.m.; and 

— Think of positive reasons for quit-
ting. 

— Have a substitute - sunflower seeds, 
sugarless gum. 

— Drink plenty of water or fruit juices 
— Gain the support of friends and 

family.

MEN WHO BEAT 
THEIR WIFE 

What kind of person beats up his wife? 
Are they naturally cruel people? Is this 
behavior learned? These are hard ques-
tions. The batterer rarely admits to hav-
ing a problem much less being cruel. To 
most people he is a nice guy. The wife-
beater can come from any walk of life. 

The batterer often feels helpless, fear-
ful, inadequate, and insecure. He is nor-
mally angry with himself about his life. 
He may think he is a loser so beating his 
wife is one way to appear to be a winner. 
He thinks even though he can't control 
things around him, he will control his 
wife!!! Violence is usually a response to 
the stress in a person's personal life. 

The practiced batterer knows how to 
aim his blows in places that will not 
show. I've heard of wives/partners being

beaten for breaking the egg yolk while 
cooking, for not giving him the first piece 
of desert,cooking a dish he didn't like, for 
something someone on the job did to him, 
and wearing her hair in a pony tail. 

Battering husbands often have been 
battered children or witnessed violence 
between their parents as young children. 
Some think it is mainly the lower-class 
families who experience family violence. 
they may have fewer resources and less 

privacy, and are more apt to contact public 
agencies who compile statistics. 

Some feel alcohol is the problem. It 
may be a factor but not the problem. A 
person, who is potentially violent, can 
drink with the sole purpose of laying the 
blame for his actions on alcohol. The 
family and society will have the tendency 
to believe that the intoxicated person is 
not fully responsible for their behavior. 
Stopping the drinking will not stop the 
violence. Anything can release the trig-
ger of violence in a batterer. It can be 
alcohol, a baby's cry, a bad day at work or 
a dog barking. 

A batterer usually has a possessive 
view of things, especially his wife. There's 
normally a male-dominated family sys-
tem in operation. 

Seldom does a batterer seek help with-
out some type of mandate to do so. One of 
the best ways is for charges to be pressed 
and counseling be made mandatory for a 
lengthy period. The good news is that 
there is help available! (Some of the above 
came from a book "Battered Wives" by 
Del Martin).

REPEATED EXPOSURE TO 
SUN'S RAYS IS LEADING 
CAUSE OF SKIN CANCER 

Every year, more than 600,000 new 
cases of skin cancer are diagnosed in the 
U.S. Usually caused by repeated overex-
posure to the sun's ultraviolet rays, skin 
cancer can be deadly. However, most 
skin cancer, if detected and treated early, 
can be cured. 

Sunlight's danger is increasing, ac-
cording to scientists, since air pollution 
continues to deplete the Earth's protec-
tive ozone layer. 

A recent Centers for Disease Control 
study showed than men, 50 and older, 
especially those who work outdoors, are 
among those at highest risk of developing 
melanoma, one of the most dangerous 
forms of skin cancer. Although only about 
27,000 skin cancers reported annually in 
the U.S are melanoma, they account for 
about 75 percent of skin cancer deaths. 
The incidence and death rate from skin 
cancer among U.S. men has doubled 
during the last 16 years. 

Therefore, the Texas Department of 
Health (TDH) has joined other state and 
national organizations in observing Na-
tional Melanoma Detection and Preven-
tion Month in May.
