Late 1973 and early 1974
proved to be one of the worst
periods for range fires in
many years. Local firemen
answered a total of seventy-
one alarms for rural fires
from June 1, 1973 to June 1,
1974

While many of the fires
were fairly minor in nature
and required only minimum
time and effort to bring
under control, several were
large fires involving thous-
ands of acres and required as
long as several days to bring
under control

Accurate estimates of the
losses suffered by local
cattlemen as a result of these
fires are impossible ot
obtain. The largest single
item of loss to a rancher is
the loss of grazing of affected
land until the next growing
season. During periods of
drouth, pasture land often
will not fully recover from
the effects of a prairie fire for
several seasons. The loss of
fences and the occasional
loss of livestock also creates
a serious financial burden on
the ranchowner

The Matador Volunteer
Fire Department and Motley
County officials began a

concentrated effort to in-
crease the rural firefighting
capability of the department
early in 1973. An agreement
was reached between the fire
department members and
county officials whereby the
county agreed to furnish the
firefighting equipment and a

small payment to the
firemen fighting the fires
New equipment was pur-

chased and a building built to
house the equipment

Prior to 1973, firemen had
relied on an army surplus
tanker truck, a 3-4 ton Dodge
Power Wagon, and an army
surplus jeep for rural
firefighting equipment. All of
these vehicles had been in
use for over ten years and
were in poor mechanical
condition

Four two and one-half ton
trucks were purchased from
Army Surplus through the
Motley County Civil Defense
organization. Two of the
trucks were equiped with
tanks and pumps, and two
were used for spare parts to
keep the other two trucks in
good operating condition
These trucks are tandem
axle all-wheel drive vehicles
and are equipped with dual
range automatic transmis-
sions. The high ground
clearance and rugged con-
struction of the trucks make
them especially well suited
for carrying heavy loads of
water over the rough, brushy
terrain common to most
parts of Motley County

The 34 ton Dodge truck,
already owned by the fire
department, was extensively
repaired and equipped with a
new water tank and water
pump This smaller truck,
while not able to carry as

large a supply of water as the
larger trucks, is better able
to negotiate extremely rough
terrain such as the edges of
rough canyons and brushy
creek banks

After the trucks were
outfitted with the firefighting
equipment, all were given a
coat of bright red paint, and
equipped with two-way
radios to facilitate com-
munications between the
trucks

All of the conversion work
on these trucks was done by
members of the fire depart-
ment. Countless volunteer
man-hours were spent on
these projects, which took
several months to complete

Fire Chief Alton Marshall
states that while the rural
firefighting capability of the
department has been greatly
increased by the addition of
the new equipment, combat
ing prairie fires still remains
a cooperative effort

When a larger range fire is
reported, county commis-
sioners send a maintainer to
cut fire guards and neighbor-
ing ranchers assist with
cattle sprayers, tractors, and
often with wet burlap sacks
and shovels. Chief Marshall
stated that many of the
larger fires would be
impossible to control without
the aid of these concerned
neighbors

The causes of grass fires in
this area are varied. The
majority of the grass fires
this past year have started at
or near the railroad tracks
that cross the county
Lightning has started several
of the fires, and several have
been attributed to van
dalism. The cause of some of
the fires has been impossible
to determine

During the winter months
ahead landowners, as well as
city residents, are reminded
to be especially careful of
fire dangers from dry grass
Fire guards in pastures
bordering public roads and
between property lines have
proved to be one of the inost
successful fire deterrents in
the rural areas. Rural and
city residents alike are asked
to use screens over recep-
tacles where trash is burned
to prevent blowing ashes

In the event of fire, either
in town or in the rural areas,
residents are asked to report
the fire as quickly as possible
to the Matador Fire Depart-
ment by telephone. 347--2323
is the number assigned to the
fire department, and is to be
used only to report fires
When this number is dialed,
ten phones located in
firemen's homes ring simul-
taniously, overriding any
other conversations that
might be in progress
Residents are asked not to
use this number for informa-
tion, or any purpose other
than for reporting fires
