Hunters
Warned

Night hunters of coyotes
are warned by Sheriff Jinks
Wilson of shooting cattle by
mistake. Several ranchers
have found dead cattle,
victims of high powered
rifles, of the type used by
wolf hunters

One Motley County ranch-
er has found three dead
animals, valued at more than
$1,000. Sheriff Wilson says
some use strong-beamed
lights. After sounding wolf
decoy whistle, they wait for
the approach of their prey,
and fire at any pair of eyes
that comes in sight, or is
within range of their power
ful lights

Cattle are very expensive
and important to ranchers
The loss of even one animal
hurts the rancher

Sheriff Wilson says most of
the ranchers want the wolves
destroyed but not at the
expense of cattle

The shooting of valuable
cattle has been reported to
the State Game Warden but
no decision has been re
turned. It, of course, violates
property rights

Hunters are asked to
contact ranchers in advance,
and, if possible, do their
hunting during daylight
hours. If they hunt at night,
they are asked to use
extreme care
