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Burn Order issued 
for Motley County 

the order, the officer may, at his dis-
cretion, notify the party about the pro-
visions of this order and request com-
pliance with it. In such instances, an 
entry of the notification shall be made 
into the dispatchers log containing the 
time, date, and place of the warning, 
and the name of the person receiving 
the warning. 

At the discretion of the peace of-
ficer and/or Fire Chief, second of fla-
grant violations of this order may be 
prosecuted in accordance with the 
statutes and procedures governing 
misdemeanors. 

The notice continues to state that 
this order may be enforced by any 
duly-commissioned peace officer and 
that the venue for prosecution of this 
order will be County Court, Motley 
County, Texas.

Wildfires burn over 13,000 acres in 
Motley and Cottle County 

Motley County Judge Laverna M. 
Price has issued an Outdoor Burn 
Order for Motley County. She has also 
issued a Declaration of Disaster 
Threat of Wildfires for the county. 

Mrs. Price stated in her Emer-
gency Order, dated June 29, 1998, "In 
accordance with provision of the 
Texas Disaster Act of 1975, a state of 
disaster has been declared based on 
the imminent threat of disaster from 
wildfire; and declaration of such di-
saster authorized the imposition of 

-controls on activities which tend to 
increase the likelihood of such fires." 

Actions Prohibited include if a 
person violates this order if he burns 
any combustible material outside of 
an enclosure which serves to contain 
all flames and/or sparks, or orders 
such burning by others. 

The notice states that enforcement 
on the order will be taken upon noti-
fication of suspected outdoor. The fire 
department assigned to the location of 
the fire shall respond to the scene and 
take immediate measures to contain 
and/or extinguish the fire. 

As soon as possible, a duly-com-
missioned peace officer shall be sent 
to the scene to investigate the nature 
of the fire. If in the opinion of the of-
ficer at the scene and/or the Fire Chief, 
the goal of the order can be attained 
by informing the responsible party 
about the prohibitions established by

1, burning almost 210,000 acres. 

fluids until urine output is restored 
Seek medical attention if symptoms 
persist. 

• Heat strokes - a very serious heat 
condition to be treated as a medical 
emergency. The victim will have a 
body temperature near 105 degrees 
and will be sluggish. Symptoms may 
progress from a state of confusion to 
a loss of sensibility, to an unconscious 
state. The victim's heat regulatory 
system may fall, resulting in hot, dry 
skin and a rapid, weak, irregular pulse. 
Seek medical attention immediately. 
Remove the victim from direct sun-
light. Undress victim and cool skin by 
wetting and fanning the victim. 

Prevention is the best treatment 
for heat problems: 

• Eat well balanced meals and get 
adequate sleep. 

• Minimize alcohol consumption 
several days before working in hot, 
humid weather. Alcoholpromotes loss 
of water from the body, contributing 
to dehydration. 

• Wear loose fitting clothes. 

• Drink plenty of fluids 

• Stay in good physical shape 

• Avoid hot and heavy meals. 

• Build heat tolerance by gradu-
ally increasing exposure and exertion 
levels to heat over several days. 

• Additional caution should be ex-
ercised for people with respiratory or 
cardiovascular conditions. 

• When possible schedule hot jobs 
during cooler parts of the day. 

24th Annual Motley County Jr. 
Rodeo Set For Next Weekend 

With the daily temperatures soar-
ing to 100-degrees-plus, heat stress is 
a major concern for all ages. 

Hot weather can cause a ranger of 
health problems; muscle spasms, diz-
ziness and faintness. With the onset 
of summer, learning to recognize heat 
stress can reduce the risk of a heat-
related injury. 

The body's internal thermostat 
maintains a temperature of 98.6 Fahr-
enheit. When heat or exertion in-
creases the core temperature, blood 
vessels near the skin's surface dilate 
to release heat. Sweating cools the 
skin as perspiration evaporates. Heat 
stress occurs when hot weather, hu-
midity or exertion adds heat faster 
than the body can get rid of it. 

Results can lead to the following: 
• Heat cramps - Painful muscle 

spasms, usually in the legs, can de-
velop after considerable loss of fluid 
through heavy perspiration. To treat 
such spasm, massage cramping 
muscles, rest and drink fluids. 

• Heat rash - Tiny red bumps ap-
pear on the skin arising from blocked 
sweat glands. To treat heat rash, cool 
the body, get plenty of rest, clean and 
dry the affected areas. 

• Heat exhaustion - A serious con-
dition, caused by dehydration after 
heavy perspiration, including exces-
sive sweating, weakness, dizziness, 
dry mouth and headache. Victims may 
be pale or shaky, feel cool and 
clammy, have little urine output, and 
have a rapid, weak pulse. Body tem-
peratures may be slightly elevated. 
Place the victim in a cool location. 
Have them rest and drink plenty of

The 24th Annual Motley County 
Junior Rodeo will be held next week-
end, July 10 and 11 at the Old Settler's 
Arena in Roaring Springs. The Jun-
ior rodeo is sponsored annually by the 
Motley County 4-1-1 Clubs. 

It is being held this year in con-
junction with the Motley County 
Chamber of Commerce event, Shan-
non Davidson Day, which will be cel-
ebrated on Saturday, July 11.

The wildfires which ravaged over 
Motley and Cottle County ranch land 
last week burned over 13,000 acres 
before being brought under conrol. 
The total acreage figure given to the 
Motley County Tribune by Matador 
Volunteer Fire Department Fire Chief, 
Rodney Williams, was Matador Wild-
life Complex, 13,010; Taylor fire, 
350; and Thomas fire, 50. 

The Volunteer Fire Departments 
finished their work at about 10:00 p.m 
Wednesday night of last week, June 
24. Fire Department volunteers rust 
responded to these fires on Sunday 
night, June 21, at about 9:30 p.m. The 
fires were declared under control by 
the Texas Forest Service on Thursday. 
June 23, at about dusk, and the fire 
was completely out by Friday, June 
24 at midnight. Planes were still fly-
ing over on Sunday to make sure the 
fire had not reignited. 

Firemen received assistance with 
these fires from two Ag tractor spray 
planes; twin engine beach planes; air 
attack planes; two Black Hawk heli-
copters; mobile command from the 
Texas Forest Service; TxDOT Crawl-
ers; and Motley County motorgraders. 
There were no reports of damage to 
residence or to livestock. One 
firefighter was treated for heat ex-
haustion by a Paducah Emergency 
Medical Technician (EMT). 

Motley County Judge, Laverna 
Price has now issued a burn warning, 
which is outlined in this paper. Al-
though it was too late for the county 
to establish a fireworks ban, Fire 
Marshall, Don Warren, warns, "If you 
start a fire with fireworks, you have 
violated the burn ban." 

The Texas Division of Emergency 
Management warns that "Big Fires 
start small - don't blow it July 4!". 

High temperatures and thy grass 
shrubs and timber could lead to dev-
astating fires this season. These fires 
can be can be prevented with "your" 
help. The accumulation of dry fuels 
presents a serious fire hazard as they 
ignite from flying sparks and spread 
to "your home." 

Maintain a defensible space 
around the home by clearing all flam- 

mances. The Friday night perfor-
mance will begin at 7:00 p.m. The 
Saturday night performance will be-
gin at 4:00 p.m.

At each intersection, people would 
walk out of their businesses to pay 
respects to this man. The fire depart-
ments, the sheriffs departments, and 
other civil personnel stood at attention 
as we past by. On 635, the loop around 
Dallas, all traffic was stopped in the 
five lane highway while the 75+ cars 
in the funeral procession moved on to 
his final resting place in Balch Springs. 
At every turn, in every hamlet along 
the way, the word had been past and 
every law enforcement official was at 
attention. 

At the grave side, the full military 
procedures was awe inspiring. As the 
police force stood in rank and file, the 
twin trumpets could be heard in the 
distance echoing Taps. The united 
States flag that draped his coffin was 
presented to his wife and children with 
a salute from military rifles. I asked 
David Thompson, from Matador who 
is now with Dallas Sheriff's Dept. if 
this was common. He told me that a 
full military funeral was usually given 
only to men who died in the line of 
duty. Don had made such an impres-
sion on so many people there, that he 
deserved this kind of ceremony. 

We got back on the plane and had 
time to reflect on this day. It was 
rewarding, it was reassuring, but most 
of all it was satifying. You may think 
that an unusual feeling, but Don was 
laid to rest in a place of honor, close to 
his family and those who loved him. 
We have to share him, whether we 
want to or not. He shared with others 
unconditionally and if I learned from 
him, it was unconditional love of 
humans, no matter what. 

I wanted to write this to you to let 
the folks from home know that he's 
still with us here and with his friends 
and family there. His burial sight is 
insignificant. His legacy is paramount. 
If we, if I can live the rest of my life and 
have that kind of impact on others 
around me, I will know I lived on the 
Earth as it was intended.

PROHIBITION OF OUTDOOR BURNING 

WHEREAS, in accordance with provisions of the Texas Disaster Act 
of 1975, a state of disaster has been declared based on the 
imminent threat of disaster from wildfire; and 

WHEREAS, declaration of such disaster authorized the imposition 
of controls on activities which tend to increase the likelihood 
of such fires; 

BE IT THEREFORE ORDERED that the following emergency regulations 
are hereby established for all unincorporated areas of Motley 
County, Texas for the duration of the above mentioned 
declaration; 

(1) Actions Prohibited: 
A person violates this order if he burns any 

combustible material outside of an enclosure which serves to 
contain all flames and/or sparks, or orders such burning by 
others. 

(2) Enforcement: 
(a) Upon notification of suspected outdoor burning, 

the fire department assigned to the location of the fire shall 
respond to the scene and take immediate measures to contain 
and/or extinguish the fire. 

(b) As soon as possible, a duly-commissioned peace 
officer shall be sent to the scene to investigate the nature of 
the fire. 

(c) If in the opinion of the officer at the scene 
and/or the Fire Chief, the goal of the order can be attained by 
informing the responsible party about the prohibitions 
established by this order, the officer may, at his discretion, 
notify the party about the provisions of this order and request 
compliance with it. In such instances, an entry of the 
notification shall be made into the dispatchers log containing 
the time, date, and place of the warning, and the name of the 
person receiving the warning. 

(3) At the discretion of the peace officer and/or Fire 
Chief, second or flagrant violations of this order may be 
prosecuted in accordance with the statutes and procedures 
governing misdemeanors. 

BE IT ALSO ORDERED that this order may be enforced by any duly- 
commissioned peace officer and that the venue for prosecution of 
this order will by County Court, Motley County, Texas.

Declaration of Disaster 
JUNE 29, 1998 	Threat of Wildfires 

WHEREAS, Motley County has not had rainfall for an extended 
period; and 

WHEREAS, weather forecasters offer little promise of a 
change in the hot, dry conditions in the near future; and 

WHEREAS, these hot, dry conditions pose the threat of large, 
dangerous and fast-moving wildfires; and 

WHEREAS, such fires have the potential of endangering lives 
and damaging property on a large scale; and 

WHEREAS, the Texas Disaster Act of 1975 authorized 
declaration of a state of disaster "if the threat of disaster is 
imminent"; and 

WHEREAS, the magnitude of the potential damage and the 
rapidity at which such a fire could escalate to major proportions 
constitute an imminent threat of disaster; and 

WHEREAS, declaration of such disaster authorized the 
imposition of controls on activities which tend to increase the 
likelihood of fires; and 

WHEREAS, such controls, once implemented, have to potential 
of protecting lives and property by mitigating the threat of 
dangerous fires; 

BE IT THEREFORE PROCLAIMED that I, Laverna M. Price, County Judge 
of Motley County, do hereby declare a state of disaster based on 
the threat of large wildfires in Motley County, Texas; and 

BE IT ALSO PROCLAIMED that this state of disaster will continue 
until rescinded in accordance with the above statute and order, 
but in no instance will this declaration continue for more than 
seven days without authorization of the Motley County 
Commissioners Court; 

BE IT ALSO PROCLAIMED that this state of disaster is being 
declared solely for the purpose of implementing controls aimed at 
mitigating the hazard posed by wildfires during the current hot, 
dry weather. 

BE IT ALSO ORDERED THAT the purpose of this order is the 
mitigation of the hazard posed by wildfires by curtailing the 
practice of outdoor burning, which purpose is to be taken into 
account in any enforcement action based upon this order.
