The present site of the town of
Roaring Springs today, less than a
year ago was nothing but a broad
expance of prairie land awaiting the
coming of a railroad, all that was
needed to guarantee its beginning and
insure its growth and development.

Today, and its first birthday not yet
passed, Roaring Springs is a modern
little town, growing every day and
soon to take its place prominently
among the ranks of a large up-to-date
city of our great Western country.

Roarj'ng Springs to celebrate 85th birthday

Physical improvements are invari-
ably a temporary boom to any town;
however, no town can hope to pros-
per and grow unless there is some-
thing more substantial than attractive
improvements. I refer to the surround-
ing country on which the existence of
all towns largely depends. Show me
a rich agricultural community and I
will show a prosperous town.

The country surrounding the town
of Roaring Springs abounds in rich
agricultural land and is fast settling
up with farmers. This is the guaran-
tee we have to offer you for the future
of Roaring Springs. Cotton, milo
maize and kaffir corn are sure crops
and the acreage in cultivation has
more than doubled in this country
during the past year. An estimate of
the cotton expected to be handled at
this point this year has been stated as
high as 6,000 bales, a remarkable
record for a new town. Large ship-
ments of cattle and hogs are made
from this point, the railway having
erected large holding pens with
double loading chutes, the pens hav-
ing a capacity of 40 cars.
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Roaring Springs Falls, the landmark of which the town of Roaring Springs

was named, as it appeared in 1912.

This position will not ef-
fect the bottom line city budget.

Pure water is found in abundance
and in depths ranging from 8 to 30
feet.

This well will serve a modern
waterworks system. The water will be
pumped into a large steel tank and
distributed over the town through
large mains. In addition to supplying
water for domestic use an adequate
fire protection system will likewise be
installed.

Roaring Springs boasts of a large
brick hotel, wired for lights, plastered
throughout, each room fitted with sta-
tionary wash stands, bath, sewerage -

Motley County Clinic to
merge with Crosbyton Hospital

Concerned citizens and Motley
County clinic personne!l met with
SPHPO Supervisor, Steve DeWoody
and Crosbyton Clinic Hospital repre-
sentative, Anne Butler, last Thursday
night at the school cafeteria to discuss
the upcoming merger between the lo-
cal clinic and Crosbyton Clinic Hos-
pital.

Mr. DeWoody stated that the
merger has been passed with the
SPHPO board and is awaiting ap-
proval by the Federal Bureau of Pri-.
mary Care Management. The merger
should be approved by June 23. He
said that there should not be any
change in personnel in the local clinic.
Barbara Sharp has been named clinic
supervisor, due to Gerry Jones’ retire-
ment.
at the local clinic, the question of who
would fill her shoes as a medical pro-
vider for the clinic arised. This got the

wheels rolling of finding a means for
the clinic to remain open and still pro-
vide quality medical care to Motley
County and the surrounding area.

Mr. DeWoody stated that SPHPO
looked at patient volume of the local
clinic and knew it was of necessity to
keep the clinic going. They began
looking for other resources and found
that it was possible to merge with
Crosbyton Clinic Hospital. Motley
County Clinic employees wili become
Crosbyton Clinic Hospital employees
effective January 1, 1999.

Mrs. Butler of Crosbyton Clinic
Hospital stated that the hospital be-
gan recruiting a Physicians Assistant
to come to Matador. Jay Rasberry has
been filling in as a Physician’s Assis-
tant at the local clinic. The question
arised as to why Mr. Rasberry could

not stay. Mrs. Butler and Mr.
DeWoody stated that when the recruit-
ment process began, Mr. Rasberry
was not available for recruitment.
They have now hired a new PA, Mrs.
Gail Ream of Iowa. Mrs. Ream and
her husband have four children and
are looking forward to moving to
Motley County. They have purchased
the Billy and Debbi Denison home
and will be moving here soon. Mr.
DeWoody said that Mrs. Ream is
looking forward to meeting the Clinic
staff. She has met with some of the
Motley County hospital board mem-
bers.

Although not now licensed as a
PA in the state of Texas, her license is
now being processed. She will not be
able to see patients on her own until
she has received her Texas license. Dr
Pat Williams stated that he will be
available at all times to be with her
when she sees patients until she re-
ceives her Texas license. The is now
licensed in the state of Iowa. Mrs.
Ream will be an employee of
Crosbyton Clinic Hospital.

Mrs. Butler explained that the
hospital hopes to be able to provide
excellent services through the local
clinic with plans of expanding the
clinic’s pharmacy with a better selec-
tion of medicine. The clinic will re-

main on a sliding-fee pay scale.

Mrs. Butler also stated that the
hospital affiliation should enable the
clinic to be able to accept more insur-
ance, such as the insurance City of
Matador, and Motley County employ-
ees have. One clinic employee stated
that these people have found it neces-
sary to seck medical care elsewhere.
due to the fact that the clinic is not
able to accept their insurance.

The hospital also has available for
clinic use additional facilities such as
oxygen, paramedics, and many other
medical needs for clinic use.

Mrs. Butler also explained the
employee benefits that clinic employ-
ees should expect to receive when
they become employees of Crosbyton
Clinic Hospital. She informed the
clinic staff that Mr. Mike Johnson,
Hospital Director will meet with Mot-
ley County Clinic staff in the near fu-
ture.

Mr. DeWoody concluded the
meeting by stating that the Motley
County Clinic will remain basically
the same, and continue to provide the
same quality medical care they have
been providing in the past. The over-
all operation and responsibility will
remain that of South Plains Health
Provider’s.

David Whitaker, on June 7 at Rose
Creck near Bronte, Texas, completed
his seventh consecutive first place
motorcycle race in both the 250 C
Class and the Overall C Division in
the Texas State Championship Enduro
Circuit (TSCEC). To date, he holds a
sixty-point advantage over his near-
est competitor.

The Texas State Championship
Euduro Circuit is affiliated with the
National American Motorcycle Asso-
ciation and celebrates its twenty-fifth
anniversary this year, The organiza-
tion is family oriented, the races hold-
ing mini-enduros for small children,
a sixteen and under class, a woman's

on his motorcycle during a recent

well as the various Divisions, in or-
der to include riders with a wide range
of ages and skills. Entire families,
many headed by well-to-do profes-
sionals with a love for motorcycles,
goin campers, motor homes, elc., and
spend the evenings before the division
races on site, developing friendships
and bringing trade to nearby towns.
Races are held in rough terrain.
For the last two years, the Seigler
Ranch near Matador has hosted the
Boondockers competition. This year,
the Boondockers race on the ranch
will be held Sunday, November 8. In
the previous two years, according to
reports, Allsup’s and Davis Fuel’s gro-
cery stock was completely depleted,
they being the only two stores in town

TSCEC races are endurance rides
of fifty to sixty miles, run over desig-
nated routes, with a chart which spec1-
fies the mile-per-hour each section of
the trail is to be ridden. Check points
and surprise checkpoints en route
verify and score each rider’s adher-
ence to and maintenance of the speed,
which, considering the terrain, re-
quires a great deal of mathemaucal
skill as well as riding ability. Some
test sections require running at high
speeds through trees, rocks and other
impediments to test the participants
skills. David clocked the best speed
of all competitors in all divisions at
the Ross Creek speed test section.
Riders start on scheduled minutes,
spread out so that they do not crowd
the check points. The spread also
avoids hazards that riding bunched
might create.

The TSCEC is separated into two
circuits, the South Texas and the High
Plains Circuit, and races are divided
into three major divisions: A, profes-
sional level; B, semi-pro; and C, ama-
teur, and each course is broken down
into class and division. Although not
yet sixteen, David Whitaker is cur-
rently in Division C, but he hopes to
cinch the Division C Texas State

Championship Enduro Circuit Cham-
pionship at his next race. If he does
s0, he will finish the season racing in
the B Division for experience, with

the hopes of starting in the A Divi-
sion next year. Good Times Kawasaki
of Lubbock has given David a Rider’s
Sponsorship. Successfully racing in
the A Division would provide the op-
portunity to gain a full sponsor for his
racing activities.

ted material especially manufactured
for this purpose, and in these parks
have been planted 1500 trees of the
Carolina Poplar and Black Locust
variety. Less than one year old these
trees in appearance are in the
three-year class. Their rapid develop-
ment is but another test and demon-
stration of the possibilities of the
Roaring Springs soil.

Plans are well underway for the
erection of a modern up-to-date elec-
tric light and power plant which will
be in the operation within the next
three months.

The educational and religious fea-
tures have not been overlooked. A
contract has already been let for the
immediate erection of a $17,000.00
brick school at Roaring Springs. A
spacious auditorium has been pro-
vided for, the building will be steam
heated and the equipment modern and
up-to-the-minute. Several church
buildings of various denominations
have already been erected and have
added materially to the development
of the town.

In outlying localities school dis-
tricts with good substantial buildings
are well established.

The railway company has con-

structed a modem brick passenger sta-
tion, and its terminals, including
freight house, loading pens and side
tracks, are modern and adequate for
the handling of its traffic.
