Eighth Army
Drives On To
Moro River

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS,
Alglers, Dee. 6 () — The Ameri-
ean Fifth army, by-passing Ger-
man strongpoints, has captured
new heights commanding the
rond to Rome west of Mignano,
while the British Eighth army's
drilve has carried to the  Moro
river, 19 miles beyond the San-
gro, Allied headquarters announc-
ed today.

The Nazis launched strong
¢ounterattacks against Ameri-
can and British infantry sirom-
ing the helghis in bitter hand-
tochand battles, and threw In
new reinforcements including
mechanized grenadiers against
the Eighth army In a desperate’
attempt to halt the smashing
Allied drives, A flame-throwing
tank was captured by the Brit-
ish.

A counterattack west of Vena-
fro was hurled back by the Fiith

army with severe losses,

Lt-Gen. Mark W. Clark's head-
quarters announced that the en-
emy, who Is fighting stubbornly
for every inch of ground, had
been been driven from three
more commanding elevations' by
the Americans who are smashing
into Nazl fortifications in the
area of the rugged slopes of
Mpunt Maggiore, British infantry
of the Fifth army are rooting out
Nazl defenders in the equally-
rough area of Mount Camino.

Aerial supoort of the Allled
ground forces was limited by bad
waather, but the enemy-held Yu-
goslay port of Split was bombed
yvesterday by medium bombers
and a floating dock at Orbetello,
on Italy’s west coast, was hit and
left burning. 3

Ciano Execufed
As Traifor T
‘Duce’s’ Clan

LONDON, Dec. 8 (7 — Count
Galearzzo Ciano, the 40 year old
son-in-law of Benito Mussolini,
was- executed this morning—shot
in the back by a firing squad—
according to unconfirmed reports
reaching here from the Swiss
border,

This latest ironlc twist to the
Itallan upheaval was reported
both by Reuters and the Swiss
Telegraph agency which sald the
former Italian Foreign Minister,
whose meteoric career was upsel
when he had a falling out with
his father-in-law, had been sen-
tenced to death by a special court
of Mussolini’s Republican Fascist
government sitting in  Northern
Italy to try “traitors.”

The life of the 40-year-old
count was a story-book tale of a
rise to right-hand man to Mus-
solini in the hey-day of Fascism,
of great popularity, prestige and
wealth, and then, when the re-
gime was toftering, a break with
his father-in-law.

By last October, Mussolinl's
former affection for his esteemed
son-in-law had changed until “his
only feeling for him -is sheer
hate,” Marshal Pletro . Badoglio
reported. :

For Clano, at the Jast and fate-
ful meeting of the Fascist grand
council on the night of last July
24 was one of 19 members who
voted in favor of Mussolinl's
resignation. Five voted for the
Duce.

Reds Press Mogilev
n Smashing Thrust

LONDON, Degc. 6 (#—Smash-
ing ahead northwest of Propoisk,
the Red army today was threat-
ening Mogllev, one of the last im-
portant German-held rall eenlers
in White Russia, as other Russian
units squeezed the nazl defense
lines near Zhlobin and Rogachev
in the Gomel area.

A Soviet communique sald the
Red army hurled back German
ecounter-attacks and swept for-
ward northwest of Propolsk to
capture the heavily fortified
strongholds at Varodol, Bahki and
Zabluka.

Front dispatches, telling of
deep Russiam penetrations vir-
tually from one end of White

Russia to the other, sald the
Germans were beginning to show
slgns of a lack of reserves and
were using engineers as first
line troops in some seclors of
the snow-swepi front.

To the south in the Kremen-
chug area, the Russian war bulle-
tin sald, Soviet units ecaptured
several strong points after fierce
engagemenfs which often develop-
ed into hand-to-hand fighting.
Large losses were declared inflict-
ed on the Germans.

The communique said the nazis
were continuing to attack in the
Cherkasy area, between Kremen-
chug and Kiev, but all their as-
saults were repulsed.

A German communique sald
yesterday that the Russians had

launched fierce’ new attacks in
the Crimea from their bridge-
head northeast of Kerch, bul
were hurled back. Rumanian
satellite troops, the nazi bulle-
tin sald, broke through Soviet
positions south of Kerch and
dashed for the coast. The Rus-
sians made no mention of action
in the Crimea.

The Soviet communique said the
Germans had landed on Kindur
Inskaya Koea, at the mouth of the
Dnleper river a few days ago, but
the force was wiped out yesterday
with the Russians taking more
than 50 prisoners, and leaving
more than 700 Germans dead on
the battlefield. The Germans had
taken Vordtadt and Pokrovskey
Khutara before the Red army
launched the counterattack, the
communique said.

Russians Work On
Nazi Satellites

“It is clear,” the publication
sald, “that the wvassals of Ger-
many which continue the rob-
bers' war dgainst the allies and
delay their withdrawal from the
Hitlerite coalition will seriously
worsen thelr fate,” The warning
was the strongest yet published
here and was regarded as par-
tleularly significant in view of
the fact that it followed closely
on the Teheran meeting.

The article severely ecriticized
Polish circles In London and
quoted a Polish newspaper there
as reporting that Polish guerrillas
would fight the Red army unless
the Russians denounced the
provinces of Vilna in the weslern
Ukraine and western While Rus-
sia.

We on the United Nations side
all know that the phrase is not
intended to reduce the adversary
to slavery, but, on the contrary,
to enable the victorious United
Nations to make the blessings of
demopcracy. agcessible to . the de-
feated enemy.

Goebbels and his henchmen,

Derisively they have pooh-
poohed the ldea that a nation
which surrendered -unconditional-
ly would ever be allowed to par-
ticipate in creating a postwar
world of cooperation and security.

ing eraft since May, 1941, to more
than 7,000,000 tons. This Is addi-
tion to milllons of tons built into
fighting ships.

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Judge Few Brewster, a commis-
sioner of the siate supreme court,

For what It 18 worth to the lay-
man, he can be arrested lawfully
without warrant only:

1. When he commits a felony or
a breach of the peace within the
presence or view of an officer or
other person or In the presence
or view of a magistrate who ver-
bally orders his arrest.

3. When a pence officer Is In-
formed by a credible person that

4. When the accused threatens
to take the life of another within
the hearing of a magistrate, the
magistrate may arrest him, if the
case ls one of emergency.

5. When he Is an escaped pris-
oner (which s really a retaking
and NOT an arrest).

6. When the ordinances of a
city may authorize such actlon as
to persons found in suspleious
places or under -circumstances
reasonably showing that they have
been guilty of some felony or
breach of the peace, or threatens
to commit some offense.

7. Generally, for any offense
when the statute definim the
same expressly confers the au-
thority, such as highway violations,
liquor violations, unlawfully car-
rying firearms, rioting or unlaw-
ful assembly.

Parents will be sent notifica-
tions of the results of the tests,
and a public heaith nurse from
the health unit will personally
contact the parents of all children
who show evidence of tuberculosis
infection,

Soil In Good Shape
After Rainfall

"Plowing" rains fell over Lhis
area during the weekend to leave
the soil-in its best condition since
May and even added to dwindling
supplies of stock water.
The US weather bureau at the
alrport reported .69 of an inch in
all while the US Experiment Farm
gauge showed .85 in all. Over the
county a half inch was given as
the minimum with eommunities in
the northeastern part reporting up
to an inch and a half,
At the Moss Creek lake the rain
gauge registered half an Inch,
while three miles to the east at
Powell Creek lake there was three-
quarters of an inch, enough to put
a foot of water in the reservolr,
Colorado City reported a to-
fal of 2,21 Inches of rain during
the weekend.
As a resuit of the rain, which
fell slowly, all farms in thie aréa—
even in tight land sections—had
ample seasoning to “put up" their
land. It also was sufficient for
some winter oat planting, and al-
though it was too late to make
much difference with pasiures, the
moisture doubtless will mean ear-
ly spring weeds.
