Before Winter
Weather Hifs

The same old advice s still

Even if the resident should
fail to cut-off water during ex-
tremely cold weather and broken
plumbing results, then water dam-
age can be avoided by Immediately
shutting off the flow. People with
no cut-offs frequently have found
that much damage can result
while appeals are made to eity to
do what it is not supposed or re-
quired to do—run out and cut oif
the water,

1f there are worn plumbing fix-
tures around the place, it is wise
to have them replaced now when
the demand for service is not so
urgent. Come the busy season
there may be a shortage of plumb-
ers and supplies.

The Herald
is opposed to the bill; we hope
that Senators Conally and O'Dan-
fel vote mgainst it; we hope that
il is defeated.

There is no question but what
the expenditure of such a sum
would result in the sale of a great
many ponds. Tests have shown
that the War Bond advertising
already published — advertising
pald for by patriotic individuals
and business concerns or donated
by newspapers has proved
wery effective. Many pages of
such advertising have been pub-
lished in the Herald and those in
charge of bond campalgns here
have agreed unanimously that it
has helped the sales.

Advertising does sell bonds,
but we believe, nevertheless, that
the bill is unwise legislation.

We are opposed to it on two

WASHINGTON

grounds: -Economy and the dan-
gerous precedent it would set.

If the Tréasury Is in such a
state that added milllons of dol-
iars worth of newspaper adver-
tising is cssential to sell bonds,
there Ia no reaszon to bellove that
it eannot be obtained without
dipping further into the deplet-
ed till. Even in these days of
billion-dollar appropriations, $30,-
000,000 is no small chadge,

The {mportant objection to the
bill, however, lies in the prece-
dent which it would set. It takes
no imagination to see what can
result when. a governgnent takes
tax money from some of its citi-
zens to “'sell" other ecitizens on
any poliey or program. No one
opposes the iden of War Bonds,
but what of some other govern-
ment policy or program in  the
future which some administration
might wish to “sell” the voters?

Such politlear Implications In
the bill are apparent. For It
makes no provision for buying

newspaper space intelligenily and

systematically as a well-managed
commercial organization would.
It provides, Instead, for splitting
the fat pot up among all news-
papers, regardless of the neeéd for
areas, It Is easy to pleture the
day when some senator, mistak-
ingly trying to boost the business
of the papers In his state, would
sponsor legislation to hike the
appropriation and Increase the
nplit for everybody.

We have opposed many oullays
from the federal treasury which
we considered subsidies, grants
or handouts to special groups and

clagses, We shall continue to op-

pose such actions in the fature.
Undoubledly the proponents of
the  newspaper bill can make a
plausible ease for it, but every
other beneficlary of a federal
grant likewise can make a good
case for his particular bit of
manna,

A federal handout is a handout,
by whatever name ft is ecalled.
We are opposed to them. and this
newspaper wants no part of them.

“The present emergency and
the prospective postwar needs
make it necessary that education-
al leadership re-think and re-
shape much of the curriculum
and program of education.”

Seeking to meet the education-
al needs of the community at
pre-school, school and adult ages,
the program will devolve largely
on local school leaders.

But they will have plentiful
and expert help. Besides the state
department of education, others
cooperating include the state
health department, the state
teachers association, farm and
home demonstration agents, the
Texas congress of Parents and
teachers and local organizations.

Staff members of teacher train-
ing institutions In Texas will act
as consultants to local superin-
tendants, principals and teachers.
Also the state department of edu-
cat' 1's experts on pre-school
elementary and adult and special
education will take part.

Proposals for the revised curri-
culum are being explained to
local leaders in a series of con-
ferences in 25 Texas citles.

“The specific reason for re-em-
phasing currieulum revision and
community school program bulld-
ing at this time,"” saild Supt.
Woods, “Is to Insure a program of
edueation which more fully meets
the needs of the people.”

These were termed the “essen-
tials” of the program: Health, vo-
cational efficiency, inter-American
relations, prevention of juvenile
delinquency, conservation, the co-
ordination of effort among educa-
tional agencies, and a better mas-
tery of the fundamentals or “tools
of learning.”

Better attitudes toward, and
habits and practices in, mental and
physical health will be a principal
goal.
~ Vocatlonal training would b. ex-
panded to prepare. workers and
prospective’ workers for a higher

Program

degree of performance, The need
for this type of education was sald
to be “Increasingly more impera-
tive.”

In the matter of preventing
juvenile delinquency, the program
calls for e ducation that will de-
velop character and ab.ity “to
participate intelligently in a demo-
cratic soclety."

Teaching of conservation, it was
pointed out, would insure greater
efficiency in the use of vital Tex-
as materials such as oll, gas, tim-
ber and others.

Another aim of the broad pro-
gram would be to achieve a mu-
tually advantageous plan of co-
operation among all types of edu-
actional agencles and services
having a contribution fo make In
the promotion of the welfare of
the community.

In making this declaration
the three forelgn secrelaries
recognize that so long as active
military operations continued in

The three governments, parlics
to this declaration, will, at the re-
quest of any one of them, consult
on this matter. It is further un-
derstood that nothing in this reso-
lution is to operate against the
right of the Italian people, ulti-
mately to choose their own form
of government.

DECLARATION ON AUSTRIA

The governments of the Unit-
ed Kingdom, the Soviet Union
and the United States of Amer-
ica are agreed that Austria, the
first free couniry to fall a vie-
tim to Hitlerite aggression, shall
be liberated from German domi-
nation,

They regard the annexation im-
posed on Austria by Germany on
March 15, 1838 as null and void.
They consider themselves as in no
way bound by any changes effect-
ed in Austria since that date, They
declare that they wish to see re-
established a free and independ-
ent Austria and thereby to open
the way for the Austrian people
themselves as well as those neigh-

.| boring states which will be faced

Austria is reminded, however,
that she has a responsibility,
which she can not evade, for par-
telpation in the war at the side of
Hitlerite Germany, and that in thé
final settlement account will in-
evitably be taken of her own con-
tribution to her liberation.

This
is now evidenced with particular
clearness by monstrous-crimes on
the territory of the Soviet Union
which is being liberated from Hit-
lerites, and on French and Italian
territory,

Accordingly, the aforesaid three
allied powers, speaking in the in-
terests of the thirty-two United
Nations, hereby solemnly declare
and give full warning of their dee-
laration as follows: At the time
of granting of any armistice to
any government which may be set
up in Germany, those German
officers and men and members of
the nazi party who have been
responsible for or have taken a
consenting part in the above atro-
cities, massacres and executions
will be sent back to the countries
in which their abomniable deeds
were done in order that they may
be judged and punished according
to the laws of these liberated
countries and of the free govern-
ments which will be erectéd there-
in. Lists will be compiled in all
possible detail from all these
countries, having regard especial-
ly to invaded parts of the Soviet
Union, to Poland and Czecho-
slovakia, to Yugoslavia and Greece
including Crete and other islands,
to Norway, Denmark, Netherlands,
Belgium, Luxembourg, France and
Italy.

Thus, Germans who take part In
wholesale shooting of Polish offi-
cers or in the execution of French,
Duteh, Belgian or Norwegian hos-
tages or of Cretan peasants, or
who have shared in slaughters in-
flicted on the people of Poland
or in lerritories of the Soviet
Unlon which are now being swept
clear of the enemy, will know
they will be brought back to the
scene of thelr crimes and judged
on the spot by the peoples whom
they have outraged. Let those
who have hiterto not imbued their
hands with innocent blood beware
lest they join the ranks of the
guilty, for most assuredly the
three Allied powers will pursue
them Lo the uttermost ends of the
carth and will deliver them 1o
their accusers In order that jus-
tice may be done.
