Senator Hutchison tells Motley County residents:
1998 tough year for Ag, future looks brighter’

Senator Kay Bailey Hutchison
brought Motley County residents up
to date Thursday on the extraordinary
steps Congress took to address the
agriculture crisis this year.

“The final 1999 Agriculture Ap-
propriations Bill contained significant
disaster relief for farmers and ranch-
ers left high and dry by the drought
assistance for the loss of crops and
livestock losses,” the Senator said.
“At the same time we are working to
provide significant tax relief for agri-
culture producers.”

The agriculture appropriations
package included:

* $2.25 billion in total funding to
address crop and feed losses.

* $175 million for livestock feed
assistance.

The bill also included $1.65 bil-
lion in aid for loss of markets. That
assistance will come in the form of
one-time payments equal to 29 per-
cent of a farmer’s Agricultural Mar-
keting Transition Act payments under
the 1996 Farm Bill. It is available for
cotton, wheat, com, barley, oats, sor-
ghum and rice.

“Earlier this summer I also suc-
cessfully pressed Secretary Glickman
to ease the rule for emergency graz-
ing on Conservation Reserve Program
land, and 94 counties were released
for haying and grazing, including
Motley County,” she said.

“But these were emergency mea-
sures. The future of the American
farmer lies with expanding overseas
markets and continued tax relief,” the
Senator said. “Lowering your taxes is
critical. In the past two years we have
begun to ease the tax burden that is
squeezing America’s farm families.”

“We made income averaging for
farmers permanent, a measure which
I co-sponsored. We expanded the
health insurance deduction to 100 per-
cent for the self-insured and acceler-
ated the phase-in of the $1 million
death-tax exemption,” she said.

“We need more international
agreements that will make other coun-

tries lower the barriers that keep our
agriculture products out,” she said.
“We also need to stop using agricul-
ture as a weapon in intemational di-
plomacy. Except in the most extreme
cases, imposing sanctions on another
country that includes restrictions on
agriculture hurts the United States
more than the other country.”

CRP - Emergency Haying and Grazing

Due to the drought conditions within the district emergency haying
and grazing of existing CRP land was approved through November
30, 1998. Many producers took advantage of this opportunity to use
the additional forage. The owner of the CRP contract gave up 25% of
the annual rental payment for the right to graze or hay the CRP acres.
Producers made application for the haying or grazing with the Farm
Services Agency and then developed a haying or grazing plan with the
Natural Resources Conservation Service.

Wind-
breaks using trees such as Eastern Red cedar, Austrian pine, Ponde-
rosa pine and Pinyon pine are available for establishment through the
Upper Pease SWCD. Windbreaks can be established around home-
steads or field boundaries to reduce damage from West Texas wind-
storms which occur throughout the year. Shrub planting on new Con-
servation Reserve Program (CRP) contracts are becoming very popu-
lar. Shrubs such as Aromatic Sumac, Flame leaf Sumac, Hackberry,
Russian Olive and Shumard Oak are also available for establishment.
These shrubs as well as the Eastern Red cedar are excellent varieties

rel and Pheasant can benefit greatly by the placement of these plants
in motts or other suitable arrangements in CRP as well as other areas
for the benefit of these wildlife species.

Contour Buffer Strips

Buffer strips (formerly known as wind strips) for wind protection
are still common throughout the district. Also beginning (o be present
are buffer strips for water. Buffer strips, under certain conditions, may
be eligible for the Conservation Reserve Program continuous sign-up.
The continuous sign-up is different than the regular CRP sign-up and
is a specialized program for small, and environmentally sensitive ar-
eas. Buffer strips continue to be effective in reducing erosion and be-
ing environmentally effective within the district.

Brush Management

Brush Management still continues to be an important practice within
the SWCD. Control of mesquite and other species can be effective
with either mechanical treatment, aerial spraying or, gaining new popu-
larity, individual plant treatment.(IPT). IPT can be applied in range-
land, pasture land or CRP acres and is a very effective and cost effi-
cient method of application. For mesquite control a very popular mix-
ture is a solution of 1/2% Reclaim and 1/2% Remedy with surfactant
and dye. Results from the IPT application have been very successful.
Some producers are using IPT on CRP acres that have been accepted
back into the new CRP. Application with IPT is highly variable, with
producers using ATV'’s, small tractors, pickups, backpacks, and even
hand sprayers.

Environmental Quality Incentives Program

The Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP) is avail-
able in the district and currently there are six active EQIP contracts
being carried out. The EQIP covers a broad scale of needs for produc-
ers offering traditional conservation practices but also incorporating
the needs of wildlife and other environmental issues. The program
begins with a needs assessment, then progresses into the planning phase,
then moves into a ranking and bid phase and is completed with the
application phase. Producers may receive cost share payments as well
as incentive payments during the application phase. The EQIP replaces
the retired programs of GPCP and ACP. Applications for EQIP may be
made at any time during the year.

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The Agriculture Relief Package is divided into 3 parts:

1) Disaster Relief $2.575 billion.
There are 3 types of assistance for
disaster:

A. 1998 disaster payments ($1.5
billion) will be available to assist pro-
ducers who have been hit by crop
losses in 1998. Secretary Glickman
has been granted broad authority to
create and implement a disaster pro-
gram. Payments will be available to
producers for all crops. Secretary
Glickman has the authority to deter-
mine eligible crop loss, loss thresh-
olds, payment limitations and pay-
ment rates. Recipients of 1998 disas-
ter assistance, who did not purchase
crop assistance, will be required to
purchase crop insurance for the next
two years. USDA isin the final stages
of formulation a program to get these
payments out.

B. Multi-year disaster payments
($875 million) will be available to
provide assistance to those producers
who have suffered a multi-year crop
loss.

C. Livestock feed assistance
(5200 million) will provide cost share
assistance to livestock producers who

drought. Secretary Glickman has to-
tal discretion as to how this will be
administered. Most likely, it will be
through some sort of cost-share pro-
gram available to livestock producers
who lost their 1998 feed supplies to
disaster. For example, one of the pro-
grams he could use is the Disaster
Reserve Assistance Program (DRAP).

This assistance is provided in the form

of cash reimbursement up to thirty
percent of eligible purchased feed.
Sign-up at the nearest FSA office for
livestock feed assistance is expected
to begin November 23 and run
through January 9.

Producers cannot receive a 1998
disaster payment along with a multi-
year loss payment. However, produc-
ers can receive livestock feed assis-
tance along with either a disaster pay-
ment or a multi-year loss payment.
According to USDA, a disaster plan
should be finalized the first week in
November.

2) Market Loss Assistance $3.15
billion.

There will be a one-time payment
to producers who are eligible for free-
dom to farm contracts payments
called Agriculture Market Transition
(AMTA) payments. The purpose of
the payment is to partially compen-
sate producers for loss of markets in
1998 due to circumstances like the
economic instability of our trade part-
ners, unilateral trade sanctions and a

failure of the government to pursue
trade opportunities aggressively. The
payment will be equal to 50% of the
AMTA payment that the producer re-
ceived in FY 1998. These payments
are available for cotton, wheat, corn,
barley, oats, grain sorghum and rice.
The first wave of these payments were
mailed out on November 5.

3) Tax Relief

Health Insurance Deductability -
The bill allows for the full
deductability for healthcare premiums
by 2003. Currently, the percentage
deductability is 45%. This will move
to 60% in 1999-2001, 70% in 2002,
and 100% in 2003.

Income Averaging - The bill
makes “income averaging” a perma-
nent part of the tax code. Income av-
eraging allows farmers to pay taxes
on the average of their last three years’
income. .

Five year net operating loss carry-
back - This will allow farmers and
ranchers to carry-back a net loss up
to 5 years back. This tool works in
reverse to income averaging and may

un

Income deferment - Under this
provision, tax liability will only oc-
cur when farmers actually receive the
AMTA payment. Under current law,
producers may have incurred this li-
ability when they were simply eligible
for the payments.

Search for Schweitzer saddles is mounted

By Marisue Potts

From what began as a quest for
information about his own Schweitzer
saddle, writer Bruce McGinnis of
Amarillo has been drawn into docu-
menting the life and times of a Mata-
dor saddle maker, H.H. Schweitzer.

An intensive search for informa-
tion and whereabouts of all the saddles
crafted by Houston Schweitzer from
1922 to 1956 is underway by the long-
time Amarillo College professor.
McGinnis, the author of Fences,
Sweet Cane, and Reflections in Dark
Glass, the Life and Times of John
Wesley Hardin, is currently writing a
book about the famed saddle maker
and his accomplishments.

According to McGinnis, there is
a certain mystique about the reputa-
tion of Schweitzer, that far surpasses
even the fine workmanship of the self-
taught craftsman who began by re-
stringing and repairing saddles for
Matador Ranch cowboys. “When
people start talking about H.H.
Schweitzer, there is an awe, a sense
of reverence, that comes into their
voices,” he said.

Indeed, after Schweitzer was fea-
tured with a full page in a 1940 Life
Magazine article about the Matador
Ranch, he became something of a ce-
lebrity, as well as a lonely hearts go-
between. Young women wrote scores
of letters to the only name and place
mentioned in the text, H.H.
Schweitzer, Matador, Texas, in hopes
that they might exchange letters and
possibly meet a real live cowboy.
McGinnis is curious. Which cowboys
on the Matador Ranch received such
letters? And do any of the letters still
exist? Did any of the letters lead to a
match?

Through material provided by the
family and interviews with Bert
Schweitzer, who worked with his fa-
ther for several years under the stamp
of H.H Schweitzer & Son, McGinnis
is well along in his research on the
book. However, many concrete facts
about Schweitzer’s life remain elu-
sive.
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Lewis Bostick and S.C. Burleson line Schweitzer saddles in the name of research for writer Bruce
MecGinnis, who was recently in Matador for interviews about the famous saddlemaker.

“Exactly when in 1924, did he
open his ship in the tin building in
Matador, and exactly when did he
move into the brick building behind
the Masonic Lodge?” he asks. “When
was the Poinsettia tooling first used?
Where are Catalogs 3, 4, 6, 8, and 9?
And where is the final order book?
How many cowboys from ranches in
surrounding counties ordered
Schweitzers? How widespread was
his reputation?”

Perhaps one of the most challeng-
ing tasks McGinnis has set out for
himself is trying to match as many of
the existing saddles of the 1600 made
with their original handwritten nota-
tion in the order book. To this end, he
hopes to interview as many people as
possible and get photographs of them
with their saddles.

While in Matador recently, he in-
terviewed Charlie Keith at his ranch
home about his recollections about

Fall and Winter Months
are Ideal for Planting

Trees and Shrubs

Finally Fall is here. The weather
is becoming cooler after record-break-
ing heat this summer. Now is a per-
fect time to add a new tree or a group-
ing of shrubs to the landscape. Or per-
haps you have an area in the landscape
that needs “remodeling™ or rejuvenat-
ing. Fall is the best season to plant,
surpassing even Spring.

Many people prefer January
through March for planting, but the
fall months of September through
December have distinct advantages.
Fall planting follows the heat of sum-
mer, and precedes a cool winter sea-
son. Trees and shrubs planted use this
to good advantage. Plant roots grow
anytime the soil temperature is 40 de-
grees or higher, which may occur all
winter in Texas. During the winter
months, the root systems of the fall-
planted specimens develop and be-
come established. When spring ar-
rives, this expanded root system can
support and take advantage of the full
surge of spring growth.

Fall planting is the optimum time
to plant balled and burlapped trees and
shrubs. Balled and burlapped plants
have ample time to recover from trans-
planting and proliferate roots before
spring growth begins. Remember
however, all bare root plants, includ-
ing roses, pecan and fruit trees should
be planted in late winter when they
are completely dormant.

When buying plants for your land-
scape, be sure to get healthy, well-
grown plants. Always buy from a
reputable dealer. Those in the plant
selling business year-round depend on
repeat customers, and only by selling
customers quality plants can there be
assurance of future business. Beware
of plant bargains. They can easily tum-
out to be real headaches. A bargain is

no good if it dies. The price tag, espe-
cially the cheapest one, 1s not the best
guide to quality.

All plants have growing require-
ments, Think about the plant’s needs
before you invest. Is it adapted to our
soil? Will it grow in sun or shade?
Does it need a wet or dry location? Is
it cold haray? Some nurseries have
this type of information on tags be-
side the plant. If not, ask for help or
more information.

“Plan before you plant™ is always

a good rule of thumb. Whether you
are planting a singlé plant or an entire
landscape, plan first, then plant. Good
planning is a worthwhile investment
of time that will pay off in greater en-
joyment of attractive and useful home
grounds, and in increasing the value
of your home. It’s much easier to

move plants on paper than to dig them

after planting in the wrong place. A
plan saves many planting mistakes.

Every plant in the landscape
should serve a purpose. Ask yourself
if you want a plant for screening, for
privacy, or for shade. How large will
it be five years from now? Plants, like
people, grow up. Remember that a
small one-gallon size plant will look
entirely different after a few years of
growth in your landscape.

Plant properly for success. Here
are a few guidelines on getting the job
done right:

1. Dig a hole large enough in di-
ameter so that the root system has at
least six inches of clearance on all
sides. The root ball should rest on a
solid soil foundation, so don’t dig the
hole much deeper than the ball.

2. Plant the tree or shrub slightly
above the level of the surrounding
soil, to allow for settling and increased
soil drainage. ;

3. Carefully place the tree or shrub
in the hole. Handle the plant by the
root ball, not by the trunk. A broken
ball of earth can mean a dead plant.
Always remove any container before
you plant.

4. Backfill the hole, using only the
native soil removed from the hole, and
firm the soil around the plant. Water
thoroughly to settle the soil around the
roots and to eliminate any air pock-
eLs.

5. Do not fertilize your tree or
shrub after planting. Wait until early
in the spring to do this, and even then,
go lightly. Heavy applications of fer-
tilizer may burn and injure the root
system, and could possibly kill the
plant.

6. Watering has been and remains
paramount in transplanting. At the
time of transplanting, soak the root
ball and surrounding soil. A thorough
watering every 7 to 10 days dramati-
cally ir:creases the success ratio. More
frequent watering may encourage root
rot. Remember more trees and shrubs
fail from over watering then from
under watering.

7. Before calling it a day, add 4 to
6 inches of mulch around the base of
newly planted trees and shrubs. This

helps to keep down weeds and con- -

serve soil moisture. Use pink bark,
compost, grass clippings, or leaves.

8. Some trees and shrubs may
need to be pruned back, especially if
root damage occurs before planting.

Fall is the best time for planting
trees and shrubs. If more information
is needed, feel free to call Michael
Lee,; County Extension Agent for
Agriculture in Motley County at 347-
2733.

H.H. Schweitzer. He also visited with
Lewis Bostick, S.C. Burleson, and
Dave Keith and took photographs of
their Schweitzer saddle collection.

A visit to the Motley County Mu-
seum turned up four very distinctive
saddles from different eras. The old-
est was a 1927 saddle which was or-
dered by Millard Barton and donated
to the Museum by Eugenia Barton in
memory of France Barton. It features
a crude, rectangularly-shaped logo
and a simple flower pattern. Inci-
dently, the saddle was responsible for
Barton’s death when his chest was
crushed by the small nickle-plated
saddle hom in a horse wreck on the
Al Barton ranch.

A second Schweitzer, one with a
deep seat and a high cantle, belonged
to U.L. Wilie and was donated by the
Wilie Estate and Hazel Donovan. It
has the more familiar oval logo of
H.H. Schweitzer, Maker, Matador,

Texas, and features the hand tooling

of the poinsettia pattern, which
Schweitzer popularized.

The third saddle displayed at the
museum was ordered by Malcolm

. Jameson and. has the rarer H.H.

Schweitzer & Son-logo, produced

' only-during tire short time Bert joined

his father in the business. This shiny
Schweitzer was donated to the mu-
seum by Frances Schweitzer Moss.

The fourth saddle, made toward
the end of Schweitzer’s life, is a plain
saddle with no tooling. It was ordered
by Slim Durham and used when he
was a pickup man at rodeo bronc
riding contests. Slim’s Schweitzer is
mounted on a saddle rack he made to

display the equipment needed in a
cowboy’s job, including padded
chaps, ropes, bits, bridle, spurs, and
farrier tools.

Since most of Schweitzer saddles
were made for working cowboys, of
special interest are the rare, fancy
saddles made for customers such as

C.R. Wilson of Paducah. The Wilson
saddle, completed in 1947, was hand-
tooled with a floral design set off with

silver and gold trimmings for the then
fantastic sum of $450. The owner’s
name, C.R. Wilson, was carved into
the front of the cantle and on the back,
his brand. After Wilson’s death, the
saddle was sold, but the family has
no recollection to whom.

In addition, rumors persist about
a saddle sold at a Plainview auction
for a wealthy gun collector several
years ago which went for an exorbi-
tant amount. Naturally, McGinnis
would like very much to locate either
or both of these unusual saddles to be
showcased in his publication.

Meanwhile, on weekends and dur-
ing college breaks, the college profes-

sor continues his search for any clues,

about Schweitzer and his ‘artistry.
People who have Schweitzer saddles
or any information on the where-
abouts of the saddles and other leather
goods, or anecdotes about the saddle
maker are urged to contact Bruce
McGinnis, 3401 S. Lipscomb, Ama-
rillo, Tx.

UNDERGROUND STORAGE
TANK REMOVAL INFO

Farmers and ranchers across the
state of Texas are approaching an
important deadline for the removal of
non-exemptunderground storage tanks
(UST). Contrary to rumor there is NO
planned extension of this deadline.

Owners of non-exempt UST's that
have not yet been upgraded to comply
with new leak detection, corrosion,
containment and overfill requirements
are subject to fines after December 22.

The December 22, 1998 deadline
day is rapidly approaching and many
farmers are still confused about
whether the UST's on their property
have to beremoved . -

Officials from the Lubbock office
of the Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation Commission (TNRCC) have
explained that there IS AN EXEMP-
TION for UST's (and any connected
piping) with a capacity of 1,100 gal-
lons or less used for storage of motor
fuel fornoncommercial purposes. This
"small farm" exemption is provided
under the Texas Water Code, 26.344.

TNRCC officials also stressed the

importance of having an accurate fa-
cility registration on file with them if
UST's have been removed or modified
to comply with the new requirements.
Ammendments to facility registrations
should be made as necessary as well.
Questionsabout UST's and whether
or not they meet the small farm ex-
emption criteria can be directed to the
Region 2 office of the TNRCC in
Lubbock by calling 806-796-7092.

1998 BOLL WEEVIL TRAP-
PING PROGRAM CLOSES
The 1998 bollweevil grid trapping

project conducted jointly by Plains
Cotton Growers and Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service has come to
it's season's end. ‘

Between the first week in May and

the last week in October, 604,452
weevils were trapped in the 1,073 traps
gridded across 28 counties. The area
trapped covered the entire High Plains
extending from Deaf Smith County in
the north to Midland County in the
south; from the New Mexico state line
eastward to Motley, Dickens and
Kent Counties. In a normal year more
than 3.5 million acres of cotton is
planted in the High Plains of Texas.

Windbreaks protect the soil, in-
crease land value and crop yields, and
reduce livestock weightloss and death

rate. But producing a high perform-
ance windbreak requires more than

Jjust planting a line of trees.

Prior toplanting a windbreak, land-
owners should determine: the area or
structure in need of protection; tree
species adaptable to the planting re-
gion; and the planting dimensions of
the break, be it ahomestead, livestock,

" field or wildlife windbreak or a living

snow fence.

A planting dimension, such as
proper spacing, prevents crowding and
reduces tree stress, which also de-
creases insect and disease susceptibil-
ity thus extending the life of the wind-
break. Generally, each tree row should
be planted 20 feet apart with 10- to 25-
foot spacing between each tree within
that row.

When designing a windbreak it is
also recommended to plant multiple
rows of evergreens and deciduous
trees and shrubs. The purpose of the
windbreak dictates the number of
rows required. =

Each row within a multiple row
windbreak serves as a backup in case
onerow is lost to pest damage or other
casualties. Generally, insects and
diseases are confined to a species.

Also, within the multiple row struc-
ture adeciduous tree will provide early
protection. Deciduous trees are faster
growing than evergreens, which are
the backbone of multiple row wind-
breaks.

_Specie diversity in a multiple row
windbreak also enhances aesthetics

seasons (depending on the species).
A single row of trees may suffice
for a period, but a multiple-row wind-
