“most hay looking excel-
lent and ‘growing out
well.”’ There is a problem
with insects and some
spraying for worms has
begun.

In Maple area farmers
have received 3 to 4 inches
generally. Bill Hodnett, a
farmer in this community
said, ‘‘The ground is very
wet now, but enough rain
has been received to prob-
ably begin planting."”

The Bula Community
has received from 1 to 1%
inches of rain, comparitivly
light for some other areas
in the county. Bennie
Claunch at Claunch Gin
reported that ‘‘moisture
has been met but another 1
to 1% inches is needed to
plant on.”” He further sta-

ted, “Farmers’ attitudes
are much better and ofti-
mistic since the rains.”
Lazbuddie, Lariat and
Pleasant Valley communi-
ties seem to have been

. shorted, so far. With total

rains in these areas rang-
ing from 3/4 to 1 4/10
inches of rain. In Pleasant
Valley, irrigated areas,
corn is up and looks good.
One farmer expressed the
““thankfulness of not hav-
ing to water up his corn.”’
Another  added, b |
another couple of inches
would fall prior to June,
the cotton land would be in
excellent shape for plant-
ing."”’

Ronnie Holt, another
farmer in the Pleasant Val-
ley Community reported
“‘corn is up and all we
need is warm weather.”’

Lazbuddie at this time
remains relatively dry.
Corn is planted, but not
up. Wheat looks a little
better now as well as
pasture land. However,
another 2-4 inches is badly
needed.

Warren Givens, who
farms east of Muleshoe on
the Plainview Highway,
reported approximately “‘1
and 1/10 general rain, with
wheat, hay and pasture
coming back.’’ Givens also
reported weavils and
grasshoppers beginning to
hatch out now.

All in all, it would seem
that the outlook for Bailey
County has greatly im-
proved, along with
farmers’ spirits and the
area will be a virtual bee-
hive of activity within the
next week and increase
along with additional rains
hoped for.

1981 Rebate Checks Down

For April - Up For Year

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock Thursday said
Houston was not among a
list of nearly 1,000 Texas
cities to receive April re-
bates of the one percent
city sales tax.

Bullock said he is hold-
ing a $5.5 million city sales
tax rebate for Houston un-
til the city clears up a
$287,699 debt owed to the
state as the result of an
audit of interstate highway
traffice fines collected in
the city that were not
turned over to the state.

Not counting the check
due Houston, April rebates
totaled $18.3 million, com-
pared to $24 million in
rebates handed back to
cities in April of 1980.

Total rebates this calen-
dar year to Texas cities
reached $180.8 million, a-
bout 14 percent more than
cities took in during the
first four months last year.

State law allows Bullock
to withhold checks from
the state to persons in-
debted to the state.

““The results of the audit
-~from June of 1975
through March of 1980--
are final and have been for
the past nine months and
the city’s lackadaisical at-
titude about this debt has
been beyond belief,”” Bul-
lock said.

Bullock said he notified
the city last month that he
planned to withhold city
payments if the debt was
not cleared and that the
city hasn’t even bothered
to acknowledge the letter.

“l1 don’t think this will
bankrupt the city, but I
think we’ll definitely get
their attention about this
liability,”” Bullock said.

Inflation Increasing Costs
Of Agricultural Production

AUSTIN--“Inflation could

devastate agriculture, if-

changes don't come soon,”
Agriculture  Commissioner
Reagan V. Brown said
recently, citing increases in
fuel prices, interest rates and
other production costs.

Brown recently testified
before the House Committee
on Agriculture in Washington
and noted that the first and
foremost need of agriculture
at the present time is profit.
He urged that commodity
loan prices be set to cover the
true cost of production on
included crops plus a fair and
equitable profit for the
producer.

“Not only is inflation
making it difficult for farmers
to make a profit as costs rise
faster than commodity prices;
it is changing the ownership
patterns of farm and ranch
land,” Brown continued.

“Inflation, at least at
current levels, is a relatively
new phenomenon in this
country and people have only
recently begun to understand
its ramifications for
agriculture,” Brown said. “It
really started to get serious in
1978 and since then, has just
tightened the noose.”

Brown cited the latest
figures from a U.S.
Department of Agriculture
(USDA) annual report which
indicated that although costs
are going up in nearly every
segment of the production
cycle, the biggest increases
stem from higher fuel prices,
interest rates and fertilizer

prices.

The overall rise in per-acre
production costs ranged from
I8 percent for cotton to 25.5
for rice in 1980.

“Corn, sorghum, barley,
oats, wheat, soybeans and
Peanuts,...they're all
Increasing in  production
costs,” Brown said. “But farm
and ranch prices have
increased only marginally.

“According to the latest

estimates, Americans spend
the lowest percentage of their
take-home pay on food than
any other people in the
world,” Brown said. “We
spend approximately 14 cents
out of ever dollar we earn on
food. But the farmer or
rancher only seces about 5
cent,...the rest goes to the
processors and retailers for
packaging, processing,
shipping and other marketing
costs.”

Brown also stressed the
importance of explaining to
the 97 percent of our
population, the importance of
an abundant and healthy food
supply. “It’s vitally important
that we do everything possible
to help keep the other 3
percent in agricultural
production, to insure that we
never have to depend on other
countries for our basic
foodstuffs,” Brown said.

Methane Production:
Is It Economical?

Rising energy costs
affect poultry producers
just like everyone else.
They can, however, take
advantage of the energy
potential of thousands of
chickens. Aided by techno-
logy, 200,000 laying hens
can generage about 66,000
cubic feet of methane gas
every day.

But is the value of
methane worth the cost to
produce it?

That issue was ad-
dressed here recently by
Dr. Edward L. Fulton dur-
ing the Texas Commercial
Egg Clinic. Fulton is an
associate professor at Tar-
leton State University, Ste-
phenville, where an an-
aerobic digestion plant has
been in operation since last
June.

Anaerobic digestion is a
process that converts ani-
mal wastes to methane or
biogas and fertilizer. The
process also  practically
eliminates odors and flies,
Fulton explained.

““The digester at Tar-
leton was designed to be

| practical for farms and

ranches in Texas,” Fulton
said. According to his
findings, an anaerobic di-
gester would be feasible
for poultry operations with

40,000 or more laying
hens.

Fulton's research shows

that gas production for a
poultry enterprise  with
200,000 hens would total
66,000 cubic feet per day.
Part of that could be used
to heat the digester, which
must be kept at 95 degrees
F. During the winter, that
would still leave at least
49,500 cubic of gas or
29,000,000 BTUs of energy
per day.

The equivalent amount
of energy in propane would
cost $75,766 for a year,
Natural gas would cost
about $43,360. According
to Fulton's figures, con-
struction of an appropriate
digester for the operation
would cost approximately
281,250.

It is important to
intergrate the design of a
digester with the individual
farm or ranch. “A
standard plan or design
cannot be used on-site in
an energy-efficient way,
the anaerobic digester on
that farm is too large,”
Fulton said.

Besides being a direct
energy source for heating

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Population Growth Outpaces
Milk Production in Texas

AUSTIN--Texas dairymen
have an excellent productivity
record, reports Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan V.
Brown. However, the state’s
booming population has
created a sharp gap between
milk production and
consumption, with much of
the milk being supplied from
outside Texas.

“In Texas, milk ouput in
relation to population has
dropped sharply, due to the
tremendous influx of people
into the state,” said Brown.

Brown noted that within
certain geographical areas of
the state, there are wide
discrepancies between
production and consumption.
In 1980, for instance, over 67
percent of the state’s total
production of raw milk was
centered in the northeastern
portion of the state However,
only 33 percent of Texas’
population lives within this
area.

According to a paper
presented at a recent meeting

region of the U.S. now resides
in Texas. (This region
includes Oklahoma, Kansas,
New Mexico, Missouri and
Arkansas.) The percentage is
expected to grow to at least 53
percent over the next nine
years. Accompanying this
increase in population is a
growing demand within the
state for milk and dairy
products, which is expected to
be up by 20 percent over the
next two decades.

“Due to many economic
pressures, the number of
dairymen in Texas has
declined steadily, and is now
down to less than 2,600," said
Brown.
