We're going to have less sugar

‘for canning this year, but no one
ghould suffer if homemakers use
wisely what they get The 20-
pound maximum allotment of can-
ning sugar per person is plenty
to meet the conservation needs for
one year, according to standards
of the Texas A. & M. College ex-
tension service.

Ordinarily- 22 quarts of canned| -

fuit per person is enough to
place on the pantry shelves. By
good management and using some
sugar substitutes in ranning, many
~ _families can also satisfy that “sweet
taste” with seven pints of pre-
serves, jellies, or jams for every
person in the family.
1f you're not familiar with the
OPA’s recent announcement about
sugar for home canning, here are
some of the 1845 provisions.
[ Ne ration stamp i Book No. 4
will be good for canning sugar this
year.  You'll have to apply direct-

* ly-to your own rationing board lat-]

. €r on this-spring. -
“You don’t get that 20 pounds
automatically. The amount you get
is based on what you can expect
to can. For canning fruits and
fruit juices you'll get one pound

*of sugar for each four quarts to
be canned. That allowance can't
exceed 20 pounds pep person or
over 160 pounds to a single fam-

wily.

Only five pounds of each per-
son’s allowance are to be used for
making jams, relishes and similar
foods which aren’t considered so
important in the balanced diet.

1f you sell home-canned food,
vou will be allowed no more sugar
than you used for this purpose in
1944, the OPA says.

Persons interested in streiching
their sugar allowances for home
canning may get some helpful ma-
terial’ from their copnty home
demonstration agent's office. You

Game Commssion Regulating Right

AUSTIN, March 8 #—A bill
giving the game, fish and oyster
commission broad powers in regu-
lating the control of wildlife in
Texas was beffre the 49th legisla-
ture today. 2

It was the second revolutionary
proposal dealing with game and
fish to 'come before the current
session., The first, abolishing
closed seasons on game fish and
otherwise greatly relaxing regu-
lations in regard to angling, met
little opposition and is now in
effect.

It was not considered likely the
bill offered yesterday in the sen-
ate by Howard Carney of Atlanta
would have such smooth sailing.
Its nef effect would be to take
away from the legislature and vest |

in fhe game commission, regula-
tory powers now held by the law-
makers. .

The Carney bill authorizes the

commission to make a continuous
study of the supply and factors
bearing on the increase of game
birds, furbearing and game ani-
mals and fresh water fish. Then,
on the basis of its findings In this
research, it could determine when

any species is being reduced un-|

The commission, and not the
legislature, would be empowered

Service Casualty
Lists Now 823,632

WASHINGTON, March 8 (P—
Army and Navy combat casualties
since the beginning of the war
reached a total of 823,632, the two
services disclosed today.

Secretary of War Stimson re-
ported Army casualties of 732,922
on the basis of individual names
compiled in Washington through
February 28. The latest Navy
casualty figure is 90,710.

The overall total represents an |
increase of 10,600 over last week's |
figure. The Army accounted for
all except 373 of the rise.

A breakdown on Army ecasual-
ties and corresponding figures for
last week:

Killed 142285 and 140368;
wounded 438,734 and 430,757;
prisoners 60,666 and 60,535; miss-
ing 91,237 and 91,087, Stimson said ‘
that 221,155 of the wounded, or
more than half, returned to duty.

COLOGNE, Germany P — His
neighbors called him ‘a dirty nazi"
but he had 25 bathrooms in his
house. It is a snug little cotiage
with a pipe organ, three pianos
and a kitchen no bigger than the
Astor hotel ballroom.

This nazi big shot was “cooking
with gas” as far as party prestige
went, but his own modest meals
were prepared on an electric
stove with a dozen burners. It did
nicely for the Arherican battalion
headquarters which. used the
house for a command post.

The owner had departed in
haste, leaving behind a clutter of
good things which had come his
way as a reward for his uninhib-
ited collaboration with Hitler's
War program. .

The four-floor rambling brick
mansion was built only a few years
ago.

Inside his little dream bungalow
however, the owner, one of Ger-
many's swastika profiteers, had
gone to extreme expense to con-
struct as modern and comfortable
an ivory tower as his war-born
millions of marks could buy.

American doughboys have nulli-
fied this investment to a consid-
erable extent. Only a few random
bullets spanged through the win-
dows but the owner daidnt hang
around to keep tab on his mines
and factories or this 60-odd room
hut by the Rhine,

The doughboys walked from
floor to floor of his abandoned
castle with a dazed look — as if
they had gone to sleep in a fox-
hole -and awakened in an Arabian
night's palace.

with two former German refugees
now in the American army. They
were Capt. W. G. Plaut, ‘Jewish
chaplain of the 104th infantry di-
vision, and his assistant, Cpl. Joe
Flamm, Bronx, New York.

It was the first time Plaut had
been back in the Rhineland since
the nazis forced him to leave Ber-
Flamm, a native of
Frankfurt-On-Main, left Germany
in 1939,

In silence they walked through
the rooms of this deserted man-
sion, a symbol of the predatory
regime that had sent them penni-
less and homeless to a freer land.

They said nothing as they pass-
ed through the owner's office,
where valueless receipts of his
wealth lay in disorder on the
floor.

There was a moral to be drawn
from the return of these two na-
tives to the scene where they
found the tables turned on their
one-time oppressor. But they char-
itably refused to draw it.

“It was this kind of people that
chased me out of Germany,” said
Chaplain Plaut, “and 1 honestly
can't say I feel sorry for those
who lived here. It's hard with
these old memories in one to feel
a proper perspective on human
values. d
. “But I still can't help feeling
sorry for helpless old men and
women and the innocent children
we see in long lines of German
refugees moving out through our
army. All Germans are partly
guilty for what has happened yet
in the individual case there |is
often an aura of -innocence, you
can't blame them all for it. x x x"

Arnold Looks To Bombing Of U. §.

WASHINGTON — Government
reports are so . frequent around
here you have to look sharp to
keep from tripping over one. When
you do, you generally find that
it's something about “Daffodil
Growing Since the War Beétween
the States.”

That's one thing that makes the
report of Gen. H. H. “Hap™ Arnold,
commanding general of the Army
Air Forces, to the secretary of war
and hence to the people of the
United States, a rather remarkable
document. It's full of interesting

.and enlightening facts about what

our Army air arm has done in this
War.

_But more important, I think, is
the conclusions which General
Arnold has reached. I'm not the
only one who thinks so. Represen-
tatives of the aviation industry
here say. no one has stated more
clearly the practical uses of avia-
tion as a potential defense force

than Gen. Arnold in this, his sec-

ond report to the nation.
- - L]

Using all his knowledge gained
from the lessons of this global war,
General Arnold starts with the
premise that it's positive now that
air power is the weapon with which
future aggressors will strike first.

“In this field,” he continues,
“which the present war has shown
to be subject to revolutionary ad-
vancgs, we can only dimly visual-
ize the possibilities of such sudden
action in the future. Our first line
of defense must be in the air.”

The general points out that in
the two great world wars, the
enemy has attacked, hoping that
the United States wouldn't intere
fere, and that in each Instance,
the United States has become the
determining factor in the defense
of civilization.

The next aggressor, the general
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is positive, won't be dumb enough
to overlook that lesson. The next
time, he savs, “The United States
will be the first target.” There will
be no opportunity for gradual
mobilization as in these two world
wars.

That's why he argués that the
United States must continue to be
the “world's first power in mili-
tary aviation."

Today And Tomorrow—

Although the President said that
there was 90 per cent agreement
at the Dumbarton Oaks conference
last summer and that “the other
10 per cent was ironed out at
Yalta,” what this really means is
that there is now agreement on
the problems which the four pow-
ers deemed it most important to
discuss. There are other prob-
lems, which they have touched on
only lightly and vaguely, that will
have to be solved before the other
nations can confidently accept the
charter, before in fact the charter
can be made a workable instru-
ment. v

By analogy from our own con-
stitutional system, the unsettled
problems of Dumbarton Ouaks have
to do with the relation between
the central authority and the
local. There is much. hard think-
ing still to be done on this, the
fundamental problem in the mak-
ing of any constitutional system.
The problem has been raised but
not settled at Mexico City. Here
too is the basic reason why France
is withholding her unqualified en-
dorsement. Only by solving these
problems more clearly than has
as yet been done, will it be possible
to meet the criticisms which
Canada, the Netherlands, and, I
believe, Brazil and Mexico, are
making. Finally, it can be shown,
I think, that the question of how
much authority to use armed force
the Congress should delegate to the
President can be answered prop-
erly only after we have eclarified
the relation between the Dumbar-
ton charter and other peace-keep-
ing agreements—the inter-Ameri-
can, the treaties to deal with
Germany, with Japan, and in oth-
er regions of the world.

Ameriean thinking In this field
has been retarded because in the
State Department the leading ex-
pert advisers of Mr. Hull, notably
Mr. Leo Pasvolsky, started off
initially with the jdea that the
world organization should have a
monopoly in keeping the peace.

—wide as a regrettable deviation

from the ideal of a universal so-
ciety pledged to foliow unitersal
principles. At the beginning they
expected the new league to do all
the peace-keeping, to enforce the
demilitarization of Germang=and
of Japan, to manage the pacifica-
tion of liberated Europe and of
liberated Asia, and its charter was
to supersede, to eliminate and
liquidate not bnly the military
alliance of this war but also all
the specific alliances such as the
Anglo-Soviet, the Franco-Soviet,
or an Anglo-French.

This conception of the Dumbar-

ton Oaks organization as a global
monopoly has had gradually to be
modified. But any modification
has been regarded officially among
the State Department’s experts as
a rather regrettable concession by
the children of light to the chil-
dren of this world. Yet the desire
to concentrate the whole power
and responsibility for keeping
peace in one Institution, instead
of decentralizing it, is the main
cause of most of the serious criti-
cism of Dumbarton Oaks. It is the
reason why the security council is
attacked as being an attempt at
a three-power dictatorship over
mankind: if all authority to keep
the peace could be concentrated
there, that is just what it would
be. It is also the reason why the
“realistic” govérnments—meaning
those which like France and the
Soviet Union have been invaded
and will now take no chances—
are Insisting on specific pacts to
make sure of their own security.

But for this well intentioned but
over-theoretical desire to make
Dumbarton Oaks a global monop-
oly, the question of how much
authority to delegate to.the Presi-
dent would have little practical
interest. He would be given—as it
is going to work out he will be
given—specific Congressional au-
thority to enforce a German set-
tlement. He will be given specific
autherity to enforce a Japanese
settlement. He will be given spe-
cific authority to masintain inter-
American security. Other grants
of specifie authority will no doubt
be considered also. After that the
general authority needed in the
Dumbarton Oaks organization will
be so modest that it presents no
serious issue,

All - the occasions where force
might shave to be applied to a great
power, and might therefore mean
war, will have beeén covered by
specifie treaties. The use of force
against a great power which iz a
member of it Is outside the jaris-
diction of the world organization.
and, therefore, force will rarely be
needed and can never on a large
scale be employed, by the world
organization. The task of
peace-keeping, of poli€ing, of paci-
fication will be the duty of specific
groups of nations operating under
specifle treaties and agreements—
with the world organization acting
as a co-ordinating and mediating
institution among them, and as a

d of tribunal of in: appeal.

There has been, therefore, a
tendency to exaggerate the unique
importance of the security coun-
cil, and so to become too greatly
concerned about its membership
and its method of voting, and iis
power to commit nations to use
force. In fact, under one name or
another there will not be one se-
curity council but many security
councils, much as there are in the
United States not merely one leg-
fslature and one Constitution but

nine constitutions, and Iinnumer-
able municipal charters, as well.

This is a complicated structure.
But this is a complicated world.
And as we prepare for San Fran-
cisco we ought not to imagine that
the plans of the structure are com-
plete. Many of the most difficult
parts of any workable plan have
still to be worked out. So it is a
fair question whether we are send-
ing to San Francisco as strong a
team as we shall need. For while
our delegation is well chosen polit-
ically, some men distinguished for
their grasp of constitutional prob-
lems could with gfeat advantage
be attached to it as advisers.

Costly Fire Hits
San Antonio Firm

SAN ANTONIO, March 8 UP—
A spectacular fire, one of the most

costly in the history of this ecity,
destroyed a huge warehouse in the
rear of 1333 South Flores street
early today causing a property loss
in excess of $175,000 and., for a
time, threatened to spread to a
nearby lumber company where
about $75,000 worth of lumber is
stored. _

Critical farm and road machin-
ery and equipment, including more
than 25 ftractors, quantities of
cream separators, cotton dusting
equipment, milking oeechlinery and
tools owned by the Bull-Stewart
Equipment company and valued at
$125,000 were destroyed, adcord-
ing to Ray Jensen, service man-
ager of the company. The Bull-
Stewart company used half of the
warehouse for storage purposes
and the Southern Pecan Shelling
company the other half to store
pecans and cartons. Officials of
the pecan company estimated their
loss at $25,000.

The warehouse itself, owned by
Mrs. Annie May White of Temple,
was valued at approximately $25.-
000, according to Roy Campbell,
president of the Campbell Lumber
company, who managed the prop-
erly for Mrs. White, The fire was
discovered by Herman Wolff, an

B. |employe of the Campbell Lumber

company, when he was awakened
at 5:43 a. m. by the barking of his
dog “Spot.” Immediately upon his
arrival at the scene Assistant Fire
Chief Butler turned in a second
alarm and six additional eompanies

responded, adding to the four an-
swering the first alarm. :

Approximately 100 firemen
fought the flames which, at times,
could be seen for a distance of al-
most ten miles and were estimai-
ed to have reached a height of 25,
feet.
