Jewish Extremists
Reported Captured

JERUSALEM, Aug. 2 (#—A
high source peporied today that an
important leader of the so-called
“Stern gang,” Jewish extremist
organization, had been ecaptured
by British troops during their
house-to-house search of the all-
Jewish city of Tel Aviv.

British army officials refused
either to confirm or deny the re-
poris, which said the man was
one of the chief liefitenants of
Friedman Yellin, alleged chief of
the Stern group on whose head
there Is a price of $4,000.

(The Daily Mail in London iden-
tified the captured man as Itzhak
Yesternitsky, who the paper said
was the deputy commander of the
Stern group.) .

The captured man was said to
have escaped from the Latrun
prison camp in November, 1943,
when Yellin and 20 others tun-
neled their way to freedom. Nine
subsequently were recaptured.

Marines From China

PEIPING, Aug. 2 () — Two
Chinese  Government Officlals
said today that the United States
could expect further anti-Amer-
ican outbreaks by Chinese Com-
munists similar to the Ambushing
Monday of a US Marine  convoy
and the kidnaping earlier of seven
Marines, later released.

Lt. Gen. Tsal Wen-Tchih, form-
er Government commissioner at
executive  (Truce) headquarters,
asserted that by launching an
anti-American campaign the Com-
munists hoped the Marines would

withdraw from China “out of
weariness.”
The Marine Corps has an-

nounced that three Marines were
killed and 12 wounded in the am-
bush of the convoy 35 miles south-
east of Peiping. The Communists
have admitted involvement, _but
say the Marines and Government
troops “made a surprise attack."

The house already has voted for
final adjournment today but the
senate has held up on the sugges-
tion.

Barring an emergency that
would cause the president to re-
call it for a special session, the
76th congress will not meet again
once it closes the books, for the
congress that convenes in Janu-
ary will be a new one, the 80th,

The fact that a new congress
will be elected in November was
one of the compelling reasons
that prompted the body to take its
longest vacation in eight years,
allowing members to campaign.

Even as they began leaving for
their homes, many members felt
they might be recalled into special
sesslon after the November elec-
tions. Should the republican
party make good its boast that it
will win control of the house in
the new congress, they feel cer-
tain that President Truman will
make one final effort to win ap-
proval of some of his domestic
legislative ‘proposals from the
democratic T0th.
