If the Finns do make peace,
thereby ending the opportunity of
opening up an allled front in the
Baltic area, it will not represent a
catastrophe to Britaln and France.
They will survive it. But it will be
a serious blow to them, neverthe-
less, and by the same token a hoost
for Hitler.

There's more to be settled at the polls than the
Rverage voter Is able to master, urnless he givea long
and studious attention to the ticket before he goes
to the polls.

Only two
men in the world knew what real-
Iy happened in that room, and one
la dead This man is lucky he was
not convicted of a higher degree.
