N ew  Feed 
Additive 
For Cattle 
Released

RUM ENSIN-E lanco Pro­
ducts Company recently re­
leased a new feed additive for 
beef cattle fed for slaughter. 
The product is known as 
Rumensin or as monensin 
sodium. Rumensin fed cattle 
have demonstrated a 10 per­
cent improvement in feed effi­
ciency as compared to similar 
cattle fed the same ration 
without the additive. Evi­
dence indicates that its mode 
o f action works by shifting 
rumen microbial action in a 
way that favors formation of 
propionic acid in the paunch. 
This allows more efficient 
utilization o f feed energy by 
feedlot cattle. When Rumen­
sin is added, feedlot cattle eat 
10 percent less feed and 
maintain the same average 
daily gain. This significantly 
reduces cost o f gain.

At the present time only 
feedlot cattle may be fed 
Rumensin. Approval for 
feeding pasture cattle or sheep 
may be forthcoming but the 
current label includes only 
cattle being fed for slaughter. 
Monensin sodium was previ­
ously approved for use in 
poultry feeds as an effective 
coccidiastat (trade named 
Coban).

Currently, Rumensin-30 
(containing 30 grams o f mon­
ensin sodium per pound) can 
be purchased from approved 
feed dealers having a valid 
NDA Form 1800 which allows 
them to legally handle the 
product. Also, the label allows 
Rumensin-30 premix to be fed 
to cattle at the rate of one 
pound per ton o f complete 
feed. The label permits a daily 
consumption o f 50-360 milli­
grams o f active ingredient per 
head per day, a condition that 
can be met by adding one 
pound o f Rumensin-30 to each 
ton o f complete feed.

If Rumensin is available as a 
feed ingredient, one word of 
caution may be in order for 
horse owners. The manufac­
turer has data that indicates 
that horses may be sensitive to 
monensin sodium. They sug­
gest that for a 1000 lb. horse, 
more than one gram o f monen­
sin sodium taken orally In a 
time span o f one day (24 
hours) could be fatal. Al­
though it would be difficult to 
poison a horse with normal 
cattle formulations, recent 
deaths o f a few feedlot cow 
horses have been attributed to 
erroneous mixing o f Rumensin 
in feeds fur horses.

trol research in alfalfa are 
invited to the Les Darsey farm 
on October 14. The minitour 
will start at 10 a.m. according 
to Dr. G. B. Thompson. Direc­
tor o f Research for the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment 
Station at Amarillo-Bushland. 
The research plots are located 
in a field 5 miles north of 
Alanreed on state highway 
291. After arriving at the 
field, tour participants must 
take a field road 0.5 mile east 
and 0.2S north to see the 
research plots. Mr. Darsey 
sprinkle irrigates alfalfa on 
sandy soil and sells most of the 
crop to feedlots. Farmers in 
W heeler, Hall, Donley and 
Collingsworth Counties pro­
duce alfalfa under similar 
conditions.

Results from two years of 
fertility research will be dis­
cussed by Dr. Don Goss, Soil 
Scientist from the USDA Agri­
cultural Research Service Cen­
ter at Bushland. In his 
experiment, manure and com- 
merical fertilizer were com­
pared as a source o f phos­
phate.

W eed control research was 
conducted by Dr. Allen Wiese 
and Wayne Chenault, Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion Scientists. Both experi­
mental herbicides and pro­
ducts already labeled for weed 
control in alfalfa were applied 
in October. November and 
February, 1975. Some of the 
products did the job and others 
did not according to Wiese.

Joe Van Zandt, County 
Agricultural Agent in Gray 
County assisted with tour 
plans and arranged for a 
pocket gopher control demon­
stration by Lloyd Cheatheam. 
District Field Supervisor for 
the Rodent Control Service. 
Gophers do a lot o f digging 
that hurts alfalfa stands almost 
as much as weeds according to 
the county agent.

A fter discussions o f re­
search and the gopher control 
demonstration, tour partici­
pants will have a first hand 
look at the combined effects of 
good fertility and weed control 
programs. W ith proper man­
agement. alfalfa yield and 
protein content are greatly 
increased. Herbicides applied 
in the winter controlled winter 
annual grass weeds, allowing 
vigorous well fertilized alfalfa 
to shade out summer annual 
grass and weeds.

The minitour is sponsored 
by the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station, USDA Agri­
cultural Research Service and 
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

Banned In A rgentina

violation o f laws or an attempt 
against public order, national 
security, morale or good cus­
toms.’

“ According to a bill passed 
by the Argentine congress in 
1949.”  Butrus explained, "a ll 
religious groups except the 
Catholic Church were required 
to register with the Depart­
ment o f Cults o f the Ministry 
o f Foreign Relations. Registry 
of Jehovah's Witnesses was 
denied and in August 1950 our 
work was officially proscribed.

"F o r five years following 
this proscription, close surveil­
lance o f Jehovah's Witnesses 
was maintained but. with the 
fall o f the Peron government in 
1955, pressure began to ease 
somewhat and the following 
year a national public assem­
bly was held, attended by over 
5,000 persons.

“ In 1957, however, another 
national assembly was inter­
rupted by the police who 
invoked the public meeting
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This abridgement o f  the free­
dom o f worship and o f meeting 
guaranteed by the constitution 
was challenged by Jehovah's 
Witnesses, and on March 14. 
1958, the sentence o f the Chief 
o f Police as revoked and eight 
articles o f the public meeting 
edict were declared illegal and 
unconstitutional."

Following another change in 
government in 1958. Butrus 
continued, a number o f ap­
peals were made to various 
government officials and 
agencies to have the ban 
against the Christian activity 
o f Jehovah's Witnesses lifted, 
but despite favorable res­
ponses from several officials, 
the government responded 
negatively in 1959.

Despite the DeJure pro­
scription o f the work, however,

acceptance contin- 
two public assemblies 

being held that same year. In 
'he years that followed, a new 
building housing branch o f­
fices and a printing plant o f 
the Society of Jehovah's W it­
nesses was built and later 
enlarged, and many new meet­
ing places or Kingdom Halls 
were constructed. During the 
last twenty-five years, the 
preaching work of Jehovah's 
Witnesses was well received 
by people all over Argentina, 
the active number o f W it­
nesses growing from 1.416 in 
1950 to 31,140 in 1975.

"With this background of 
favorable activity and the 
response our work has re­
ceived among the people of 
Argentina," Butrus explained 
concerning President Videla's 
decree of August 31, 1976,

we find it difficult to under­
stand why this action should 
be taken after twenty-six 
years, when obviously no at­
tempt has been made by these 
Christians ‘ against public 
order, national security, mor­
ale or good customs,' as stated 
by President Videla in his 
decree. Obviously the position 
o f Jehovah's Witnesses is 
misunderstood. It is our hope 
that liberty will soon be re­
stored to Jehovah's Witnesses 
in Argentina."
