Election Set For 8
Absentee voting for the No­

vember 8 state election will 
continue through Nov. 4 at the 
County Clerk's office at Hans­
ford County Courthouse. A 
check with the office Friday- 
revealed that 4 persons had 
voted absentee.

Voters in the 31st Senatorial 
District will be voting for state 
senator, a spot that became 
vacant when Max Sherman re­
signed his senatorial seat to 
become president of West Texas 
State University. All other 
voters in the state will be voting 
on seven amendments to the 
constitution.

The senatorial race has five 
candidates, three Democrats 
and two Republicans. The 
Democratic candidates are Bob 
Simpson. Mel Phillips, Burk 
Whittenburg. all of Amarillo. 
Republican candidates are Bob 
Price of Pampa and James 
Brandon of Amarillo.

The seven Constitutional 
Amendments for voters include: 
Proposal Number One, to pro­
vide for expanding the Court of 
Civil Appeals from five judges 
to nine judges and to allow them 
to set in panels of three judges; 
Proposal Number Two deals 
with providing an additional 
$200 million in bonds of obliga­
tions for the Veterans Land 
Fund and to allow surviving 
widows to purchase tracts under 
certain circumstances; Proposal 
Number Three deals with the 
changing of the law to where if a 
person is out on bail for a prior 
felony and commits another 
felony to deny bail under certain 
circumstances; Proposal Four 
would exempt from ad valorem 
taxes property designated for 
the preservation of cultural his­
torical or natural history re-

authorized to collect certain 
refundable assessments from 
various livestock and other raw 
agricultural products; Number 
Six deals with giving state and 
national banks the right to use 
electronic devices or machines 
and sharing the cost of such 
devices; Number Seven would 
change the name of the State 
Judicial Qualifications Commis­
sion to the State on Judicial 
Conduct and to make changes in 
its power and procedures.

The big gamble today is 

the decision to grow a 
crop. If you hav decided 
to produce, the A high 
percentage of your pro­
duction cost has already 
been decided.

For example. $213 
might be the fixed cost 
level for your farm. "Out 
of pocket expenses" such 
as fertilizer and pesticides 
may run *48.00. These 
costs total for a final 
production cost of S261.00 
per acre. Notice that 81.6 
percent of the cost were 
determined at the time it 
was decided to grow the

150 bushels of corn at 
$2.00 per bushel would 
produce a net profit of 
$31.00 per acre, plus graz­
ing profit should a produc­
er choose to do so.

On the other hand, 
insufficient fertility and 
pest control could cut 
yields to 100 bushels, in 
this case your crop would 
be worth $200 per acre 
and fixed cost at $213 per 
acre, therefore a net loss 
of $13.00.

The fertilizer/pesticide 
input is a high return-low 
risk investment, it lowers 
per unit production cost 
and helps protect the total 
production cost.

"I 
don’t intend to be sitting with 
my feet propped up but 1 won’t 
be moving cases,” he added.
