Banks franchise taxes 
to local taxing units

H a n s fo rd  C o u n ty

State Comptroller Bob Bull ode 
iaa sent checks totaling $61.6 
lillion from the first collection of 
he state’s new franchise tax on 
tanks to 1.996 local taxing jurisdio- 
ions.

In a special session last year, the 
legislature brought banks under 
the franchise tax for the first time 
ind allocated receipts from the tax 
to cities, counties, school districts 
and other local taxing units where 
the banks are located.

Banks are taxed at the same rate 
as other Texas corporations. Pre­
viously, bank stocks were subject to 
local property taxes. The Legis­
lature exempted the stocks from

property taxes, substituting the 
new bank franchise tax. Collections 
are  prorated among local taxing 
units based on their tax rates.

H ansford County received 
$13,524.88; Spearman Independent 
School District $15,890.82; Gruver 
Independent School D istrict 
$5,068.97; North Plains Water 
Conservation D istrict $389.85; 
North Plains W ater D istrict 
$626.71; Palo Duro River Authroity

N ew  s ta te  law s  
in  e ffe c t Sept. 1

Hundreds ol' new state laws take 
effect Sep t 1, and two in particular 
will change the habits of many 
Texans-mandatory auto seat belt 
use and repeal of the Sunday- 
closing Blue Law.

But the real effects of those laws 
may not be felt that firat day.

The fines backing up the seat 
belt law won' t start until D ec 1 and 
many Texas retail stores already 
have thrown away their Sunday 
“ dosed" signs.

During the regular legislative 
session that ended May 27, the 
Senate and House passed a total of 
1.024 bills. Some that got a 
two-thirds vote of approval became 
effective immediately, and others 
become effective 90 days after the 
session on May 26. But most 
become law on Sept. 1, the 
beginning of the state’s new two- 
year business period.

The new seat belt law states that 
anyone in the front seat of a moving 
automobile or small pickup must be 
wearing a lap seat belt State 
troopers first will give warnings to 
those not wearing the belts, but 
fines of $25 to $50 will be issued 
after D ec 1.

Repeal of the Blue law is 
effective Sept. 1. The Blue Law, 
enacted in 1961 prohibited the sale 
of 42 items on consecutive Satur­
days and Sundays, effectively ban­
ning Sunday sales of the items.

Probably the only store here that 
will come under this new law will

be TGfc Y with plans to be open this 
coming Sunday only for their Labor 
Day sale.

State college tuition will triple 
from $4 per semester hour to $12 
the first year, then jump again to 
$16 in the fall of 1986. Non­
resident tuition will go from $40 per 
semester hour to $120 for the next 
two years.

Drivers licenses will go from $10 
to $16 for each four-year period; 
annual auto inspections jump from 
$5.25 to $7.75 , with a two-year $15 
levy on new cars.

It will cost $75 to file a lawsuit in 
district court instead of $25. except 
that child custody cases remain 
$25.

One bill passed by the Legisla­
ture that will affect many Texans 
will not be felt until 1986. It raises 
the drinking age from 19 to 21. 
Federal highway authorities said 
that if Texas failed to pass the law. 
it would lose $100 million in road 
building funds.

Also effective Sept. 1, counties 
must start planning and contrac­
ting to take over at least part of the 
cost of caring for those in their 
counties unable to pay hospital and 
doctor bills. After Sept. 1, 1986, 
counties must spend up to 10 
percent of their general operating 
costs to help the needy ill.

There are more laws going into 
effect Sept. 1 but these are the ones 
that will apply to most people.

Neeley, who works for South­
western Public Service, said that 
there is enough information on one 
disc that would equal a book

Small business owners are being 
reminded by the Internal Revenue 
Service of two free publications that 
explain federal tax requirements and 
procedures.

Publication 334, “ Tax Guide for 
Small Business," goes into detail on 
such subjects as setting up a tax 
records system, determining net 
income, and tax credits and business 
assets. Publication 583, "Information 
for Business Taxpayers,”  explains 
what a small business person needs to 
know to meet tax obligations, such as 
how to file forms and to compute the 
tax.

Taxpayers can obtain these free 
publications by calling the IRS 
number listed in their local phone 
directory.

It does not always take a change in 
the tax law for people to legally 
minimize their federal taxes. Current 
law contains a number of deductions 
and credits for those who engage in 
certain financial or other activities. 
Contrary to popular misconception 
these tax benefits are available to all 
taxpayers.

The key to minimizing federal taxes 
lies in careful tax planning. The IRS 
offers the following tax planning
ideas.

IRA contributions not only increase 
your savings but also result in a tax 
deduction of up to $2,000 per working 
taxpayer.

Energy conservation expenditures 
on your residence will reduce your 
energy costs as well as provide a tax
credit

Educational expenses incurred in 
connection with enhancing your cur­
rent job skills have not only the 
educational value but may be deduc­
tible.

Timing the purchase or sale of 
capital investments such as stocks can 
minimize taxes if the tax implication 
of long or short- term gains or losses in
considered.

Sale of a home has a capital gain tax 
implication also. If you are over 55. up 
to $125,000 of such a gain may qualify

for exclusion from taxes.
Moving expenses may qualify for a

DPS estimates 45  may die over holiday weekend
Tfce Department of Public Safety 

estimate* that aa many as 45 persons 
may lose their lives in traffic accidents 
in Texas during the 78-hour Labor 
Day holiday period.

"T h is  number is an estimate, not a 
prediction,” said DSP Director Jim 
Adams. ‘‘We hope this number will 
prove to be tar too high.'*

In 1984, 41 persons were killed in 
collisions during the holiday period, 
with five others dying later of injuries 
suffered on the Labor Day weekend. 

In an effort to hold down the

number of deaths, the DPS again this 
year will conduct Operation M otor 
tide, in which the deaths during the 
period beginning at 6  p.m. Friday, 
August 30 and ending at midnight 
Monday, September 2 will be counted 
with periodic reports being made to 
the news media.

“ Our philosohpy is that public 
awareness of the number of people 
who are dying on our streets and 
highways will make drivers more 
cautious and help reduce accidents,” 
Adams said.

On September 1, Texas' new 
mandatory safety belt law goes into 
effect The law provides a 90-day 
grace period before fines can be 
assessed.

‘ ‘ We’ re hoping Texas will start 
getting in the habit of using safety 
belts.” Adams said. “ If the vast 
majority of motorists make a con­

scious effort to buckle up during this 
Labor Day holiday period, w« will see 
a dramatic decrease in the number of 
deaths.”

Guess what! We now have 
volunteers from Hansford and Lip­
scomb counties!

But we had twice as many 
interested inquiries as we ulti­
mately had volunteers. Why?

Apparently many inquirers balk 
at the idea of a screening. This 
sounds formidable to them. But the 
screening is done by our director, 
Helen Bussey. She is a most 
sympathetic interviewer, and you 
will enjoy talking with her whether 
or not you ‘‘pass." Two of our 
current volunteers I had to take by 
the hand and lead to her. They 
were glad I did. This initial 
screening is valuable not only for 
the sake of the client with whom 
you will be dealing, but also for 
your own sake. Occasionally we 
find a volunteer who is so sensitive 
to the situations to which she will 
be ministering that she is unable to 
commit herself to the task. It’s 
somewhat like the doctor who does 
not prescribe for his own family: 
he's too involved to be able to do a 
good job, or he gets so emotionally 
distressed that he suffers from the 
responsibility. The screening is to 
help determine whether you can be 
sufficiently detached to be a good 
counselor.

This is not a criticism of those 
who are unable to take an objective 
view. I can remember a time when I 
very nearly fainted when my little 
sister was getting a shot. Another 
time, much later, when I was 
reading a book on obstetrics, I

became so faint that I had to lie 
down to continue my reading! To 
know me now, you would never 
guess I had ever had a such a 
problem.

Sometimes an anxious husband 
disapproves of his wife's becoming 
a volunteer. For his reassurance, 
let me say that the risk is minimal. 
Your identity is never disclosed to 
the client You are known simply be 
whatever name you choose for 
identifying yourself to the director 
and the office manager. No one 
else knows your true identity, no 
even the other volunteers unless 
you yourself choose to give i t  
Furthermore, you choose the times 
during which you wish to be on call. 
You never go to the house of the 
victim, nor do you ever bring the 
victim to your own house. If it is 
necessary for the client to return to 
her own home, she goes either 
alone (if the risk seems reasonable) 
or with a friend, or, if necessary, 
with a police escort. U nless you are 
willing to be on call more often, the 
chances of your services being 
needed more than once a month are 
nil.

Next the training. This sounds 
like an ordeal. But it is n 't  The 
training teaches you what options 
are open to the client. You can then 
present them to her for her own 
decision. You do n r . make that 
decision. It teaches y ju  how to deal 
with a client who is crying, and, to 
say the least of i t  upset. This can 
vary from a simple face-to-face talk 
to a visit to the hospital or a doctor.

How do you approach a client? How 
do you minister to her? These and 
other questions are answered for 
you in the training process. The 
training is not arduous, though it 
does involve several hours. It is 
always interesting-

In addition to the training, the 
volunteers attend one in-service 
session of from one to two hours a 
month in order to keep updated on 
procedures and for mutual support 
and social occasions.

So don't be intimidated by the 
fact that you have to knowledge of 
how to meet such situations. If you 
come through the initial screening 
still behoving in your willingness 
and ability to become a volunteer, 
your education will be sufficient to 
give you confidence. Furthermore, 
new volunteers are accompanied on 
their initial visits to a chent (which 
is always in a neutral zone, away 
from the area of distress) by a more 
seasoned volunteer.

Very soon your husband (if you 
have one) will himself become 
convinced that you are dealing 
safely with a very important ser­
vice. And you too will become 
enriched by your contribution to a 
painful and growing need.

So if you feel an impulse to 
volunteer • follow that impulse! 
Call 435-5006!

AUSTIN — Texans, apparently by 
an overwhelming majority, approve 
o f our efforts to raise the legal 
drinking age from 19 to 21. And, 
they also appear to be giving ten­
tative support to the state's new 
mandatory seat belt law.

Those were the results of the 
most recent Texas Poll, conducted 
by Texas A&M University's Public 
Policy Resources Laboratory. The 
poll indicates a whopping 82 per­
cent o f all Texans support our 
Senate Bill 21, which raises the 
legal drinking age, and 56 percent 
approve of the law requiring all 
Texans to buckle up.

We're not particularly surprised at 
the overwhelming support accorded 
S B 21. We knew from the begin­
ning that most Texans had become 
convinced that raising the drinking 
age will save lives.

Statistics show beyond any doubt 
that states with a 21-year-old 
drinking age have fewer alcohol- 
related fatalities than those without 
such a law. Reports from our own 
Department of Public Safety indi­
cate a disproportionate number of 
Texans under age 21 are involved 
in alcohol-related fatalities.

If there was any surprise in the 
drinking-age poll, is the the strong 
support the bill enjoys among 
younger people. Half o f those 
surveyed who were between 18 and 
21 support the bill. Among those 
18 to 29, approval was 78 percent.

We find such backing extremely 
gratifying. After the law goes into 
effect Sept. 1, 1986, we’re confi-

dent the resulting drop in the 
fatality rate will prove that support 
was worthwhile.

Though the drinking-age survey 
merely confirmed what we already 
suspected, the results of the seat 
belt questionnaire came as a 
pleasant surprise. We backed the 
mandatory seat belt law with mixed 
emotions, so we’re happy to see 
Texans beginning to warm to the 
idea.

At the time the bill was intro­
duced. we seriously questioned 
whether a mandatory seat belt law 
would be too intrusionary, whether 
government would be stepping too 
far into everyday lives. Most of all. 
we resented the federal government 
telling us we had to pass a law, as it 
was telling us in this case

Finally, we decided the federal 
government's interference could be 
ignored in this one instance because 
so many lives were at stake. We 
also decided forced buckling up did 
not represent a loss of essential 
liberty. The bottom line, o f course, 
is that lives are going to be saved.

Already a majority of Texans 
agree with our reasoning. We 
think the benefits of the law will 
become evident after Sept. I , when 
the law takes effect. As lives begin 
to be saved, the mandatory seat 
belt law may enjoy just as much 
support as S B. 21.

In the past three weeks I have 
talked to farmers in 20  counties 
throughout the 13th District. And 
after hearing what those farmers had 
to say, I decided it was time that 1 
talk with the Secretary of Agricul­
ture, John Block, about the agricul­
tural crises I was seeing and hearing 
about first hand.

My primary concern, when I 
spoke with Mr Block, was the wheat 
program. As the farmers know all 
too well, it’s time for them to begin 
planting, and to date, they have got­
ten no indication from the federal 
government about what Ihe wheat 
program for '86  will look like. B e­
sides being unfair, it is highly im­
practical to have farmers planting 
without the benefit o f planning. In 
my opinion, you don't put the cart 
before the horse, and you don't plant 
under a federal program if  you have 
no real idea of what the federal pro­
gram is going to be.

Although he couldn't be specific. 
Secretary Block gave ine fairly strong 
assurance that the wheat set aside will 
come in somewhere on the high side 
between 20 and 30 percent. It's not 
exact, but at least it can provide our 
wheat farmers with a guideline.

That still leaves us with the very 
big question of what the 1985 Farm 
Bill will contain, unanswered As 
reports continue to come in of some 
of the most bountiful crop harvests 
in years, increased pressure is put on 
Congress to come up with a farm bill 
that provides some solutions — long 
term solutions — to the problems 
farmers are facing.

As many farmers have told me, 
what is the glory of having a good year, 
a good harvest, when you know there 
isn’t going to be a market (H it there for 
the crop? In 1981 a farmer could get 
$4.21 per bushel for his w heat. Today, 
despite government programs, set- 
asides, and cutbacks, that bushel of 
wheat sells for as low as $2.65.

The 1985 Farm Bill has got to take 
into account Ihe problems our agri­
cultural exports face overseas, and the 
need to open up our foreign markets. 
Otherwise, we are going to continue

to see farmers put in a position of 
having a large crop with the U.S. 
government as the primary customer.

The way things are right now, at
harvest time, the government makes 
loans to growers of wheat, com , cot­
ton and other major crops to cover 
operating costs until farmers can sell 
the crops at the best prices. Loan 
rates are expressed in a per bushel 
or bale rate set for each crop, and 
repayment is due at the end of a 
specified period o f time. However, 
since crops are used as loan collater­
al, many farmers default on their 
loans if market prices fall below loan 
rates. The government ends up buy­
ing the surplus, incurring added 
costs for storage and spoilage.

There have been any number of 
suggestions made as to how best to 
run the Farm Program. Ideally, of 
course, agriculture should be al­
lowed to operate soley in a free mar­
ket system. However, because of 
unfair trade practices and agricultur­
al subsidy programs in other coun­
tries, American farmers are at a 
devastating disadvantage on the ex­
port market. The 1985 Farm Bill 
must be designed to meet these 
problems head on. It should contain 
sections that would promote U.S. ex­
ports with good conservation mea­
sures, in hopes o f increasing farm 
prices in the near future.

Because American farmers are 
dependent on world markets for the 
sale of their commodities, any omni­
bus farm program must recognize 
and incorporate this fact. If we in 
Congress are to produce a farm bill 
which provides equitable income 
protection to farmers, innovative 
solutions to our current problems 
will undoubtedly be required.

That is why we have got to look 
at the overall economic picture when 
addressing the Farm Bill. We must 
actively pursue a course that will ena­
ble us to lower interest rates, reduce 
the value of the dollar, and lower 
overall production in a fair way, if we 
are going to be competitive in foreign 
markets and realize our goal of in-

DETECTION DEPENDS ON YOU
Tim Dillard describes himself as 

* 'just a country boy from Cross 
Plains," yet he dreams of traveling 
to faraway places someday.

Now 24, Dillard dares to share 
some of those dreams -  especially 
about going to Hawaii -  because he 
appears to be winning his personal 
war against cancer. He is also busy 
running the flower shop he owns 
and planning improvements for the 
garden he enjoyB in his hometown 
near Abilene.

" I  thank the good Lord every day 
that I've been so fortunate. The 
doctors in Houston said I had a 
pretty bad case -  and there were 
times when I felt like I might not 
make it ,"  Dillard recalls.

Testicular cancer is the type he 
had. Although relatively uncom­
mon, it strikes young men between 
18 and 35, often interrupting their 
college or career plans. Dillard had 
never heard about testicular canoer 
until his diagnosis was confirmed 
in late 1981, but he has plenty to 
say about it now.

"Every young man needs to 
know that a lump or pain in his 
testicles could be serious. There's 
no time to waste in getting to a 
doctor," Dillard says.

The cure rate for testicular 
cancer when the tumors are con­
tained inside the testicle is virtually 
100 percent Even when the malig­
nancies have spread, as Dillard's 
canoer had to be one of his lungs 
and several lymph nodes, surgery 
along with potent anti-cancer drugs 
can successfully treat 75 percent or 
more patients. Radiation therapy 
also may be used in some cases.

Dillard had two operations and 
multiple courses of chemotherapy 
at The University of Texas M.D. 
Anderson Hospital and Tumor 
Institute at Houston. He has been 
free of any signs of canoer for 
nearly two years.

Curing testicular cancer and 
many other malignancies depends 
in large part on men and women of 
all ages paying attention to warn­
ings from within their bodies and 
looking for dues among their loved 
ones.

Being cancer-conscious means 
women take a few minutes each 
month to examine their breasts for 
lumps and men check periodically 
for enlarged -  and usually painless 
— testides. Both of these habits 
should begin during the teen years.

Other early warning signs that 
might signal cancer indude chang-

es in bowl or bladder habits, 
unusual bleeding, sores that don't 
heed, altered appearances of warts 
and moles, persistent hoarseness, 
nagging coughs, difficulty in 
swallowing and any unexplained 
bumps or lumps.

"Detecting most cancels early 
can mean the difference between 
cure and a poorer prognosis for 
many people. It is imperative that 
people seek medical help the 
moment they notice something out 
of the ordinary," maintains Dr. 
Helmuth Goepfert, chairman of 
head and neck surgery at M.D. 
Anderson Hospital.

"O ne message we simply must 
get across is that people cannot be 
treated successfully for most can­
cers until they replace their fears 
with facts. Getting accurate infor­
mation and, in some cases, second 
opinions is everyone's right and 
responsibility," Dr. Goepfert 
notes.

Regular breast self-examination 
by millions of American women 
gets credit for improving breast 
canoer survival rates over the past 
20 years. Women over 50 and those 
who have a family history of this 
type are at increased risk for 
breast canoer, which affects one in 
nearly every 10 women int his 
country.

Dianna Landrum practiced 
breast self-examination, yet she 
didn't notice " a  funny lump" in 
her right breast until trying on new 
clothes in May of 1983. She sought 
a second medical opinion for the 
initial diagnosis and soon afterward 
chose to have both breasts removed 
because the specialist said her type 
of malignancy frequently recurred 
in the opposite breast.

" I  didn’t want to face a second 
mastectomy down the road," she 
recalls.

Landrum, now 39, remembers 
thinking she was "too young" to 
have breast canoer. After the 
bilateral mastectomy — a modified 
radical on her right breast and 
much simpler procedure on the left 
breast — she chose to undergo 
reconstructive surgery.

"M y  husband, Ben, was very 
supportive at every step . . and 
soon after the reconstruction was 
completed he took me on a cruise to 
celebrate. I was able to wear 
low-cut bathing suits, sun dresses, 
a revealing evening gown and other 
clothes that never would have been 
possible otherwise," she said.

Having three children, ages 11 to 
16, means diverse activities for the 
Landrum, who live in the Wood­
lands north of Houston.

More options than ever are 
available now for women diagnosed 
with breast canaere, although there 
is debate among medical special­
ists on the best approaches for 
some types. Limited surgery com­
bined with radiation therapy is 
becoming more common for small­
er tumors. This regimen not only 
saves most of the breast tissues but 
is has Droduaed treatment results 
equal to more radical operations in 
many studies. Chemotherapy is 
being used with increasing success 
to prevent recurrences and to treat 
breast cancers which have spread 
to other body sites.

There is no debate, however, on 
the value of women practicing 
regular breast self-examination, 
perhaps after the montly menstrual 
period. Professional breast exa­
minations should be done at least 
every three years from age 20 to 40, 
and annually thereafter.

National guidelines also have 
been approved advising women to 
have low-dose X-ray tests called 
mammograms at varying intervals 
to pick up extremely small lesions, 
some as tiny as a pencil eraser. A 
baseline mammogram is recom­
mended for most women between 
ages 35 and 39, then every one to 
two years between 40 and 49, and 
annually after age 50. Women at 
higher risk for breast cancer and 
those with abnormal mammo- 
graphic findings should be followed 
more closely.

"Tremendous progress has been 
made in the last 10 yeara in both 
earlier detection and therapy for 
breast canoer. When found early 
and treated promptly, it is one of 
the most curable types,” notes Dr. 
Eleanor D. Montague, a radio­
therapist at M.D. Anderson.

Early detection of cervical cancer 
has been a real success story, 
largely due to women having 
routine pelvic examinations. By 
doing the Pap smear test periodi­
cally, physicians can pick up very 
tiny cancers before any symptoms 
occur and while these are virtually 
100 percent curable.

Other common tests used to help 
find colon and rectal cancers in­
clude the digital rectal exam, the 
hidden stool blood test and procto­
sigmoidoscopy, in which a flexible, 
lighted tube enables doctors to 
inspect the rectum and portions of 
the colon. Analysis of sputum and 
chest X-rays are screening techni­
ques available for lung canoer.

The president of the Texas 
Farmere Union noted the U.S. 
government'8 July report on the 
Producer Price Index, which in­
dicated that prices at the producer 
level incrases 0.3 percent in July, 
due mainly to the increase of the 
price erf food.

"Food prices are going up in the 
supermarket, but study a fter  
study tell us that farmers are 
gettins less and less of the food 
dollar,” says Joe  Rankin, president 
of the family farmer organization.

The monthly index that Rankin 
refereed to measures the increase 
in prioes of manufactured or finish­
ed goods that are to be sold to final 
users, e ith e r consum ers or 
businesses.

"The increase in the Producer 
Price Index means little to the 
consumer it translates into a very 
lowanual inflation ra te ," according 
to Rankin.

"B u t it does have strong sym­
bolism for farmere and ranchers. 
Prices are at the lowest point ever 
for agriculture, vereus what it costs 
farmere and ranchers to produce 
agriculture products. So where are 
the increases going? To the pro­

cessors and the packagers, and 
farmere are still not able to make a 
p ro fit"

"T here are obviously problems 
in the American society when 
farmere and ranchere receive such 
a email proportion of the con­
sumer’s dollar, and those hard-to- 
pinpoint middlemen get the Lons 
share of that dollar. As Congress 
movers to debate the 1985 Farm 
Bill this coming September, the 
A m erican consum er must re- 
cognie that eventually we could 
lose our cheap source of food if 
current agriculture policies are 
continued."

The Texas Farmers Union and 
other agricultural organizations are 
working on the quadrennial writing 
of the nation's food and fiber 
legislation this falL Policy will be 
determined for the next four years 
by Congress on items ranging from 
farm price supports to soil and 
water conservation. The TFU has 
endorsed federal legislation that 
would control the supply of major 
agricultural commodities, instead 
of paying support prices to farmere 
and ranchere.

POSTAL CLOSINGS NOT IN THE PLANS
In rural communities throughout 

Northwest Texas post offices play a 
vital role. I am particularly aware of 
the importance o f small post offices 
in the 13th District, and o f the role 
they play in rural community life.
Without them, not only would an es­
sential communications link be lost, 
but many rural towns would lose a 
central source o f community identi­
ty and spirit.

There has been much printed 
lately about efforts to close rural post 
offices. In large part, these reports 
are completely false. 1 resent the un 
necessary fear that these reports have 
caused throughout the nation, and 
hope that I can play a role in getting 
the truth out.

At a recent oversight hearing of 
the U.S. House of Representatives 
Committee on Post Office and Civil 
Service, Postmaster General Paul 
Carlin said the U.S. Postal Service 
is “not now considering or plans to 
take up the question of massive rural 
post office closings."

The National Association of Post­
masters o f the U.S. has asked that the 
point be emphasized: U SPS is not 
preparing to trash thousands o f post 
offices, nor is Congress, nor the 
Reagan administration.

Much o f this controversy has 
stemmed from the report of the 
President's Private Sector Survey on 
Cost Control, also known as the 
Grace Commission. That report 
asked the question, “Can the U.S.
Postal Service reduce the costs o f 
providing service to rural areas 
while maintaining adequate service 
levels?” And accordingly, suggested

that as many as 7,000 post office 
consolidations be considered.

As founder and chairman of the 
Grace Caucus in the House, I have 
studied this recommendation. And 
while I am convinced that many of 
the savings suggested by the Grace 
Commission are necessary and 
legitimate methods to reduce waste 
in the federal government, I do not 
support this particular suggestion, 
and will assure each and every 
person in the I3th District of Texas 
that this will not be an issue for the 
Grace Caucus.

In all fairness, and in the wake o f 
a $200 billion yearly deficit, we 
must look everywhere for possible 
savings. And while there may still be 
room in the postal service lor 
changes that will improve the effi 
cicncy and service by eliminating 
waste and abuse, the mini post office 
is not the place to find those savings.

I will continue to study the Grace 
Commission report. It has over 2,400 
suggestions that could ultimately 
reduce our deficit significantly. Most 
of these are gotxi suggestions which 
I think the people of the I3th District 
would support.

For example, I have just learned 
that because of outdated and inade­
quate computer equipment, taxpay­
ers are not receiving their tax 
refunds from the IRS. The Grace 
Commission has recoiuntended that 
updated equipment would save mil­
lions of dollars und improve efficien­
cy at the IRS These are the types of 
changes that the Grace Caucus is 
working to make; real structural 
reforms.

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New law to become effective September 1 . . .

“Fasten seat belt” law to be enforced
In a few  tw e b , Hansford county 

notoriats -  and driven all over 
Huns, for  that matter -  mutt 
mckle up. the seat belts, that is.

T exas legislators last 
spring decided that if Texas 
drivers wouldn’t try to save 
their own lives, a law would 
be enacted to help them.

Thus, fastened seat belts 
become the law of the state, 
beginning Sept. 1.

Those motorists and pas­
sengers who forget will re­
ceive warnings for 90 days, 
until Dec. 1, when officers 
may begin issuing tickets.

The fines are not great -  
$25 to $50 each, plus court 
costs of $13 -  but the money 
is enough to get the attention 
of careless drivers.

The law specifies that front 
seat passengers, as well as 
the driver, are required to 
have buckled seat belts in 
automobiles and light trucks 
(pickups Included) unless the 
vehicle was not equipped 
originally with seat belts.

In others words, if the seat 
belts have been removed 

. deliberately, the fine may be 
imposed.

An exception to the law 
may be a person who for 
medical reasons could not 
withstand the pressure of a 
seat belt.

Otherwise the law is appli­
cable in all instances.

Personal convenience has 
noplace, nor does a plea that 
clothing becomes wrinkled 
when seat belts are in place.

A safety engineer with the 
Texai Agricultural Exten­
sion Service describes those 
kinds of excuses as “strange 
thinking,’* mostly based on 
some myths about seat belts. 

Dr. Gary Nelson has accu­
mulated some of those myths 
and cites research results 
that refute the ideas.

Here is what Nelson says:
-  Myth: Seat belts are un­

necessary for short trips.
Fact: More than 70 percent 

of injury-causing traffic acci­
dents occur within 25 miles of 
home, according to the Na­
tional Safety Council More 
than 80 percent of all colli­
sions happen at speeds of 
under 40 mph.

People who were not wear­
ing seat belts have been 
killed in accidents that oc­
curred at speeds as low as 12 
mph -  about the speed you 
would be driving in a parking 
lot.

-  Myth: Seat belts trap 
people inside cars, and I’d 
rather be thrown clear.

Farming system 

research  
program

Early findings of a farming system 
research program, comparing low 
input/ maximum profitability versus 
conventional crop production systems 
designed to help farmers cut costs 
and increase profits, will be repotted 
Tuesday, September 10, during the 
76th annual field day of the Texas 
A gricultural Experim ent Station 
(TAES) at Lubbock and Halfway.

Tliis year's tour will be held at the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta­
tion/ High Plains Research Founda­
tion at Halfway, 14 miles west of 
Plain-view on U.S. Hwy. 70. The 
annual event alternates between the 
Lubbock and Halfway facilities, ex­
plained Dr. Tohn R  Abernathy, 
resident director of research for 
theLubbock- Halfway centers.

At one of the featured stops on this 
year's tours. Dr. Charles W. Wendt, 
professor of soil and water, and Dr. 
Darrell Rosenow, professor of grain 
sorghum will report on the cropping 
systems studies. The initial research 
is looking at dryland and irrigated 
cotton, wheat and grain sorghum.

The field tours will begin at 1 p.m. 
and will feature five major stops, plus 
a walk up to stop to see the latest 
research on grape cultivation, said 
Dr. Doug Owen, research scientist 
and field day chairman.

In addition to the cropping systema 
research, featured stops will highlight 
work on control of perennial and

F act: “Thrown clear” is a 
misnomer. Being thrown 
from a vehicle usually means 
flying through the windshield 
or catapulting out a door. 
The force of a collision can 
fling you as much as 150 feet 
onto a roadside object, into 
the path of oncoming traffic 
or scraping along the pave­
ment.

For these reasons, if you 
are thrown from a vehicle in 
an accident, your chances of 
being killed are 2S percent 
greater. What’s more, in­
stead of being trapped, belt­
ed occupants are likely to be 
conscious and unhurt, and

F a ct: No matter how good 
a driver you are, you can’t 
control the other car. There’s 
no way to protect yourself 
against someone else’s bad 
driving, poor judgements or 
mechanical failures. Even 
good drivers can be killed or 
injured in a crash.

F act: The force of an im­
pact at just 10 mph is equi­
valent to catching a 200- 
pound bag of cement thrown 
from a first-story window, 
according to the National 
Safety Council

Grain Sorghum Producers 
approve resource plan

Texas grain sorghum farmers 
have approved a plan to finance a 
program of market development 
rB8earcha nd ecuation through an 
assessment on their grain. A mail 
referendum and election which 
conluded on August 15, authorized 
a statewide program to be known 
as Texas Grain Sorghum Producers 
Board

A grain sorghum assessment 
program has been in effect in 
twenty-nine counties of the Texas 
High Plains since 1969. This re­
ferendum, conducted in all other 
counties of the state, was on the 
proposition to expand the existing 
program statewide. It passed with 
almost 69 percent of the voters 
favoring the expansion. At the 
same time, farmers in the 29- 
county High Plains area voted on a 
proposal to raise the maximum 
limit of their assessment to be 
consistent with that approved by 
the rest of the state. This proposi­
tion was approved by more than 80 
percent of the voters.

With the same ballots, farmers 
elected seven directors to serve 
with the eight who are filling 
unexpired terms on the current 
board. The new directors are 
Richard Perry of Robstown, Dennis 
Anthony of Friona. Weldon Shelton 
ofLam esa J.W . “ Chato” Bauer of 
Refugio, Albert Scheele of Lock- 
ney. Jam es Dyer of Weslaco and 
Howard Salge of Skidmore.

This vote unifies Texas Sorghum 
producers and processors in a 
checkoff on grain sorghum at the 
time of its first sales transaction or 
when it enters the government loan 
program. Payment of the assess­
ment is voluntary because any 
producer who does not wish to 
participate may have his money 
refunded upon request.

Elbert Harp, executive director 
of National Grain Sorghum Pro­
ducers Association and administra­
tor of the current Texas checkoff 
program, said, "Sorghum farmers 
have taken a big step forward.
With this vote, Texas producers 
have announced that they intend to 
put the same effort into selling 
their crop as they do in producing 
it. That's essential because we 
have been producing 15 to 20 
percent mre sorghum each year 
than we are selling.

Patient Assessment Mechanical 
Aids to Breathing, and other 
emergency treatment procedures 
which may be rendered in the field 
short of those rendered by a 
physician or by paramedical per­

sonnel under the direct supervision 
of a physician.

The oouree will be presented on 
Monday and Tuesday nights from 
6:00 P.M. to 10:00 P.M. and is 
scheduled to conclude on Tuesday, 
December 10. 1965 with the state 
licensing exam. There will be 144 
dock hours logged during the 
course which indudes 100 class­
room hours, 40 clinical (hospital) 
hours, and 4 hours of observation 
on ambulances.

Livestock show
Hie executive committee of Houston 
Livestock Show and Rodeo has 
awarded $9,200 in research funds to 
West Texas State University’ s School 
of Agriculture. Hie money will go 
toward five separate research pro­
jects.

Dr. Arden Colette is constructing 
an economic model of the agricultural

sector of the Texas Panhandle. By 
making information available on the 
impact of alternative agricultural 
policies, depletion of the water supply 
for irrigation and changes in relative 
prices, he hopes to allow producers 
and community leaders to anticipate 
problems and plan alternative courses 
of action.

Dr. Ronald Thomason will evaluate 
dryland crop production on the High 
Plains. He is looking for ways to use 
traditional and non-traditinal legume 
plants to conserve moisture and 
increase the amount of available 
nitrogen in the soil. Dr. Leonard 
Wilson will evaluate herbicides, look­
ing for the most economically 
feasible means for control of peren­
nial weeds in conservation tillage 
fanning.

Dr. Joe Sagebiel will study the 
nutritive content of native range 
grasses and eremlo love grass. He is 
concerned about deficiencies in pro­
tein and major nutrients for beef 
cattle. Dr. Ted Montgomery’s con­
cern is with the beef as it comes to the 
table. He will continue an investigat­
ion of the use of electrical stimulation 
and partial pre-cooking to produce 
easily heated, flavorful beef rib roast.
