VALLEY FORGE. P a -N o t 
many people in the United States 
know how Valley Forge got it* 
name although every school boy 
know* tome of the numerous tales 
of Americsn troops suffering there 
in winter quarters during the Revo­
lutionary War.

According to historians an iron 
forge was built at Mt. Joy. Penn­
sylvania. in 1742 It was known lo­
cally as the valley forge The small 
ironworks was burned by the Brit­
ish in September 1777, about two 
months before the site was occu­
pied as the winter camp of George 
Washington and the Continental 
Army.

The modern town and the na­
tional park called Valley Forge, 
take their name* from the forge
