WASHINGTON, June 8. U —
President Roosevelt began today a
comprehensive study of the Inter
linked shortagea of gasoline and
rubber,

He summonad to the White
Housa for confersnce on the prob-
Jem 11 government executives wvi-
tally concerned with the lssue,

To a question whether ha would
order nationwide rationing of gaso-
line by mid-July, he responded at
a preas conference that he was go-
Ing to begin talking about the gaso-
line situation at the noon parley,

The rubber problem also was to
be canvassed. he sald when his
views ware sought on the necessity
or desirability of a nation-wide col-
lection of scrap rubber,

Mr. Roosevelt told his confer-
ence he was not In a position yet
to say anything to clarify the gas-
oling sltuation,

Whils no congressmen were on
his conference list for today, Mr.
Roosavelt sald hs expected to con-
sult some legislators on the gaso-
line question. He did not know, he
said, whether Benator Connally (D-
Tex.) would be one of them,

Connally and a number of ‘other
senate and house members have
taken a stand against extending to
the entire nation the rationing now
in effeet on and near the coasts,

The president sald he did mnot
know enough about the matter to
comment on a house vote earlier in
the week which was regarded as
killing a projected pipe line and

canal routs across North
Florida. These had been projected
&s a link iIn a submarine-free routs
for getting motor fuel to the east-
ern seaboard.

Attack On Midway

Starts Conflict

WASHINGTON, June 5. (AP)—American and Japanese
fleet units apparently were engaged today in one of the great-

est battles of the Pacific as a result of th

e enemy’s attempt

yesterday to raid the strongly-garrisoned United States out-

posts on Midway Island.

Commenting on the communique issued at Pearl Harbor
early today by Admiral Chester W. Nimitz, commander-in-
chief of the Pacific fleet, naval experts here emphasized that

Nimitz had said “attacks on

the enemy are continuing.”
This seemed to Indicate, It was

tage In what may be a crucial
engagement determining the
ensmy’'s abllity to strike at more
vital polints, Including Fearl
Harbor, the United States west
coast, Alsskas and even the
The action off Midway involv-
ed not only Japanese'alroraft car-
riers but battleships and heavy
crulsers. As great as this force
appearsd to be, however, there re-
malned a possibility that it was
engaged in a diversionary opera~
tion and that a main force was de-
veloping an attack elsewhere,

It was the first time that Jap-
aness battleships have been re-
ported enst of home waters.
There was no immediate indica-

tion here whether a major portion
of the enemy flest was Involved,
but observers agreed that the pres-
ense of so large & force more than
2,000 miles from Yokohama indi-
cated ths Japaness were bent on
reducing America’s growing  of-
fensive power in thes Pacific and
possibly bringing the war within
threatening distance of the west
const,

The Japanose grand strategy was
still to be disclosed, and Washing-
ton authorities could at best only
cite the posalbilities based on what
has been announced to date.

The Midway and Duteh Harbor
assaults, however, were viewed as
evidence of a carefully comeceived
plan which may have any one of
these ultimate actions in view:

1L An effort, preliminary to an
attack on Russia, to destroy or
conquer Alaskan bases and there-
by cut a route over which aerial
reinforcements might be moved to
the Soviet armies In Siberia

2. Clear the way for & new and
powerful attack on Pearl Harbor,
or even the wostern U, 8. coast
and Panama, by trying to knock
out merial reconnsissance and in-
terception forces which may be
based on Midway and Alaska,

8. A ney sttempt to cut U, 8
supply 1 into the southwest
Pacific by forceful attacks on the
guardian islands south of Hawall,
after, the Japansse would hope,
having diverted American forces
Into the north Paecitic,

4. A knockout try ageinst the
bases from which Japan may be
or may hava been attacked, in-
cluding past and future air ralds
on the Japaness homeland and
submarine operations against Jap-
anese shipping.

The relation of Midway and
Dutch Harbor to any projected at-
tacks anywhers on ths North
Amerlean continent arises from
the fact that they flank the' vast
expanse of ocean over which s
assaulting fleet would almost cer-
tainly move. Planes operating south
of Dutch Harbor and north of
Midway should be able to kesp a
fairly good watch over the 1,683
mile stretch of water between those
two points

Farmers have sverything to gain
and nothing to loss by preventing
Inflation, a group of agricultural
workers assembled here today
were told.

In one of a series of five farm
anti-inflation conferences held In
the wstate, dangers of Inflation
were pointed out by representatives
sponsor of the meeting, and the
OPA.

T. R. Timm, extension sconomist,
explained that inflation has besn
brought about by the presence of
A greater amount of money than
there are goods to buy, “Inflation,
simply defined, simply menns that
the price of everything goes up,” he
sald. He explained that shortages
of goods brought about competi-
tive bldding which caused this,
Timm recalled that previous
war-time (oflation periods have
inovitably been followed hy de-
fiations which Injured the ma-
Jority of the people.
Encouragement was volced In
hia statement that much more Is
being done In this war to ourb
Infilation than was the case In
1017-18.

C. E Bowles, extension service
marketing specialist, debunked the
idea that “a bit of Inflation” would
help farmers,

“If we could inflate for a while,
then level off," he sald, “it would
be all right. But deflation
bound to follow inflation,” He sald
that farmers who want to ses in-
flation po that they can pay their
debta more easily should remem-
ber that it Is during time of high
prices and inflation that most ¢ebla
ars made, unwise as this course is.

He defended farmers agalnst
charges that they are hiking the
nation's food bill, by reporting
that the farmer got only $6 out of
the $22 that the average famlly's
per-year grocery bill jumped up
between Pearl Harbor and Mazch,
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with too-large mortgagos.
