If it 's  true that all wars are futile, in the long term , a 
good case can now be made for that claim regarding 
World War II, which came to an end in Europe on May 
8th, 1945.

Naziism was conceived as the worst of the world’s 
threats at the time of the outbreak of the second world 
conflict. Communism, it now seem s, was even more of 
a long-term threat.

England righteously went to war when Hitler 
attempted to exact revenge for an admittedly unfair 
1919 treaty, and to conquer Poland. But what resulted 
was that the British, then a major power, were bled 
white, and left a second class power. Poland w asn 't 
saved. The Comm unists took it all at the end of the war. 
They had taken half of it, in league with Hitler, in 1939.

Hitler, of course, was ruined and elim inated in the 
process, and Germ any divided. H itler would have 
disappeared from the scene in any event, in time, and 
there is today strong evidence that the mass executions 
of Jews, begun in 1942-43 could have been avoided had 
not German leaders saw defeat ahead of them . H itler’s 
attitude, according to respected historian David Irving, 
was that the Jew s had helped align the world against 
Germany and tha t he would take them  down with him 
(and Germany) in the descent into catastrophy.

This is, of course, conjecture and atrocities against 
Jews had begun much earlier, though not on such a 
scale as when the spectre of defeat began to appear on 
the German horizon. And in any event, the treatm ent of 
Jews by Hitler makes any such discussion of theories 
somewhat m eaningless to those m urdered, dispos­
sessed and discrim inated against.

W hatever the real truth, the end of the war in 
Europe on May 8th, 1945, marked the ascendancy of 
Communism as a world power, the end of the Nazi 
threat and Jew ish persecutions, and reduction of 
England to second-class power status. H itler’s fatal 
mistake was, it’s now clear, im plem enting his criminal 
obsession to persecute Jew s. Had he avoided that, the 
world might have looked with som e sym pathy on his 
effo rt to  liq u id a te  th e  C o m m u n is t th r e a t - w h ic h  
Germany and Japan , had they coordinated, could 
probably have achieved in 1941.

Millions of Americans are now busy preparing 
gardens. Pictures in seed catalogues have mouths 
watering. To produce something akin to the pictures, 
here are a few tips.

The most common mistake of the spring gardener is 
planting too much, especially if the gardener is without 
a tiller. Remember that in hot June and July days, 
weeding will be a regular requirem ent. Plant a garden 
small enough to maintain easily.

Plant the vegetables which do best in your locality. 
They require less work and produce more gratifying 
results. Much hard work will produce disappointing 
results if soil and climate are not well suited to the seed 
or plant.

A drop of mineral oil in the first corn silk will 
prevent corn worms. Planting onions with carrots will 
protect the carrots. Dusting or spraying tom atoes is 
often necessary to prevent brown rot. Cabbage needs a 
bit of snuff in the core or a commercial preparation to 
keep out the worms, in its early, formative stage. Peas 
should be planted early in the deep South and beans, to 
be their best, should be picked while small and tender.

If one enjoys the assistance of a power tiller, make 
all rows just wide enough for the tiller. For a small 
garden, a two or three horsepower tiller is power 
enough.lt won’t require as much strength, and energy, 
as a five-horsepower model.

Finally, a sensible procedure is to plant one’s 
favorite crop in several plantings, to assure a fresh 
supply over a period of time. Or one can swap back and 
forth with neighbors planting at different times. Both 
systems provide some protection against crop failure. 
Good eating!

Who is there who has not 
experienced the excitement of 
a circus, with its prancing 
horses, caged animals, lion 
tamer, trapeze acts, bareback 
riders and calliope music? And 
its clowns? Especially the 
clowns!

The circus began thou­
sands of years ago in Rome, 
and didn't arrive in America 
until 1793. The first circus 
performance in America was 
attended by no less a dignitary 
than George W ashington, 
himself.

As America grew, tent cir­
cuses became more popular. 
There was hardly a town in the 
nation that wasn't visited by a 
tent show of some size. At one 
point, it took more than a 
hundred oversize rail cars to 
transport “The Greatest Show 
on Earth."

But the advent of television 
and the urbanization of Amer­
ica gradually began to tell on 
the circus. Crowds began to 
fall off. More and more people 
stayed home to watch their 
favorite I V shows. The cost of 
operations became ex- 
horbitant, and many of the 
smaller circuses were forced to 
fold their tents and go out of 
business.

On May 2, 1966. the Postal 
Service issued a five-cent 
stamp, bearing the portrait of 
a clown, in honor of the 
American circus. It was first 
placed on sale in Delavan, 
W ise., where many circus 
greats of the past are buried.

Many Hansford County resi­
dents are now making preparat­
ions for their home gardens. 
One problem which faces them 
is weed control.

Weed control in the home 
garden depends on garden size, 
kinds of vegetables being 
grown, and types of weeds, says 
Layton Barton. County Agent.

Weeds (any unwanted plants) 
compete with vegetables for soil 
moisture and nutrients. They 
have extensive root systems and

flourish under a variety of 
conditions.

Effective control of weeds 
depends on how they spread, 
says Barton. Crabgrass and 
other annual weeds survive by 
seeds. Perennial weeds such as 
berm udagrass and johnson- 
grass survive both by seeds and 
underground plant parts.

Seeds are transmitted by 
wind, water or animals. They 
may also reach the garden in 
improperly prepared compost, 
manure or other organic matter 
added to the soil.

Barton notes that some weed 
seeds remain viable in the soil 
for years. They and under­
ground storage parts contain 
food reserves to support weed 
seedlings until they emerge and 
are eiposed to sunlight.

Herbicides or chemical weed 
killers are the least desirable 
home garden weed control, 
contends Barton. While thev 
are a necessity in commercial 
crop production to reduce labor 
and achieve maximum yield, 
there are not enough chemicals 
with a wide enough margin of 
error to be used safely and 
successfully in home gardens. 
Also, most herbicides are ef­
fective on specific weeds in 
specific crops and most gardens 
contain a variety of vegetables. 
Furthermore, herbicides are ex­
pensive; a gallon can cost S70 or 
more.

Barton thinks the best meth­
od is “ hoebicide,” or using a

Most gardens are 
small enough to be weeded with 
a hoe or by hand puliing. This 
is most effective when done 
regularly and when weeds are 
small.

Mulching makes weed control 
easier, points out Barton. A 
three-inch mulch layer (after it 
settles) controls annual weeds 
from seed and preventing manv 
weed seedlings from reaching 
light. Also, those that do push 
through are easier to pull.

Several types of mulches can 
be used. Grass clippings work 
well but make sure they do not 
include weed seeds. Paper can 
also be used effectively. Black 
plastic is effective except again­
st nutgrass which readily pene­
trates it. Clear plastic is 
ineffective since it allows light 
to reach soil.

Planning garden crops so as 
to avoid excessive space be­
tween plants also helps control 
weeds, adds Barton. Open 
areas readily become infested 
with weeds.

Good management, prior 
planning and a little hard work 
all add up to an effective weed 
control program. The fewer the 
weeds, the better the yield.
