COLLEGE STATION--Accept
humans as mistake-makers and
you do a mentally healthy thing,
says Jenny Reinhardt, a family
life education specialist.

‘“People who accept mistakes
as a fact of life are freer to

brainstorm, dream up new
ideas and try a new way,”’ the
specialist says.

Ms. Reinhardt is with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M Uni-
versity System.

SELF-TEST

How do you feel about mis-
takes? Take a self-test, she
says.

Have you ever stopped to ask

yourself if it's ‘‘ok’" to make
mistakes?

How do you feel when you
goof?

Is it “ok” to ‘‘miss you
mark’’ and try again?

Or do you feel guilty if you
goof?

““Unfortunately, there are
many who have been taught
that it's very bad to fall short of
perfection,”” Ms. Reinhardt
says.

*“This belief can lead to much
stress and frustration. It also
strifles creativity."

ACCEPT, BE FREE

When we accept mistakes, we
free ourselves of the ‘‘have-to-b
be-perfect’’ burden.

We allow for imperfection in
other--in children, adults and
older adults.

We no longer have to use
energy and time worrying about
being a super person, because if
we believe humans are mistake-
makers, we are included.

STAMP OUT MYTHS
Stamping out myths about mis-
takes makes it easier to accept
them, Ms. Reinhardt says.

Oe myth says if it's ‘““ok’’ to
make mistakes, then people
won't carefully consider their
choices.

“Not true,” the specialist
says.

““Those who accept humans
as mistake-makers still weight
the pros and cons of different
choices when they make deci-
sions.”

Another myth says that if we
believe mistakes will happen,
we won't strive toward goals.

4-H News

Texas 4-H youth invite others
to help them tackle more than
70 different projects this year--
at home and abroad.

At-home projects have a ‘‘to-
day feeling’” as more than
137,500 youth in 4-H clubs and
special-interest groups ‘‘learn
by doing,”’ points out Peggy
Winegarner, County Agent with
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas A&M
University System.

Projects include foods and
nutrition, electricity, photo-
graphy and shooting sports.

Clothing and textiles enroll-
ment is 11,208 while, 11,514
4-H'ers are in horse projects.
Well over 36,000 have under-

taken foods and nutrition pro-
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jects.

While these traditional pro-
jects, attract large numbers of
4-H youth, many new projects
2dd another dimension to their
range of learning opportunities,
notes Mrs. Winegarner.

On the road, citizenship pro-
jects take some 4-H members to
Washington, D.C., for the an-
nual National 4-H Citizenship
Short Course and Heritage Tour
while other Texas 4-H’ers visit
Japan as part of the U. S.-Jap-
anese Labo Exchange Pro-
grams.

Today's 4-H theme, ‘‘Free-
dom To Be,”’ reflects a constant
effort to help youth find new

experiences that offer interest
and challenge, points out Mrs.

That isn’t true either, Ms.
Reinhardt insists.

‘‘Instead, those who know
mistakes will happen are freer
to work toward goals.

“Rather than spinning our
wheels worrying about making
everything perfect the first
time, we can relax and get to
creating,”’ she stresses.

TIPS FOR ACCEPTING

Ms. Reinhardt suggests five
tips to help accept ourselves
and others as mistake--makers:

MAKE ALLOWANCES AND
EXCUSES--It's mentally heal-
thy to say, ‘‘It took several tries
before 1 succeeded, but the
results were worth it."’

Also, about another person’s
mistake, even when we can see
the error clearly, it’s mentally
healthy to say, ‘‘Maybe she did
not think of that idea."’

REALIZE MISTAKES ARE
PART OF LEARNING--We
learn from watching others, and
we learn from our mistakes.

DISCOVER THAT MIS-
TAKES DON'T WRECK SELF-
IMAGE--A mistake is negative
only if we choose to view it that
way.

DO AWAY WITH ‘SHOULDS
--Accept what did happen and
to on to look for options.

Feeling badly about what
*‘Should’’ have happened is a
‘‘go-nowhere’’ approach.

WALK IN OTHERS' SHOES
AWHILE--Taking time to un-
derstand another person often
can bring us feelings of accep-
tance and comfort.

It can help us understand and
accept ourselves better, too,
Ms. Reinhardt says.

Persons eligible for Medicare
Health Insurance benefits who
seek to supplement their cover-
age by purchasing additional
private insurance should be
sure that they are not buying
coverage already provided by
Medicare, warns Howard L.
Weatherly, manager of the
Pampa Social Security Office.

Weatherly says that Dallas
regional officials of HEW'’s
Health Care Financing Admin-
istration (HCFA), the federal
agency that administers the
Medicare and Medicaid pro-
grams, are concerned that many
elderly medicare beneficiaries
are being sold duplicate or
overpriced supplementary in-
surance policies.

According to Jerry Sconce,
HCFA's Regional Administra-
tor, some medicare beneficiar-
ies are being taken advantage of
by a few unscrupulous insur-
ance agents, often posing as
representatives of medicare or
the Social Security Administra-
tion. Sconce has recently
contacted State Insurance Com-
missioners asking their cooper-
ation in identifying and control-
ling such sales practices.

The problem is a costly one,
said Sconce, citing a recent
report by the U. S. House Select
Committee on Aging which
estimated that Senior Citizens
are ‘‘being taken’’ for $1 billion

These acres can be
sprayed with Malathion or Toxaphene.

Border baits to field margins have long been &
means of shopper control. Currently, two
bait formulg:ﬁ‘;ns are available. Tide Products,
Inc. received approval from TDA for incorpora-
ting toxaphene into a bait mixture. Directions for
use of this product E.P.A. Reg. No. 6735-190,
EPA SLNTX-780028 include the following:

BAIT PREPARATION

To prepare a wet bait, mix the following
ingredients in the correct . Stir
Toxaphene 6E into the amount of water and
molasses specified and mix with mill-run bait to
make a crumbly mash. The finished bait should
be uniformly moist and yet will scatter into small
flakes when broadcast.

Mill-run bait 100 fb.*
Toxaphene 6E 1% pt.
Water 78 gal.
Blackstrap molasses 2gal.

*Sawdust may be substituted for up to % the
mixture, i.e. 75 Ibs. sawdust plus 25 Ibs. bran.

Spread the bait uniformly, by hand or with &
broadcast machine, at the rate of 10 to 20 Ibs. per
acre. The most effective applications are made in
the morning hours and when the bait is still
moist.

Hi-Plains Border Bait which comes ready-to-
use has recently received a 24 (c) registration in
Texas. Currently, no distributors have been
established in Texas. Inquiries regarding this bait
can be made to: Robert D.Schmitt, High Plains
Sprayers, Inc., P.O. Box 153, Wakeeney, Kansas.

Summer Means Lawn Problems

COLLEGE STATION---Sum-
mer means hot weather in
Texas along with outdoor sports
and long lazy days. It also
means lawn problems--drouth,
weeds, insects and diseases.

‘‘Lawn problems can cause
headaches for homeowners un-
less the problems are accurately
diagncsed and properly treated
before they become severe,’’
points out Dr. Richard L. Duble,
turfgrass specialist for the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

“Dry spots, thin turf and
weeds can result from improper
watering, fertilizing and mow-
ing practices,”” notes Duble.
‘‘Before applying a chemical to
correct laws problems, be sure
that recommended cultural
practices are followed."

Drouth stress most often
occurs in mid-summer and
shows up as wilted, discolored
turf.  Watering schedules
should be adjusted to wet the
soil to a depth of four to six
inches, and only when the grass
shows symptoms of moisture

stress. Mowing heights might
also be raised one-half inch to
improve drouth tolerance in
mid-summer.

“‘Lack of nitrogen or iron
often creates a lawn problem.
Grass with a nitrogen deficiency
may have a pale color and be
heavily infested with weeds,”
explains the Texas A&M Univ-
ersity System specialist. “A-
bundant seedheads are another
symptom of nitrogen deficiency.
A light application of a nitrogen
fertilizer will improve the
lawn’s appearance.’’

Grass leaves that have yellow
stripes parallel to the leaf
margins may be deficient in
iron. An application of iron
sulfate or iron chelate at six
ounces per 1,000 square feet
will usually solve this problem,
say Duble.

If a St. Augustine lawn has
symptoms similar to nitrogen or
iron deficiency but does not
respond to applications of either
material, St. Augustine Decline
(S.A.D.) should be suspected.
Close examination of turf infect-
ed with S.A.D. shows green and
yellow blotches on the leaves.
Good maintenance practices
should be continued where
S.A.D. is a problem. Also,
Floratam, a new St. Augustine
grass variety which is resistant
to S.A.D., may be sprigged into
the infected area.

*‘Leaf spot diseases are gen-
erally a problem when lawns are
under stress and increase with
high temperatures, drouth,
heavy shade and close mow-
ing,”’ points out Duble. ‘‘Pro-
per mowing and watering will
reduce these problems, but
fungicides may be required to
prevent serious damage.

Chinch bugs and white grubs
can be effectively controlied
with applications of insecti-
cides. Water the lawn thor-
oughly prior to applying the
insecticide for chinch bug con-
trol. A light watering after the
insecticide application also in-
creases its effectiveness. Duble
advises drenching the lawn
after the insecticide is applied
for grub control since the grubs
feed in the soil.

“The best way to keep a
healthy, attractive lawn," ad-
vises Duble. ‘is through proper
mowing, watering and fertilizat-
ion. These regular maintenance
practices allow you to keep a
check on lawn conditions 30 that
you'll be able to detect a
problem early should one
m ”

Doe Regulations

DALLAS - Retail gasoline
dealers offering special treat-
ment to preferred customers or
requiring the purchase of a
product or service in order to
buy gasoline may be violating
federal pricing regulations, it
was announced today by G. Dan
Rambo, Dallas, Regional Re-
presentative for the U. S.
Department of Energy.

DoE regulations prohibit
changes in business practices
which give special treatment to
preferred classes of customers,
such as credit card holders,
cashpaying motorists, or reg-
ular customers.

Also prohibited are tie-in
sales that require a motorist to
purchase products or services
such as a car wash, food, or auto
accessories and repairs as a
condition to buy gasoline.
Rambo pointed out that these
practices occur more frequently
during times of gasoline supply
shortages and long service sta-
tion lines. ‘‘Any new tie-in
sale, business practice or credit
arrangement may be a violation
of the regulations,’”” Rambo
said.

Rambo emphasized the DoE
Office of Enforcement currently
is investigating service stations
which are reported to be using
these sales practices. ‘‘We
want dealers and motorists to
be aware that these practices,
as well as requirements for
appointments, purchase of
membership cards, reservation
fees, and advance payments for
gasoline or services, all may be
violations of the regulations,”
he said.

Failure to comply with the

penalties of up to $2,500 per
violation for each day the violat-
ion occurs. In the case of willful
violations, the penalty is up to
$10,000 per day for each violat-
on.

Notaries Could Be The Key

To Preventing Swindles

For someone swindled out of
his home, how a document was
notarized may provide the key
to getting his property back,
reports the National Notery
Association.

In a scanlz] that rocked the
nation’s real estate industry,
hundreds of Southern California
families lost their homes in
recent months because of frau-
dulent home-improvement lien
contracts or ‘‘professional fore-
closers”” who exploited home-
owners delinquent in their
house or property tax pay-
ments.

Some victimized owners
claimed they were tricked into
signing over their homes to a
person who assured them they
were only applying for a new
loan. Others claimed they never
signed the disputed papers at
all, according to press reports.

“Property generally cannot
be transferred without notariza-
tion,”” says Milton G. Valera,
NNA executive director. ‘‘Thus,

the Notary can play a pivotal
role in either helping or hinder-
ing a swindler.

““Normally, for a document (0
be notarized, the signer must
appear before the Notary, iden-
tify himself and acknowledge
that he willlingly signed the
document. A conscientious No-
tary would not notarize the deed
if the homeowner appeared 0
be under duress or misunder-
stood the significance of the
document. He can also tuke
precautions to ensure that sy
changes made in the document
after it is notarized will stand
our conspicuously.

‘‘However, a fast-talkiog
broker may enlist the aid of an
uninformed or unethical Notary
In some of the publized fore-
closure cases the deeds or
changes in deeds were allegedly
notarized in the absence of the
signer.”’

Fortunately, most states anti-
cipated problems of this nature
and passed laws requiring No-

taries to keep a pubic record of
each notarial act. Typically, this
record must note the type of
document being notarized,
when the notarization was per-
formed, and, most importantly,
included the signature of the
persons who signed the docu-
ment.

‘A person who obtains a copy
of the Notary record could thus
tell whether his signature was
omitted or forged and if other
information was falsified,’" said
Valera. ‘‘Armed with such evi-
dence, the former owner would
be in a much better legal
position to get his home back."

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Managing Grassland Important

With the good moisture con-
ditions in Hansford County,
local farmers and ranchers are
looking for excellent grassland
production during the coming
year.

But we must manage our
grasslands and grassland plants
to get this good production. To
manage these grassland plants

for best production, we need o
know all we can about them.

We should have some idea of
the needs of these plants, how
they feed themselves, how and
when they reproduce, how they
compete with each other, and
how they respond to the kind,
time and amount of grazing use
we might give them. In short

we need to know HOW GRASS
GROWS.

Many people believe plants
get most of their food from the
soil, but this is not true. If we
were to analyze a sample of soil
we would find no plant food.
Instead we would find ‘‘raw
materiais’’ such as nitrogen and
phosphorous. When water is
available and temperatures are
favorable, the plant absorbs
these minerals and water
through its roots. It then moves
them up into its leaves where,
with energy furnished by the
sun, these raw materials are
combined with air and manu-
factured into food. This process
is called photosynthesis. Ac-
tually about 95% of the total
plant food comes from carbon
and other elements that the
plant takes from the air. The
green part of the plant, then, is
the “Food Factory’ and the
only place where food is actually
manufactured.

After the food is manufactur-
ed a part of it goes back into the
roots. This feeds the roots to
increase their size and repair
damages. Parts of the manu-

used to produce stems and seed
so the plant can reproduct
itself. In addition a part of th¢
food manufactured in the Jeaves
is returned to the plant roots i#
form of stored plant food.

This stored food is ven
important to the plant. This s
used to keep the plant aliv
during the winter or durin
other non-growing periods.
This food is also used by th
plant to start growth in th
spring. In cooler climates
leaves dry up in the fall of th
year and the plant is dormast
for several weeks or months.
Then when moisture and ten
perature conditions are right for
growth, the plant has no food
factory as yet, so it draws on the
food reserves it stored up the
year before to send up its first
green leaves. If the first few
leaves are clipped or grazed off,
the plant must dip into its root
reserves again to replace these
leaves. If the leaves are
repeatedly clipped, the piant
soon runs out of reserves and
simply starves to death.

It is apparent that the plant
must be able to feed itself to
stay alive. Fortunately strong
healthy plants are able to
produce more food than they
need. It is this surplus growth
that we can harvest with live-
stock and wildlife. It is estimat-
ed that 50% of the annual
growth of a plant is needed for
the plant to sustain itself. The
other 50% can be harvested.

With the understanding and
proper use of the information
concerning how grass grows,
we can help nature to grow all
the feed our grasslands are
capable of producing.

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New Mailing Rules
In Effect July 15

What's socially acceptable
today may not be well received
in the future. It may be oh, so
proper, but is it mailable?

That’s what consumers
should determine before pur-
chasing those tiny little invitat-
ions, RSVP’s, birth announce-
ments, thank you notes and
similar items which may not be
mailable after July 15.

As of that date, the Postal
Service will begin enforcing
letter mail size standards, to
reduce mail handling costs and
eliminate one of the main
causes of damaged or delayed
mail.

Under the new regulation,
letters and cards less than 3%
by S inches will not be accepted
for mailing.

Extra large envelopes -- more
than 6 1/8 by 11% inches -- will
incur a 7 cent surcharge, if they
weigh one ounce or less.

Those tiny envelopes create
jams in mail processing machin-

ery, damaging not only the
small piece, but often other mail
as well.

And the larger envelopes --
those subject to the surcharge --
cannot be processed by mach-
ine, but must be handled man-
ually, at considerably higher
cost.

For about three years the
Postal Service has been working
with envelope manufacturers
and stationers to help them
adapt to the new standards.
Most of them long ago stopped
production of the undersized
items.

But, consumers should be
wary of ‘‘bargain’’ prices offer-
ed by stores that might still
have stocks of the non-mailable
items.

Little cards and envelopes
may be mailed after July 15 only
if they are placed in larger,
standard envelopes before mail-
ing, the Postal Service says.

TERMITE VARIETIES
‘*Subterranean’’ or ** -

nesting’’ termites are a serious
problem in Texas.  Subter-
ranean termites live in colonies
in the ground and require
moisture to survive. The work-

HOW TO CHECK FOR
TERMITES

Homeowners can follow these

to check for termites:

1) Check for termites at least
twice a year,

2) During the spring and
summer (termite mating sea-
son), call an exterminator to
identify large numbers of flying
insects that you cannot identify.

3) Look for earthen tunnels in
the following locations:

along masonry foundation
and basement walls,

--along openings where pipes
enter walls, and

--along the surface of metal

pipes. R

4) Examine all cracks in slabs
and loose mortar in masonry
walls. Check all joints where
wood meets with concrete or
masonry, at walls, slabs, piers.

5) Inspect all wood and wood
structures that are near the
ground.

Pay special attention to any
that touch the house, such as
fences, wood trellises, carports.

Examine crawl spaces that
provide moist conditions.

6) Check windowsills, door
thresholds, porches and the
underside of stairs.

Be on the lookout for peeling
and blistering paint.

7) Where termite damage to
wood is suspected, probe with a
sharp point, such as an icepick
or penknife.

If the point penetrates the
wood to a depth of one-half
inch, when using only hand
pressure, wood damage by ter-
mites is likely indicated.

HOW TO PROTECT AGAINST
TERMITES :

Chemicals netded to control
termites are toxic to animals
and plant life.

There is also danger of con-
taminating the water supply.

Therefore, the chemicals
should be applied with extreme
caution and preferably by an
experienced person.

Follow this procedure when
chemical treatments are neces-
sary for an existing building:

1) Dig a trench, approximate-
ly one foot wide and three feet
deep, adjacent to the foundation
wall.

2) Prepare a solution of the
insecticide. Consult your coun-
ty Extension office or local
exterminator regarding the re-
commended type and mixing

3) Pour the insecticide again-
st the exposed wall surface and
into the trench as it is backfill-
ed.
Apply the solution to all other
locations where wood and
masonry meet at a joint. It
should also be applied to other
areas that have earth floors.

4) Use extreme caution with
these chemicals since they will
also be poisonous to humans
and pets.

If a chemical is used inside
the house, the room or space
must be well ventilated and
vacated for a period of time.

Other considerations should

.

i

. All surface water should be
directed away from the build-
ing, allowing no water to ac-
cumulate at the foundations.

. Cover the earth of unpaved
basements with plastic film four
milimeters or heavier.

. Keep crawl spaces well
ventilated. A house of 1,000
square feet should have at least
eight vents, 16 by eight inches,
open at all times.

Crawl spaces should be at
least two feet in height. Keep
space clear of wood scraps.

. Untreated wood should not
come closer than six inches to
the ground.

DRUGS AND PREGNANCY

Taking some drugs during
pregnancy can adversely affect
the mother and the baby. To
avoid drug-related problems
during pregnancy, take drugs
only when necessary and only
on the advice of your doctor.

Also, avoid tobacco and alco-
hol.

Furthermore, discuss any
questions you may have about
drugs, either prescription or
over-the-counter, thoroughly
with your doctor before taking
them.

EFFECTS OF DRUGS

When an expectant mother
takes a drug, in most cases it
will pass through the placenta
to the fetus.

Whether or not the fetus is
harmed will depend on the type
of drug, the stage of pregnancy,
and the amount and strength of
the drug.

The fetus is probably most
prone to harmful effects during
the early stages of pregnancy
when the cells are growing
rapidly and organ systems are
developing.

DRUGS TO AYOID

Taking the hormones estro-
gen and progestin (both are
ingredients in oral contracept-
ives) during the first three or
four months of pregnancy can
increase the risk of birth de-
fects.

Therefore, a woman who is on
the pill and thinks she may be
pregnant should consult her
doctor immediately.

Also avoid tetracycline during
pregnancy because it can cause
discoloration of the child’s
teeth.

ALCOHOL, TOBACCO

Two other potential threats
are alcohol and smoking.

If a pregnant woman drinks
three ounces or more of alcohol
a day, there is a definite risk of
birth defect.

In fact, drinking one to three
ounces may also be risky.

Heavy smoking will increase
a woman's chances of giving
birth to a child of less than
normal birth weight.
POTENTIALLY HARMFUL
DRUGS

Other drugs may also cause
harm to the fetus--through no
firm evidence has proven a
cause-and-effect relationship.

These drugs are very suspect,
however, and pregnant women
should take them with caution.
They include:

1) Barbituates--If taken in
large doses throughout the
pregnancy and especially dur-
ing the last three months, these
may be harmful.

Women in this category risk
giving birth to infants showing
signs of addiction to barbituat-
es.

2) Amphetamines--Often tak-
en to aid in weight loss, these
also may cause birth defects.

3) Tranquilizers--Taken early
in pregnancy may increase the
risk of the baby being born with
a cleft lip or palate.

4) Aspirin--Taken during the
last three months of pregnancy,
aspirin may prolong the preg:
nancy and labor and cause
excessive bleeding before and
after delivery.

Therefore, take aspirin only
under a doctor's supervision.

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To camp. Or not to camp,

This question, involving the
University Interscholastic Lea-
gue's sanction on specialized
summer football, basketball and
volleyball camps, is suddenly a
pot item of discussion among
high school athletic officials and
enthusiasts.

The rule states that students
sttending specialized camps
will lose one year's eligibility in
the sport or sports in which he
or she attended the camp.
Despite & setback in court last
August and Legislative at-
temps to circumvent the rule --
got to mention probability of
further litigation -- Texas school
sdministrators voted 670-259
last April to retain the ban on
camps.

“The basic question is this:
Does the member school have a
vested interest in the activities
of students during summer
months?’’ said Bill Farney, UIL
athletic director. ‘‘The answer
is ‘yes.’

“The UIL is one of the few

remaining amateur organiza-
tions in the nation,” Famney
said. “In order to retain this
amateur status, some rules
must be enforced throughout
the year. For example, the
League has restrictions on gain-
ing college instruction in all
activities: Music, literary and
academic, as well as athletic,
"“There are varying degrees
of restriction from event to
event, and these degrees of
restrictions arise from the pres-
sure on students inflicted by
members of the community,
coaches and other peer groups.’
This explains in part why
camp participation is allowed in
tennis and golf, band and
one-act play, but not football or
basketball. Community pres-
sure has not come to the point
where golfers and thespians
are pressured to attend summer
camps. In basketball and foot-
ball, this is not the case. Prior
to the rule, students were
“indirectly coerced’’ to attend
camps, whether they wished to

or not.

League officials content that
already, junior high students
(who are not bound by camp
prohibitions) are pressured into
camps against their will, being
told by coaches and others,
"“You cannot plan on the high
school team unless you attend a
camp this summer.”

Farney said, It is the feel-
ings of the school people that
there are a lot more would
would be forced into going to
camps than there are those who
want to go but cannot. In other
states, we find this happen-
ing.

In addition, sports such as
golf and tennis are individual
sports, considered lifetime avo-
cations. Football, baskeball and
volleyball are team oriented
sports and, except for a small
fraction, most do not participate
regularly past the high school
level.

Futhermore, golf and tennis
as well as baseball are tradition-
al summer sports. Football and

basketball are not.

The rules do not prohibit
students from attending these
camps but state that a student
who attended a specialized
camp cannot represent the
school on the varsity squad. He
may play for the junior varsity.
The rules do not prohibit sum-
mer workouts. An athlete may
practice the entire summer, so
long as the practices are not
organized. Most high schools
open gymnasiums in order to
allow students workout time of
their own.

Rules governing out-of-
season participation are not
unique to the UIL. The NCAA
and other sports organizations,
including the professionals,
have rules governing organized
practices outside the regular
season.

““These rules are not adopted
by irasible school administra-
tors for no good reason,”
Farney said. ‘'These people are
not given to capricious or arbi-
trary behavior and the actions
they take are given grave
consideration. One thing to
keep in mind is that every rule

in the League Constitution was
placed there in order to relieve
some abuse of educaitonal com-
petition.

“The League program is
structured so thet each program
is in coordination and perspec-
tive with the other,"” he said.
"“While some states may allow
some activities Texas does not,
we here allow quite a bit they
may not.”'

For example, Minnesota al-
lows it schools to play only 19
basketball games per year, in
contrast to Texas schools, which
can play as many as 35-40.

‘‘We allow more games than
most states,”’ Farney said. *‘We
allow schools to conduct a
year-long off-season program
whereas many states do not the
one-hour practice period during
the school day."

““This is a master plan by the
school people to keep our
program educational by not
allowing one program to infrin-
ge upon another school pro-
gram, and not allowing any of
these programs to infringe upon
the educaitonal process,” Far-
ney said.
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Farney said contentions that
the camp ban has hurt basket-
ball in Texas are absurd.

“In the first place, just
because other states have
camps does not mean they don’t
have problems with them,” he
said. ‘“We attend national
meetings and one of the major
concerns in summer camps.

“As for the idea that no
camps has hurt Texas, consider
that there are no footballs
camps and football in Texas
doen’t seem to be suffering. In
addition to that, we have the
same rules for girls and the
overwelming majority of girls
playing for Texas colleges last
year were from six-player game
up to this year. And three Texas
collegiate teams were ranked in
the top ten nationally."

The question is one of in-
terest. Better athletes in Texas
traditionally went the football
route, not only in high school
but in college. Today, more
interest is building in basketball
and the sport is stronger today
than ever and will continue to

grow.
