Those Calories

The American Medical
Association recently pub-
lished a guide to help
Americans regulate their
weight the sensible way.
The guide debunks fad
diets and easy solutions
designed to solve over-
weight problems.

What the AMA Guide
says, in effect, is that one
must change eating or ex-
ercise habits to lose
weight--there’s no safe
super-easy way. Protein
supplements are not
needed if one enjoys a
normal diet. Nor must one
spend a lot of money on
special, low-calorie foods.
though some are helpful.

Basically, the best
weight reducing program
is a do-it-yourself pro-
gram. The average indi-
vidual needs 15 calories
per pound of weight daily
to maintain a stable
weight. Each pound of fat
stored by your body con-
tains 3,500 calories. A
150-pound person (need-
ing 2250 calories a day)
thus must cut his calories
by 7,000 a week to lose
two pounds.

The Guide suggests
not losing more than two
pounds per week. It offers
sound advice on how to
burn up calories. Office
work, for example, con-
sumes only 120 to 180
calories an hour. Walking
burns from 200 to 300.
Running or swimming can
burn up to 600 an hour.
Reasonable limitation of
calorie intake, and exer-
cise, then, can easily con-
trol weight--without the
necessity of fad diets and
extreme remedies. (If you

Price Wants To Exempt Livestock From
Ad Valorem Taxation

AUSTIN. Senator Bob
Price, R-Pampa, has introduced
a bill before the Senate which
would exempt livestock from ad
valorem taxation.

Agricultural livestock is de-
fined as live cattle, sheep,
goats, swine, horses and fowl.

The bill, S.B. 1036, is desig-
ned to stimulate the Texas
livestock industry according to
Senator Price.

“Other states have similar
taxation methods,” said the
Pampa Senator. ‘‘It

is my

feeling that a tax advantage to
our livestock producers would
generate more jobs and more
business for our Texas feedlots,
cattlemen and farmers. It will
also strengthen the market for
our Texas grains."

““Livestock producers should
receive the same kind of break
on taxes as grain farmers who
are exempt from ad valorem
taxation,'" added Price.

“The immediate loss of ad
valorem taxes would be more

than offset by a healthier busi-
ness claimate which would gen-
erate a tax base about four
times the present size. The
State of Texas should stimulate
the livestock industry as we
have other industry. Through
taxing methods similar to my
proposal, other livestock pro-
ducing states are growing in
this area. Texas needs to claim
its rightful place in the livestock
producing area,’” concluded
Senator Price.
