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Bill Clements - A Great Governor For Texas

Bill Clements has devoted his
life to leadership and good
management-the two qualities
most important to the future
of Texas.

Clements was born on April
13, 1917, in Dallas. He attended
public school in the Highland
Park School System.

At the age of 13, Clements
attained the rank of Eagle
Scout.

The company’s
worldwide corporate headquar-
ters is located in the old
Cumberland High School in
Dailas, which Clements bought
and restored to original condi-
tion. The building has been
designated as a historical land-
mark by the Texas State Histori-
cal Survey Committee.

Clements has a great love for
the out-of-doors. He raises live
stock on the family farm near
Dallas. His hobbies include
hunting and playing tennis.

Clements’ active participa-
tion in the Republican Party
began in the 1950's when he
worked as a poll watcher for the
Eisenhower campaign and
worked precincts door-to-door
in support of the Republican
Party cause. In 964 Clements
was State Finance Chairman for
George Bush's U.S. Senate
campaign, and in 1970 he
served as Bush's Dallas County
Firaince Chairman. 1971 saw
Clements serve as Senator John

Hightower Stunned
By Beef Import News

Washington, D.C.--Con-
gressman Jack Hightower re-
acted with ‘‘stunned disbelief”’
to the news that the Administra-
tion was planning to announce
tomorrow that they were going
to renegotiate beef import
quotas to allow around 200
million pounds of additional
beef into this country, an in-
crease of 15%

Hightower was given this
news at a 9:30 a.m. briefing by
Stuart FEizenstat, the Presi-
dent’s Domestic Advisor, and
Robert Strauss, top trade nego-
tiator and one of President
Carter’s top advisors in fighting
inflation The two advisors
came to the Cannon House
Office Building Wednesday
morning to brief a dozen Con-
gressmen from cattle raising
and feeding areas. The ad-
visors were met by a hostile
group of Congressmen.

Hightower stated the action
was '‘the wrong action, at the
wrong time and has no possibil-
ity of doing what the Admini-
stration claims. It could, in the
long run, cause producers to

further reduce herds and pro-
vide even less meat to con-
sumers.’’

““This will have the same
effect as the Nixon price freeze
of four years ago. That action
turned the cattle market down
and housewives realized little or
no gain in the supermarket. We
have seen three months of beef
prices edging up and now this
action could well kill the bloom
the market is beginning to
experience.”’

The cattleman has been the
one sector of the economy that
has not asked for federal help.
They have gone through a
depression in the industry that
broke many producers and left
the rest with debts that will take
many years to pay off.”” High-
tower went on to point out that
this will have an additional
negative effect on the nation’s
balance of payments deficit in
world trade. “‘At a time when
our currency needs help we are
going to spend more overseas.
The long range effect of this
action will hurt producers and
consumers alike."’
