Northern Natural is going to 
build another big line in the area. 
They announced recently, that 
they are going to lay a 16 inch 
line In the county. They have pur­
chased wells from Humble, Gulf 
and Stanojind in the area, and 
the gas field is getting so big. 
that In order to handle the pro­
ducts from this area, a 16 inch 
line will have to be put down, 
and this will probably funnel all 
of the gas into their plant out 
West of Town. According to our

latest unofficial information, there 
wilj b® a stepped up building pro­
gram at the plant west of town. 
When it will start and how big it 
will be is still a mystery. Possibly 
the small plant out east of town 
will be moved to Northern Natur­
als new plant out west; if this 
happens, the east plant will pipe 
the gas from out east, to the new 
location west of Spearman. Or, if 
they don't move the east equip­
ment to the west location, they 
will go ahead and build a new lay in the next few years

out on the 40 acre tract out west. 
Eventually, if this gas field con­
tinues to grow, there will be a 
purification plant put in out west 
for sure. This is. in common 
terms, a gasoline plant. And, you 
can bet your bottom dollar, this 
will happen, if these big gas 
wells continue to come In.

To make the picture even 
brighter, Shamrock is planning 
their new line from Spearman 
field, to Sunray. which will 
amount tq about 30 or 40 miles bf 
6Vi inch line. This will take some 
time to build and they should 
start building the line around the 
first of April, just as a wild guess 
on our part

Several trucking companies are 
inquiring about pipe yards in the 
area. At least 2 or 3 permanent 
big tracking concerns should lo­
cate in Spearman this Spring.

Many other big developments 
in the oil field are taking place, 
but Spearman is jammed to ca­
pacity right now as far as housing 
is concerned Macias Construction 
Co., plus many private individual 
builders are contributing to the 
fast growing city, but there is 
still a constant stream of people 
needing homes.

In the event that we should hit 
some wet weather, already plans 
are being made for a harvest-oil 
field boom in the area.
