This 63 year oldg veteran of two
wars, publisher of a fifty year old
country newspaper, is the type
of country editor who would never
wonder where the yellow went—
Bill would write a front page ed
itorial to prove it hadn't started

read in the Amarillo paper where
the government planned to award
lakes to counties in the drouth
area.

no better or kinder gentleman
ever lived. He had his mother
with him; he was mnot married
Had house and barn, good stove
and coal. He would have us stay
until we found our stock and the
snow melt so we could travel He
would not charge us a cent. A)
though we ate our meals at his
house and used his hay. We were
there ten days for the snow was
still on the ground. They did not
want us to go. We got to Walnut
Creek the second day, a distance
of about 28 miles. Storming that
night, we lost one work oxem on
the ice. Next day we made Paw
nee, and it snoweq again making
us stay two days at John O'Laugh-
lons. He kept a road ranch and
toll bridge. We then pulled out
and went to where Buckner and
Law Leg creek come together and
began to hunt. We hunted dur
ing the winter but had only muzle
loading rifles and did mot do
much good Mr. Wilson got us two
long tone needle gUns, from then
on we did all right We lost four
oxen and two ponies. We had no
harness so we borrowed two col
lars and harness from Charley
Stuart who had the Buckner
Creek ranch and made rope har
ness. When summer came about
May, we commenced to do pretty
well. Then we lost, or rather it
was stolen, a mare and had on
choke on the picket rope. It left
us only two small ponies We had
killed 300 buffaloes and brought
with them a span of good horses
from Billg Dixon. a mew wagon
and some grub. Along in April a
deserter from Fort Dodge came
to our camp and stayed with us
until fall, skinnmg buffalo He
came from Saxony to this land
he was in the Austrian and Prus *
sian war. In the fall of 1872 the
vear Dodge City started we left
Hays and made Dodge our head
quarters. Later we went south of
the Arkansas river on Crooked
creek about three miles north of
Fowler on R 1L R road Went
through the sang hills where R |
R Rd. runs over sand creek and
hunted that winter, 1872 Took
the meat of 400 buffaloes and had
600 hides. In the spring of 73 we
camped on spring creek, a little
below Meade Cemter, Kans Killed
140 buffalos and then went to
Dodge. Buffaloes were scarce so
we had gone south. We left Dodge
in May ang camped on Sand
Creek south east of Fowler about
15 miles. I killed in May and
Junes 700 buffaloes om Sand
creek and the sand hills east of
Fowler. The big bank panic com-
menced in the summer of 1873
We could get no cash for our
hides, only trade for grub. I haul-
ed these in and moved to Com-
anche Creek in Kans. about the
first of July close to the Cimme-
rone river below the Fort Supply
road. I killed between six and
seven thousand buffaloes by the
first week in September. Had 7
skinners besides myself and bro-
ther and ome to stay in camp to
peg out hides and cook. Paid

$5. per month to skin. Towards
fall we hauled what we had left
some five car loads. They did not
average us 60 cents. We came out
in debt $67.00. After we sold about
two weeks hides went up to $250
