Snowfall that fell Friday night 
and early Saturday morning of 
last week brought a little more 
than an inch of snow and .02 inch­
es of moisture, according to the 
report of Mrs. Pat Cates, official 
weather observer at Spearman 

High winds up to 40 miles an 
hour Saturday drifted the snow 
and made driving oxer the Gold 
en Spread area hazardous. So lar 
as we can learn there were no: 
any serious accidents in Hansford 
county.

More than eighty irrigation far­
mers were present at the court 
house in Apearman last Friday 
afternoon to hear Don Anthony, 
President of the North Plains 
Sugar Cooperative, expla'n the 
prospects for establishing a twen­
ty million dollar su;ux pnnt at 
£ U sr. Texas. _

The speaker outlined that tbr 
Houston Bank Cooperative would 
loan ten million of the needed 
money to establish a plant and 
place 22.500 acres ol land in a 
seven eoiirtv area into tile sugar i 
beet production with a govern-J 
ment allotment.

The speaker explained th.d the 
North American Sugar Company 
would build and operate the plant 
under a five yea*- contract, wher- 
by they would have tho prive- 
lege of buying all the asset'- of 
the corporation. This leaves the 
prospective irrigation farmer-pro 
ducer to raise a little morn than 
6 million dollars.

Present plans calls for any 
producer who receives a govern 
nient allotment of sugar bee' 
acreage lo provide 20 per cent 
of the initial loan fund in cash 
The basis of establishing the 
liability is $280.00 per alloted acre 
Thus if a producer plans an al 
lot ment of 59 acres, be would 
provide 20 per cent of S14.000.tl0 
However there is a plan of pay 
ments from a Loan source where 
by the producers pays his indeb 
tedness at the rate of $2 07 pc'

First Anti 
Poverty Loan

The first loan to help a Texas 
low income rural family raise 
their income and attain a better 
standard of living under Presi 
dent Johnson's War on Poverty 
Program was explained today 
by Lester J  Cappleman, State 
Director for the Farmers Homo 
Administration.

Mr. Cappleman gave details on 
a loan being made to a family 
who operates a small farm n-at 
Long Branch. Panolt County, 
which Secretary of Agriculture 
Orville L. Freeman today announc­
ed as one of eleven such loans 
being made throughout the coun
to-

him. The other cowboys caught 
the female, (she weighed 135 lbs ) 
and there were ten cowboys 
nutting on the greatest shows 
ever staged on the range by 
roping the most destructive, ani 
trai the cowmen had to put u- 
v.ilh on the open range.

on fast horses and they were or 
their way. This herd was driven 
fifty miles to market Thev 
camped over night and they tied 
out the wolves They made thir 
trip without opening their mouth-

well so lhat ahe and her family 
will have a aamtary water supply 
for domestic purposes.

The loan 
funds will be used to enable them 
to add an additional source of 
income through the construction 
and equipping of a smalt tractor 
anJ farm implement repair shop 
With this additional ,-ource of 
income, the family wul be able 
to raise their level of living lrom 
$1,200 per year to approximately 
$2,000 per year a flir  the business 
is in operation This will amount 
to a 50 percent increase in their 
gross income from all sources.

The State Director of the Farm 
ers Home Administration in Texa: 
stated that all personnel are en 
listing the assistance of rura' 
agricultural and business leader? 
school teachers, ministers, wel 
fare workers, charitable otgani 
rations and others to assist thu 
agency in tnlormiryt low inconn 
rural families of the opportunities 
available to them in the Economic 
Opportunity Act of t ‘JG4.

According to Mr. Cappleman
The 1900 Agricultural Censu: 

showed approximately 375.001 
rural families, both farm and nor 
farm, living in the country and 
in communities of less than 2 501 
population, receive a gross inconu 
of $3,000 a year or less from a) 
sources. This means we have a 
real challenge in Texas in pro 
viding opportunities for thes. 
families to improve Iheir level 
of living."

All of the loans bear a 4 1 4 
percent interest. Economic Op 
portunity Loans may ho made ir 
amounts up to $’.*.'>06 to fin.inr- 
small family businesses, trades 
services, and farming enterprise*

The rural families eligible ( >i 
anti-poverty loans are cor.trontei 
with such problems as limited 
resources; low incomes: indebted 
ness beyond their present ability 
to repay; lack of management 
"kills, „nd pn unsatisfactory W il  
of living. To help overcome the**- 
problems and assure success ol 
the new businesses or farming 
enterprises, borrowers will b'* 
provided with intensive and con 
tinning management aid bv local 
county supervisors of the Farmers 
Home Administration

To be eligible for the new 
rural credit program, an tndivi 
dual applicant must;

1. Live in a rural area which 
includes towns up to 2.500 popula 
tion.

2. Have an income so low d 
does not cover basic family 
necessities.

3. Be unable to obtain credit 
from other sources, including the 
regular loan pro" rams of the 
Farm ers Horae Administration 
and

4. Show a reasonable promis. 
of succeeding in the enterprise 
to be financed by the loan

Farm employers who fail to fi’e 
a yearly report on the earnings 
of their farm employees and to 
pay the social security taxes due 
are subject to penalties and in­
terest charges on ihe unpaid 
taxes.

Hal Geldon, Amarillo so-ial 
security district manager, and 
Kills Campbell, D utric' Director 
of Internal Uevenut .it Dallas 
noted that the earnings of most 
fa-m workers are covered under 
social security. A farm employe- 
lo be covered, must b- mid at 
least Jiso in cash wag-s ly  h 
employer, or work for Ihe cm 
ployer on 20 or more days dur 
mg the year for ca-h wages ftgur 
ed on a time bast* (rather than 
on a piece-rate basis >.

For I9i>4. the social security 
tax rate is 3 5 8 percent each for 
employer and employee on cash 
wiges up to $4.9.10 The tax a 
mnunl musi he entered on Form 
942 (Employer’s Annual Tax Re 
turn for Agricultural Employee*' 
together with the total amount <4 
ca-h wages paid to each farm 
worker.
